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Abstract

The purpose of the article is to analyse the general demographic changes of the population of
Volyn in the 19th century to track the dynamics of these changes in each of the ethnonational groups
and to find out their impact on changes in the ethnonational and religious-confessional structure of the
population of Volyn. The research methodology is based on special methods of historical research —
comparative-historical, problem-chronological, interdisciplinary, as well as on general scientific
research methods — analysis of sources and analysis and synthesis, which, in combination with the
principles of historicism, objectivity and a critical view of historical reality, contributed to the proper
disclosure of the stated subject of research. The scientific novelty of the study lies in creating a
holistic picture of changes in the ethno-national and religious-confessional structure of the population
of the Volyn province during the 19th century. The processed documents and materials allow us to
conclude that the ethno-national and religious-confessional structure of the population of Volyn after
its accession to the Russian Empire underwent significant changes caused by political and economic
processes. The main factor in these changes was the policy of the Russian government, aimed at
neutralizing Polish and strengthening Russian influences, through stimulating internal and external
migration processes. The result of internal migration was a rapid increase in the number of Russians
in Volyn, whose percentage share among the population of Volyn increased the most. As a result of
external immigration flows, numerous Jewish, German, and Czech communities are forming in the
Volyn population. The Jewish community has experienced the greatest quantitative growth. Less long-
lasting in time, however, no less dynamic was the growth of the German community, which by the end
of the 19th century in Volyn was second only to Jews and Poles. Czech immigration to Volyn was the
smallest in terms of numbers. Among the Poles throughout the 19th century, parallel migration
processes took place — the outflow of large landowners and participants in anti-Russian uprisings and
the influx of landless peasants from sub-Russian Poland. As a result, despite the quantitative growth
of Poles in Volyn, there was a slight decrease in their share in the general structure of the province's
population. Against the background of active external and internal migration processes, the share of
Ukrainians in the general structure of the population of Volyn is decreasing.

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Abstract.

This article aims to explore the missionary path of Archpriest Petro Mazanov within the
framework of the social and spiritual development of the Poltava Diocese during the second half of the
19th and the early 20th centuries. The religious studies analysis focuses on his service in the Saviour,
Dormition, and Transfiguration churches in the city of Poltava, his organisation of parish life, initiatives
for reforming ecclesiastical governance, efforts to address the socio-domestic challenges of the clergy,
and active involvement in charitable societies. Particular attention is given to his work as a city dean
and a member of the Poltava Ecclesiastical Guardianship. Research methodology. The study is
grounded in the principles of historicism, objectivity, system-based analysis, comprehensiveness,
multifactoriality, worldview pluralism, and confessional neutrality. These were implemented through the
use of a range of general scientific methods (analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction, comparison)
and specialised approaches from the fields of history and religious studies. These include descriptive,
chronological, logical, analytical-synthetic, statistical, historical-genetic, socio-confessional,
ecclesiastical-profile, biographical, problem-chronological, comparative-historical, retrospective, and
generalising methods. The research adopts an interdisciplinary approach that combines
methodological tools from church historiography, social history, and the history of everyday life,
enabling the missionary activity of P. Mazanov to be examined within a broader socio-cultural context.
Scholarly novelty lies in the reconstruction of the largely unexplored life and pastoral activity of Petro
Mazanov, providing fresh insights into the position of Orthodox clergy during the specified period. For
the first time, lesser-known facts concerning P. Mazanov’s ecclesiastical, public, and socio-
confessional involvement have been systematised and introduced into scholarly discourse.
Conclusions. The research establishes that Archpriest Petro Mazanov was a proactive initiator of
parish renewal, an administrator, and a benefactor. In his ministry, he combined traditional pastoral
service with active participation in the socio-ecclesiastical life of the Poltava Diocese in the latter half
of the 19th and the early 20th centuries. As dean, Mazanov provided pastoral care to parishioners,
took part in charitable associations, introduced innovative approaches to clergy-laity relations, and
contributed to the development of the region’s church infrastructure.

Statement of the problem. In modern church-historical science, there is a growing interest in
studying local manifestations of religious life, individual dimensions of spiritual practice, which
represent the characteristic trends in development and the situation of the Orthodox Church in the late
19th — early 20th centuries. Of particular importance in this context is the study of biographies and
missionary paths of representatives of the parish clergy, which, combining pastoral, administrative,
charitable and educational activities, played a significant role in the formation of the confessional
identity of local communities. Despite the fact that church periodicals contain some fragmentary
aspects of the problem under study, the figure of Archpriest P. Mazanov, in general, has not received
proper coverage in historical science. Currently, there are no generalised biographical and analytical
works, analysis of the missionary, charitable and organisational activities of the priest. All this
determines the relevance of a comprehensive study of his church service within the Poltava diocese.

Analysis of recent research and publications problem of the participation of the Orthodox clergy
in the charitable, missionary and educational and cultural life of the dioceses during the second half of
the 19th — first half of the 20th century did not remain without the attention of scholars. In the modern
Ukrainian historiography, there is an increased interest in studying local features of church history, the
activities of Orthodox brotherhoods, social initiatives of the clergy and the role of individual priests in
the development of religious communities. The development of the Chernihiv diocese, relations with
the local clergy and attitude to regional church traditions are carried out in the work of O. Tarasenko.
The author made an attempt to study the relationship between the ruling and vicar bishops
(Tarasenko, 2024). A general overview of the historiography, which contains an analysis of the cultural
and educational activities of the Orthodox brotherhoods of the Volyn province, is carried out in the
work of O. Sazhok (Sazhok, 2013, pp. 49-51). Here we see a study of the evolution of approaches to
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the study of church history of the late 19th — early 20th centuries. Researcher |. Ermakova analysed,
using the example of the Kherson diocese, the features of the development of missionary service as a
tool for combating sectarianism and schism. The author focused on the role of Orthodox brotherhoods
and state support in their organisation (Ermakova, 2012, No. 1-4, pp. 46-51). In this context,
L. Levchenko's study, devoted to the activities of Bible societies in Ukrainian lands at the beginning of
the 19th century, also deserves attention (Levchenko, 2024). The author clarified and revealed the
activities of numerous branches of the Russian Bible Society in Ukraine (in Zhytomyr, Katerynoslav,
Kyiv, Odessa, Kamianets-Podilskyi, Poltava, Kharkiv, Simferopol, Feodosia and Chernihiv). The goal
of these organisations was to spread the Holy Scripture in the native language of ethnic groups,
regardless of confessional, social or property affiliation.

These works are representative examples of regional studies of spiritual life, which allow a
better understanding of the general trends in the development of the Orthodox Church of the
corresponding period.

A significant contribution to the study of the religious and social life of Poltava was made by I.
Pavlovsky. In his work «To the History of the Poltava Diocese: Historical and Household Essays,
Notes and Correspondence. Based on Archive Data», he provided valuable information about the
development of education, charity, and church administration (Pavlovsky, 1916). However, information
about the activities and life of P. Mazanov was provided by I. Pavlovsky in fragments. V. Buchnevich’s
work «Notes on Poltava and Its Monuments» contains structured data on the clergy, churches, and
cultural heritage of Poltava, and mentions the publications of P. Mazanov himself (Buchnevich, 1902).
Some statistical information on the religious infrastructure of the region is given in the «Memorial Book
of the Poltava Province for 1865» by P. Bodiansky (Bodiansky, 1865).

It is worth highlighting the work of P. Mazanov himself, «Spasskaya Church in the City of
Poltava» (Poltavskie eparhial'nye vedomosti (PEV), 1870, No. 8, pp. 312-322). In it, the priest covered
in detail the history of the temple, its architecture, reconstructions, and benefactors.

The article by I. Petrenko and O. Tryhub, «Poltava Church Historical and Archaeological
Committee (1906-1917) in the Study and Preservation of Cultural Heritage», highlights the regional
nature of the activities of the aforementioned organisation (Petrenko, Tryhub, 2025). The authors
argue that the main goal of the committee was to preserve the monuments of the church antiquity of
the Poltava region. It is especially valuable that the researchers paid attention to the completion of the
funds of the diocesan antiquities repository, which was carried out through the purchase, exchange
and donation of items that came from church and monastery sacristies, parishes and private
collections. Significant work on filling was carried out by priests, in particular P. Mazanov who was an
active participant in the committee at the final stage of his life.

The scientific and theoretical basis of our study is the dissertations of S. Fedorenko, G.
Stepanenko, T. Fazan and I. Petrenko (Fedorenko, 2008; Stepanenko, 2002; Fazan, 2020; Petrenko,
2008). They analyse the educational, social, and philanthropic activities of the clergy, the functioning
of church-parish schools, etc. However, these studies are of a generalised nature and do not contain
data on P. Mazanov.

Thus, even though the problem of charitable, church-public, and social activities of the Orthodox
clergy is reflected in modern historical science, the figure of P. Mazanov remains poorly studied.
Existing mentions of him in scientific and periodical church publications are fragmentary, which
necessitates a comprehensive study of his biography, missionary activities, and contribution to the
development of church and religious life in the Poltava region.

The purpose of the article is to reveal the missionary path of Archpriest Petro Mazanov in the
context of the social and spiritual development of the Poltava Diocese in the second half of the 19th —
early 20th centuries.

Presentation of the main material. Petro Mazanov is a recognised expert in theology, church
history, and pedagogy. Throughout his professional career, he was repeatedly honoured with official
awards. In particular, in 1869 he was awarded a staff, in 1870 — a skufia, in 1880 — the Order of St.
Anne, 3rd degree (for twelve years of service in the Poltava spiritual care), and in 1883 he was
awarded a pectoral cross. In 1888 he was elevated to the rank of archpriest, in 1892 he was awarded
the Order of St. Anna, 2nd degree, and in 1896 he was awarded the Order of St. Volodymyr, 4th
degree (PEV, 1869, No. 11, p.435; PEV, 1870, No. 18, p.614; PEV, 1880, No. 21, p. 444,
PEV, 1883, No. 10, p. 166; PEV, 1888, No. 10, p. 288; PEV, 1892, No. 11, p. 437;
PEV, 1896, No. 16, p. 447).

Information about P. Mazanov's education remains unclear. In the lists of graduates of the St.
Petersburg Theological Seminary for 1861, the first-rate graduate (graduate with honours) Mazanov
Petro Ivanovich is mentioned. However, it was not possible to identify him as the priest Petro
Mazanov. In the reports on the activities of the Poltava Diocesan Women's School for the 1899/1900
and 1901/1902 academic years, the priest is mentioned as a student of the theological academy,
which was atypical, given his probable age (about 60 years old) (PEV, 1901, No. 17, p. 430;
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PEV, 1903, No. 26, p. 582). At that time, higher theological education could be obtained only in the
Kiev, Kazan, Moscow or St. Petersburg theological academies. However, P. Mazanov was not found
in the lists of graduates of these educational institutions. There is also no information about him in the
thematic reports of the aforementioned academies.

Information about the beginning of P. Mazanov's church service as a village parish priest is not
confirmed by available sources. Our assumptions that he was born in 1840 and graduated from the
theological seminary in 1861 are consistent with the data on the typical age of graduates of an
average level of theological education (about 21 years).

According to the testimony of priest K. Hapanovich, during the abbotship of P. Mazanov, the
restoration and arrangement of the Spassky Church in Poltava were carried out at the expense of local
merchants. Based on the detailed description of the church, compiled by P. Mazanov himself, it can be
concluded that the renovation of the church took place in 1863. (PEV, 1870, No. 8, pp. 313-319;
PEV, 1909, No. 16, p. 690).

According to the archives of the Poltava Spiritual Consistory, in 1811-1847, the Spasskaya
Church was affiliated with the Holy Assumption Cathedral. In 1847-1849, the church had the status of
an independent one. Then it became affiliated again, and in 1862—-1866 it functioned as a separate
parish (PEV, 1870, No. 8, pp. 313-319). Given these data, it can be assumed that the beginning of his
professional ministry was the priest P. Mazanov from the Spasskaya Church in Poltava in 1862-1863.

According to the report of the Poltava city dean, archpriest of the Cathedral, D. Butkovsky, for
1864, the parish of the Spasskaya Church consisted of four people. The total number of parishioners
was 620 people: 320 men and 300 women. Most of the parishioners were residents of the Pavlenki
suburb. After the construction of the new brick Pokrovsk Church in Pavlenki in 1864, part of the
income of the Spassky Church was redirected to its maintenance. The annual income of the Spassky
Church at that time was 450 rubles..

For comparison: the parish of the Cathedral Church consisted of 21 people, the number of
parishioners was 1316 (619 men and 697 women), and the annual income was up to 1175 rubles. In
the Stretensky Church, 9 representatives of the clergy served. It had 1030 parishioners (507 men and
523 women) and an annual income of up to 2000 rubles. In the Nikolaev Church, the parish consisted
of 8 people, the number of parishioners reached 2382 (1168 men and 1214 women), and the annual
income was up to 1000 rubles. The Resurrection Church was served by a parish of 5 people; there
were 772 parishioners (369 men and 403 women), and the annual income was 500 rubles
(PEV, 1866, No. 15, pp. 597 — 569; PEV, 1866, No. 15, pp. 567-569).

The parish of the Spassky Church under P. Mazanov had no additional sources of income.
Among the Poltava churches, only the Cathedral Church owned an old residential building, in which
four families lived. The parish of the Pokrovsk Church (on Pavlenki) lived in houses equipped with the
efforts of parishioners. Other church ministers, including the parishioners of other churches in the city,
lived in their own homes or rented housing. Clerics and palamari, as a rule, lived in watchtowers
attached to church buildings.

The Spassky Church did not have any abandoned or abandoned lands in its use. In general, the
financial situation of the parish was considered one of the worst in Poltava. The main reasons for the
poor financial situation of the parish include high prices for food, fuel and housing. The situation of the
clergy of that time worsened after the transfer of the Ilyinsky Fair to Poltava in 1852.

The issue of improving the material support of the clergy was considered by the Poltava
provincial authorities. In particular, an appeal was sent to the Poltava City Duma with a request to
provide support to the parishes of the Cathedral, the Spassky Church and the Church of the Nativity of
the Blessed Virgin Mary. The document, in particular, stated: «...The significance of the Church of the
Saviour of the Not-Made-by-Hands Image and the low attendance of the Nativity-Theotokos Podolsk
Church inspire hope that the Poltava City Society will pay due attention to the needs of these churches
and the parish that serves them...» (PEV, 1866, No. 15, p. 572).

Despite limited financial resources, the Spassky Church under P. Mazanov repeatedly made
charitable contributions. In particular, in 1865, they donated 3 rubles and 1 ruble annually for the
establishment and maintenance of a women's theological school, 3 rubles and 30 kopecks from the
parish and 1 ruble and 20 kopecks from the church elder, 2 rubles and 1 ruble and 6 kopecks from the
church (PEV, 1865, No. 12, p. 419).

During 1866-1875, the Spassky Church had the status of a church assigned to the Assumption
Cathedral (Buchnevich, 1902, p. 179). This meant that P. Mazanov formally belonged to the cathedral
clergy, but he performed the duties of the rector of the assigned church. Divine services in the
Spassky Church were held according to the schedule or on the days of major church holidays. The
believers of the Spassky Church belonged to the Assumption Parish. All sacraments (baptism,
wedding or funeral) performed by P. Mazanov in the Spassky Church were officially registered in the
metric books of the Assumption Cathedral. Thus, the clergy and psalmists performed divine services
part-time.
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In early 1868, priest P. Mazanov raised the issue of the need to regulate the territorial
distribution of parishes in the city of Poltava. The urgency of this problem was due to the significant
number of courtyards not included in the confessional records, the remoteness and dispersion of
parishes. In particular, in the confessional records of the city's six parish churches, only 864
courtyards were listed: in the Cathedral Parish — 274, in the Stritensky Parish — 108, in the Mykolaiv
Parish — 254, in the Voskresensky Parish — 90, in the Pavlenkivsky Parish — 107, in the Podilsky
Parish — 40. At the same time, there were about two thousand courtyards in the city registers. That is,
a significant part of the community's residents remained outside the parish records
(PEV, 1868, No. 5, p. 164). According to P. Mazanov, this indicated insufficient coverage of the
population with spiritual care, which was especially dangerous in the «pernicious spirit of the time.» He
emphasised that the existing parishes were «too scattered and geographically distant from the
churches, so a significant part of the faithful rarely attended services or completely avoided
participation in parish life, preferring churches located closer to their place of residence. This, in turn,
led to the loss of the «last crumbs» necessary for their existence by the parishes
(PEV, 1868, No. 5, p. 165). The priest also noted a tendency to reduce church attendance on the days
of great Christian holidays, in particular on Easter. Even those who were preparing for confession and
communion were increasingly turning to home churches, avoiding services in parish churches. As a
result, parish priests lost the opportunity to exercise a spiritual influence on the faithful through
confession. In particular, P. Mazanov emphasised that due to the dispersion of the courtyards,
parishioners often invited priests from other parishes to perform services, which caused
misunderstandings among the clergy themselves.

Taking into account the above facts, P. Mazanov emphasised the need to review and streamline
the parish system «to eliminate unfavourable conditions in the life of Christians and communion»
(PEV, 1868, No. 5, p. 165, pp. 165-166).

In May 1867, the «Russian Society for the Care of Wounded and Sick Soldiers» (since 1879,
the Red Cross) was founded in St. Petersburg. According to the organisation’s Charter, its main goal
was «to assist in the military administration in caring for wounded and sick soldiers»
(PEV, 1868, No. 2, pp. 43-44). The financing of the society's activities was carried out through annual
contributions from representatives of all social classes and one-time donations in the form of money,
things or property. A significant role in filling the budget was played by the Orthodox Church, whose
authority had a great influence. In agreement with the spiritual department, special «clubs» were
established near the temples to collect donations under the supervision of clergy.

The society included: honorary members (representatives of the imperial family, influential
secular and religious figures), charitable members (persons who made significant donations), full
members (those who paid at least 3 rubles annually, or made a one-time contribution of at least 50
rubles), as well as members who made smaller contributions - competitors (PEV, 1868, No. 2, pp. 44—
47).

Local branches of the society were formed from 8-10 people, who were elected for a two-year
term. They included: the chairman, his deputy, the treasurer and the candidate. If necessary, clerks
and clerics could be involved.

On March 4, 1868, at a meeting of the Poltava city branch of the society, issues related to
organisational, personnel and financial aspects of activity were considered. In particular, the recall of
the treasurer of the management and the petition of P. Mazanov, regarding granting him the status of
a «founding member» of the local branch. The priest's appeal was approved by a corresponding
resolution.

In 1823, guardianships of the poor of the clergy were established to care for low-income priests,
widows and orphans of clergy, and sick clergy. These were state institutions that operated on the
territory of all dioceses. Their composition was formed from several honoured clergymen, who were
elected by the diocesan leadership.

The financial base of the guardianship was provided at the expense of the so-called «clubs'
fees» in churches, voluntary donations, part of church income (directed to the treatment of clergy in
zemstvo hospitals), interest on capital, as well as fines imposed on representatives of the clergy of the
diocese. According to the decree of 1868, it was forbidden to use the collected funds for other church
needs, except in certain cases permitted by the Holy Synod.

Among the functions of the society was also the guardianship of orphans of the clergy who did
not belong to the hereditary nobility. In such cases, the guardians were obliged to submit reports on
their activities to the guardianship bodies through the dean, which ensured control over the fulfiiment
of duties towards the wards.

On April 9, 1869, P. Mazanov, by election of the clergy of the city of Poltava, was approved as a
member of the Poltava Guardianship of the Poor of the Clergy. He took this position instead of
Archpriest D. Butovsky. The list of persons who, based on the Society’s Charter, were provided with a
one-time financial assistance from the temporary capital in 1879, included the freelance Archpriest A.
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Romashkevych. He passed under the authority of P. Mazanov, who was already a dean at that time,
and received 163 rubles. 72 kopecks. (PEV, 1881, No. 4, p. 88). In 1880, through the mediation of the
deanery of the district of P. Mazanov, 9 people received financial assistance in the total amount of 211
rubles. In particular, the widow of the archpriest of the Stritenskaya church, T. Kondratovicheva, with
her daughter — 50 rubles., the widow of the deacon of the same church, K. Diatelovich, with two
children — 30 rubles., the widow of the priest M. Pushkov — 8 rubles., etc.
(PEV, 1881, No. 11, pp. 222—-223). Subsequently, by § 6 of the Charter of the society, a one-time
assistance of 166 rubles. 22 kopecks. Was received by the widow of the deacon of the Elizabethan
church, E. Barybin. P. Mazanov's contribution to the trusteeship fund amounted to 120 rubles. 44
kopecks. (PEV, 1881, No. 24, p. 520, 535).

In 1881, the society’s treasury received 120 rubles 46 kopecks from P. Mazanov’s district, of
which one-time assistance was given to one person. In 1882, 130 rubles 44 kopecks were collected
(PEV, 1882, No. 19, p. 387). For comparison, in the same year, 35 rubles 8 kopecks were received
from the Poltava Cathedral, 90 rubles 46 kopecks from Archpriest G. Rybalkin, and 75 rubles 36
kopecks from priest V. Kurdynovsky. Among the benefactors of the fifteen counties of the Poltava
Diocese, only the Kremenchuk priest L. Bilyavsky donated a larger amount — 135 rubles 66 kopecks.
(PEV, 1882, No. 19, p. 387; PEV, 1883, No. 24, p. 539-541).

In 1883, according to the charitable district of P. Mazanov, 13 low-income families received
material assistance for a total of 235 rubles. (PEV, 1884, No. 9, p. 174). P. Mazanov’s contribution to
the orphaned and lay clergy of the Poltava diocese amounted to 145 rubles. 42 kopecks. Of the total
amount of income in the Poltava district, 535 rubles. 212 kopecks, which were collected from 11
benefactors, his contribution was one of the largest (PEV, 1884, No. 23, p. 661).

Thus, in the absence of a developed state system of support for the clergy, donations from
clergy to the society's treasury played an important role in ensuring their social protection. P. Mazanov
continued to regularly make appropriate charitable contributions. For his part, the diocesan leadership
noted P. Mazanov's contribution to the field of guardianship, awarding him the Order of St. Anne of the
third degree (PEV, 1880, No. 21, p. 444). (Given the limited scope of the article, detailed information
by year, targeted personal support and the amount of financial assistance corresponding to the
categories of clergy are not provided.)

On April 9, 1870, P. Mazanov participated in an interesting Orthodox rite — the ceremony of
washing the feet. This ritual is traditionally performed by the bishop on Holy Thursday, in co-service
with twelve clergy or monks. This is a kind of symbolic recreation of the evangelical event of Jesus
Christ washing the feet of the apostles on the eve of the Last Supper. In Poltava, this rite was not
performed often: the last time was in 1830 and 1850.

The Divine Liturgy and the rite of washing the feet were performed by His Eminence John,
Bishop of Poltava and Pereyaslavl, in the Poltava Cathedral Assumption Cathedral. The service began
at 10 am and ended around one o'clock in the afternoon. Certain persons participated in the rite. In
addition to P. Mazanov, the bishop was served by: the abbot of the Poltava Holy Cross Monastery,
Archimandrite Polyeuktus, Cathedral Archpriest D. Butovsky, former Cathedral Archpriest P.
Pavlovsky, the keymaster of the cathedral, Archpriest I. Diatelovich, Archpriest O. Kapustiansky and
others.

«The festive ceremony was attended by many believers. The church, in particular the choirs of
the cathedral, was filled with parishioners. They concentrated mainly near the specially equipped area
in front of the iconostasis of the main altar. Believers sought to see this touching church ceremony with
their own eyes at least once in their lives. Without a doubt, many of those present took away from the
church a deep spiritual impression of the magnificent example of humility — a virtue that is of
paramount importance for the salvation of the Christian soul» (PEV, 1870, No. 9, pp. 380-381).

On December 18, 1870, on the territory of the so-called «New Bazaar» in Poltava, the
construction of the stone Transfiguration Church was completed for the residents of Novoselivka,
which was built in the Gothic style and crowned with five heads. The financing of the construction was
provided by the titular councillor M. Danchych, the collegiate councillor P. Tregubov and the merchant
of the first guild S. Panasenko» (Buchnevich, 1902, p. 251). By the order of Bishop John, to «ensure
the proper functioning of the single-clergy parish,» priest P. Mazanov, who had previously served in
the Assumption Cathedral, was transferred to the newly built church (PEV, 1871, No. 1, p. 22).

The consecration of the church took place on December 19, 1870 (the day of the
Transfiguration of the Lord) with the direct participation of the Most Reverend John and six clergymen
of the city, including P. Mazanov. Despite the weekday market day, the church was crowded with
believers. During the Divine Liturgy, the newly appointed abbot delivered a sermon that made a
positive impression on those present.

The architectural image of the church was perceived aesthetically. However, the general
impression was spoiled by the disorderly surrounding area. «Numerous market stalls, shops, boxes
and temporary canopies covered the altar part of the church.» The interior decoration of the church at
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the time of consecration did not correspond to the level of its exterior, since it was not fully provided
with the necessary church utensils. It was under such conditions that P. Mazanov continued his
pastoral activity (PEV, 1871, No. 1, pp. 22-24).

The reforms of the 1860s in the Russian Empire led to a weakening of the sole power of the
deaneries in church and administrative management. In a number of dioceses, including Poltava,
during this period, the activities of deanery councils were initiated. According to the new procedure,
candidates for the position of deanery were elected by voting among the clergy of the corresponding
district, after which the elected candidate was approved by the ruling bishop. However, in 1881, the
Holy Synod abolished the election of deaneries, renewing the practice of their appointment.

The deanery council functioned as a collegial governing body within the district. It consisted of
the chairman-deanery and two of his assistants, who were elected by the clergy of the district through
a ballot and approved by the diocesan leadership. In terms of the content of their activities, the
councils partially duplicated the powers of the deanery. They resolved conflict issues between
members of the clergy, applied disciplinary sanctions, including fines, and also made proposals for
rewarding clerics.

On October 26, 1875, the Poltava diocese approved a new composition of the city deanery
council for a term of six years. In particular, it included the priest of the Striten Church, M. Kuznetsky
and the priest of the Transfiguration Church, P. Mazanov. The priest of the Pokrovsk Church at the
Poltava God-pleasing Institution, F. Lebedynsky, was elected city deanery, replacing the keymaster of
the Assumption Cathedral, Archpriest Y. Diatelovich (PEV, 1875, No. 22, p. 592).

Until 1869, there were no documentary references to elections to the deanery council in the
Poltava diocese. It is likely that it was in this year that its initial formation as an institution of collegial
management at the diocese level took place.

Being the rector of the Transfiguration Church, P. Mazanov initiated a number of important
initiatives that significantly influenced the spiritual and material development of the parish. With his
direct participation, the cold church was converted into a warm one, and a side altar was arranged in
honour of the Holy Apostle Andrew the First-Called. Five unique kiosks appeared in the church, a
stone fence with iron chains was built, and church utensils were replenished. The priest contributed to
the arrangement of the sacristy, the church library, and the maintenance of a high level of liturgical
singing. Already in the first years after the consecration of the church, a church choir operated under it,
which had a profound influence on the parishioners (PEV, 1879, No. 7, p. 334).

On January 9, 1879, by order of the diocesan leadership, P. Mazanov was transferred to the
position of a law teacher at the Poltava Institute of Noble Maidens (PEV, 1879, No. 3, p. 52). This
appointment became the next stage in his professional activity. The priest perceived the transition to a
new place of service with deep spiritual emotion. Saying goodbye to the parishioners, P. Mazanov
expressed sincere wishes for their spiritual growth. He drew attention to the need to be confirmed in
the faith and love of Christ, constant prayer and tireless care in the spiritual field. In his farewell
speech, the priest emphasised that the prayerful memory of the parishioners would remain his
constant sacred duty. At the same time, P. Mazanov expressed the hope that «the parishioners will
also keep a good memory of him and will not forget him in their prayers» (PEV, 1879, No. 7, p. 334).

On April 9, 1880, P. Mazanov was approved as the Poltava city dean (PEV, 1880, No. 9, p. 153;
PEV, 1884, No. 10, p. 586). Being in a new position for him, he immediately focused on the
conscientious fulfilment of the duties assigned to him. His sphere of competence included issues of
caring for the purity of the Orthodox faith and ensuring proper church-moral education, monitoring the
correct and reverent performance of divine services, maintaining order in churches, and appropriate to
the state of church preaching. Dean P. Mazanov monitored the implementation of the resolutions and
orders of the diocesan leadership, considered and prevented conflicts between the clergy and laity,
made regular donations in favour of charitable societies, participated in congresses of the diocesan
clergy, etc.

During P. Mazanov’s tenure as dean, changes occurred in the leadership of the diocese. On
March 30, 1884, by decree of the Holy Synod, Archimandrite Hilarion was appointed Bishop of
Pryluky, Vicar of the Poltava Diocese. Before that, he held the position of Vicar of the Kiev-Pechersk
Lavra.

The arrival of the new vicar in Poltava was an important event in the life of the diocesan
community. The city dean, P. Mazanov, was also involved in organising Hilarion’s meeting. On the
evening of May 13, 1884, the vicar arrived from Kharkov to Poltava by mail train. At the station, the
bishop was met by the economist of the bishop’s house, Archimandrite Feodosii, the city dean
Archpriest P. Mazanov, and two secretaries of the spiritual consistory. Given the late hour, an official
meeting was not held in the cathedral. Bishop Hilarion went to the Exaltation of the Holy Cross
Monastery, which was designated as his place of residence. At the entrance to the main temple of the
monastery, he was solemnly met by the brethren. The abbot of the monastery, Nathanael, addressed
the bishop with a word of welcome, to which the latter responded with a short pastoral address and
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went to the altar. After the traditional litany and the proclamation of the long anniversary, the bishop
addressed those present with a touching speech that made a positive impression on those present.

The documents inform us that «<accompanied by the abbot, the brethren, the protodeacon, and
the bishop’s choir, the bishop went to his chambers, where he blessed the monastery brethren and
expressed gratitude to the singers. After that, Hilarion had a short meeting with Archimandrite
Theodosius, Archpriest P. Mazanov, the princes of Yelets, and Abbot Nafanail. The half-hour
conversation over tea was the bishop’s first rest in a new place and the beginning of his acquaintance
with the church life of the diocese» (PEV, 1884, No. 10, pp. 586-588).

The next day (May 14), at 10:30, the newly appointed bishop was introduced to the city clergy,
representatives of theological educational institutions, and law teachers at the residence of His
Eminence John. After that, Bishop Hilarion addressed those present with a short speech in which he
asked for support, trust, and affection. At about 11:30, Archbishop John accompanied the vicar to the
cathedral, where both archpastors blessed the clergy and believers present. In the evening, Bishop
Hilarion «prayed at the All-Night Vigil in the Exaltation of the Holy Cross Monastery, and the next day
he celebrated the first liturgy in the cathedral» (PEV, 1884, No. 10, pp. 586-588).

By the order of the diocesan leadership under No. 2211 of May 4, 1885, priest P. Mazanov was
relieved of his duties as dean and deprived of the corresponding title. Further management of the city
deanery was entrusted to a representative of another district, G. Rybalkin
(PEV, 1885, No. 11, pp. 204, 208). Such personnel changes were because in October 1885, P.
Mazanov transferred to the service of the spiritual consistory and became its non-staff member
(PEV, 1885, No. 21, p. 489).

By decree of the Holy Synod of January 30, 1887, No. 283, changes were made to the
composition of the Poltava Spiritual Consistory. The Vicar of the Poltava Diocese, Hilarion, was
officially  notified that Priest P. Mazanov was appointed its full-time member
(PEV, 1887, No. 5, p. 115).

In 1888, on the eve of Easter, by order of the Holy Synod, P. Mazanov was awarded the rank of
archpriest (PEV, 1888, No. 10, p. 288). This title was given to clerics of the white clergy and was not a
separate degree of priesthood. It served as an honorary distinction for long and conscientious service
or special merits before the church. Usually, this title was awarded after 15-20 years of service in the
rank of priest.

In 1886, due to the illness of Archbishop John, the administration of the Poltava diocese was
entrusted to Bishop Hilarion (PEV, 1886, No. 13, p. 402). On November 14, 1887, he was officially
confirmed as Bishop of Poltava and Pereyaslavl (PEV, 1887, No. 23, p. 784).

After Hilarion headed the department, he launched active reform activities. One of the priority
areas was the introduction of a system of extra-liturgical readings and instructive conversations in
urban and rural parishes. These activities had a distinctly catechetical nature and were aimed at a
deeper assimilation by believers of the dogmatic foundations of the Orthodox faith and the moral and
ethical principles of Christian life.

In 1889, at the initiative of Bishop Hilarion, a draft statute of the St. Macarius Diocesan
Brotherhood was prepared - an organisation designed to promote religious education, strengthen
parish life and implement the social and missionary tasks of the church.

The draft statute of the St. Macarius Diocesan Brotherhood was supported by representatives of
the clergy. Among the signatories of the document are the rector of the Poltava Seminary, Archpriest
M. Gavrylkov, the cathedral archpriest F. Lebedynsky, members of the spiritual consistory: Archpriest
O. Kapustiansky, priest M. Uralov, Archpriest P. Mazanov and teachers of the Poltava Theological
Seminary.

The Poltava Diocesan Brotherhood of Saint Macarius was officially established on April 29,
1890, at the Poltava Theological Seminary. Its trustee was Archbishop Hilarion of Poltava and
Pereyaslav.

Archpriest P. Mazanov consistently supported the activities of the Poltava Diocesan
Brotherhood of Saint Macarius. From the very beginning of its foundation, significant activity was
observed among the members, which affected the organisation of financial collections. In particular,
from January to April 1891, the brotherhood received 522 rubles from 731 people. A significant part of
these funds was donations of 3 rubles from individual members, among whom was Archpriest P.
Mazanov (PEV, 1891, No. 11, pp. 351-406).

In the first year of its activity, the brotherhood included 30 honorary members, 14 lifelong
members and 645 active members and competitors. P. Mazanov belonged to the latter category — the
numerical majority of the brotherhood organisation (PEV, 1891, No. 12, pp. 455, 533).

Further analysis of the dynamics of the brotherhood’s composition demonstrates the
preservation of a stable contingent of its participants. In 1896, 35 people were honorary members, 15
were lifelong members, and 115 remained active and competitors within the Poltava district
(PEV, 1897, No. 30, p. 782). In 1897, according to the Poltava dean priest P. Mikhailovsky, 60 rubles
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17 kopecks were contributed to the brotherhood’s treasury. In particular, 2 rubles from P. Mazanova
(PEV, 1898, No. 26, p. 685).

In 1897, 178 new people joined the brotherhood, and 545 members renewed their contributions.
The total number of the brotherhood was 723 people (PEV, 1898, No. 7, p. 162). At the same time,
starting from the end of the 1890s, we observe a slight decrease in contributions, a decrease in the
personal participation of the clergy in the activities of the society. The last documentary mention of P.
Mazanova's participation in the brotherhood dates back to 1899 (PEV, 1900, No. 31, p. 817). The
Brotherhood finally ceased its activities in 1918, which was due to general political transformations in
the Russian Empire.

Thus, P. Mazanov's participation in the work of the St. Macarius Brotherhood shows his
consistent involvement in the processes of church and public life of the diocese, support for Orthodox
education and charity.

On July 15, 1888, at the initiative of Bishop Hilarion, the diocesan committee of the All-Russian
Missionary Society was formed in Poltava. It acted as a centre of the Moscow Society, which had
existed since 1869. The main task of the committee was to promote the activities of Orthodox missions
aimed at converting non-believers living in the territory of the state to the Orthodox Church.

Among the people who supported the initiative to create the Poltava branch of the Orthodox
Missionary Society were representatives of the clergy, city and provincial administration, and
intelligentsia. In particular, the Poltava governor, Major General E.Yankovsky, Archpriest P.
Hapanovich, Archpriest P. Mazanov, state councillor V. Vodolagin, director of the psychiatric hospital
O. Maltsev, Poltava merchant V. Taranushenko, etc.

According to the signature letters, 106 people declared their desire to join the society. The total
amount of voluntary contributions sent for the needs of society was 808 rubles.
(PEV, 1888, No. 19, p. 585).

According to the Statute, the diocesan committee collected membership fees and donations,
provided for the material needs of missionaries and institutions subordinate to them, and provided
comprehensive support in the implementation of missionary activities. The committee was obliged to
annually send a report on its activities to the Council of the society and report on extraordinary events
in the diocese. In terms of the size of the budget and the number of members, the organisation
occupied one of the leading places in the state.

As of 1900, 1,374 people had paid membership fees to the missionary society. Most of these
were donations of 3 rubles each. 29 people from the Poltava community contributed money to the
society's treasury, including P. Mazanov (PEV, 1900, No. 23, p. 582).

P. Mazanov also played a significant role in deciding the fate of the St. John the Theologian
Church in the village of Machukhi. The fact is that in 1879, the former parish priest, Matchenko, raised
the issue with the diocesan leadership about moving the St. John the Theologian Church to another
place. As a result, the church was closed in 1881. «Hard times came for the parishioners: the church
remained empty, services were not held in it... The faithful, like orphans without their shepherd, looked
sadly at the devastated church and were forced to visit other parishes» (PEV, 1901, No. 23-24,
p. 1084). Disagreements arose in the community. Residents living near the church, in particular the
residents of the village of Machukhi, categorically disagreed with the idea of moving the church to a
considerable distance. Parishioners of the Kalashnikov farms, on the contrary, supported the proposal
to move the church to their area.

Priest Matchenko actively supported the latter. He addressed His Eminence Bishop John with a
message «about the too old building and the financial inability of the residents of the surrounding
areas to maintain the church». In response to numerous requests from parishioners to leave the
church in its previous place, the obligation to make repairs there, an official investigation was
launched. A commission consisting of representatives of the diocesan and city authorities arrived at
the site. Its members came to different conclusions: the diocesan commission recognised the church
as completely unusable, the city commission — that the church could exist provided that repairs were
carried out.

Bishop John made a decision to move the church to the Kalashnikov farms and build a new
church there. The newly built church was consecrated not in honour of John the Theologian, as
before, but in honour of the Holy Trinity. For the residents of Machuchy, this event was painful. The old
church remained closed for almost eight years. Some of the faithful were forced to move to the newly
created parish in Kalashnikovo. The rest of the neighbouring parishes. However, the majority of
parishioners did not lose hope for the «restoration of their native church» (PEV, 1901, No. 23—
24, p. 1085).

Parishioners repeatedly gathered near the closed church, for which they received the nickname
"parishioners". They repeatedly applied for the transfer of the church to a more convenient place within
the village of Machukhi. However, these appeals to the diocesan leadership remained unconsidered
for a long time.
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In the end, Bishop Hilarion agreed to satisfy the parishioners' request. For this, they were given
a mandatory condition - to ensure financing for the construction of a new church and the maintenance
of the church communion. Significant assistance in this matter was provided by a member of the
consistory, Archpriest P. Mazanov. The priest gave advice and actively supported the initiative of the
parishioners. After that, benefactors also joined the cause. In particular, a wealthy parishioner I.
Tkachenko donated 2,100 rubles for the construction of the church and 10 acres of land for the needs
of the communion.

Given this, in 1889, Bishop Hilarion allowed the construction of a new church in Machuchy. On
September 20, 1890, the church was built, and five days later it was consecrated by Archpriest P.
Mazanov and Dean |. Osipov. However, the newly built church never received the status of an
independent parish, since the financing of the sacrament and the church land remained with the parish
in Kalashnikovo. Temporary spiritual care for the community was carried out by the priest of the
neighbouring parish, Father Tunytsky (PEV, 1901, No. 23-24, p. 1086).

That is, thanks to the efforts and perseverance of the faithful, the active participation and
position of P. Mazanov, significant changes occurred in the restoration of the spiritual life of the
community.

The activities of Archpriest P. Mazanov were not limited to participation in church and public
initiatives at the level of a separate parish. He was an active participant in the implementation of
projects at the diocesan scale. In particular, the priest was involved in resolving the urgent issue of
establishing a candle factory. As a member of the specially authorised department established by the
VIII diocesan congress of the clergy in 1902, P. Mazanov participated in the search for a suitable land
plot for the construction of a factory and a wax bleaching workshop. Thanks to his systematic work,
together with other members of the commission, a thorough inspection of more than twenty land plots
near the city of Poltava was carried out. As a result, the Deykalyvka farm was purchased, which met
all the requirements for this type of infrastructure development (the land plot was purchased in 1892
for the white clergy of the Poltava diocese for 10 thousand rubles) (PEV, 1902, No. 23, pp. 1037—-
1040).

Candle production at the factory in Poltava began on February 22, 1892. Already on February
24, the first products were solemnly presented to His Eminence, which marked the actual beginning of
the factory's activities. The factory operated in Poltava for only a year, because in 1893 it was moved
outside the city to the Deykalyvka farm (PEV, 1902, No. 24, 1054-1062).

The last place of service of P. Mazanov was the Elizabethan home church at the Institute of
Noble Maidens, from which he resigned at his request on September 20, 1900. The vacant position,
by the order of the diocesan leadership, was appointed to the vacant position by the priest of the
Pokrovsk Church of the city of Kobelyaka, O. Chernyashevsky (PEV, 1900, No. 30, p. 768).

The final period of P.'s life, Mazanova (1900-1911), was characterised by retirement and a
reduction in his church and administrative activity. At the same time, the priest remained involved in
the educational and religious sphere, focusing on charitable and cultural and educational activities. His
pension was 18 rubles. Per month, which indicated a modest level of material well-being
(PEV, 1903, No. 32, p. 804, PEV, 1904, No. 31, p. 692; PEV, 1905, No. 28, p. 672;
PEV, 1908, No. 4, p. 108; PEV, 1908, No. 19, p. 355; PEV, 1909, No. 35, p. 931;
PEV, 1910, No. 30, p. 1960; PEV, 1912, No. 20-21, p. 1283).

Conclusions. Thus, the missionary path of Archpriest Petro Mazanov is a real example of the
integration of a clergyman into a multidimensional space: socio-spiritual, church, educational, social
and administrative life of the Poltava diocese of the second half of the 19th — first half of the 20th
century. The beginning of his sacred ministry coincided with the functioning of individual low-income
parish centres. However, it was in this context that his ability to effectively manage and implement
effective initiatives for the arrangement of parishes was revealed. As the rector of the Spassky and
later the Preobrazhensky churches of Poltava, P. Mazanov fulfilled his pastoral functions at a high
level: he was engaged in the organisational and economic arrangement of parishes, developed church
infrastructure, carried out educational work, etc. Being a city dean, a member of the deanery council
and the Poltava spiritual consistory, P. Mazanov managed to expand the sphere of his own influence
from the local parish level to the general diocesan level. His many years of activity in the field of
charity, support of spiritual educational institutions, participation in brotherhoods and missionary
societies, and guardianships appear as a systematic and purposeful implementation of the missionary
function of a priest.

An important component of P. Mazanov's activity is the administrative and economic aspect. It
includes the priest's participation in the restoration of the functioning of the parish of the village of
Machukhi and the organisation of the work of a wax factory to meet the needs of the white clergy.
These facts demonstrate the strategic plans of the archpriest, his readiness to implement innovative
solutions in a traditional church environment.
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P. Mazanov's missionary path was accompanied by several awards that reflected the official
recognition of his contribution in the field of pastoral, administrative and public activities.

It should be noted that currently, the figure of Archpriest P. Mazanova is little studied in modern
historical and religious sciences. Questions related to the time of his birth, education and activities in
the last period of his life remain unclear. We see a comprehensive religious analysis of his teachings,
graveside sermons and obituaries, the study of administrative powers and duties before the Poltava
Spiritual Consistory as a promising direction for further research.

The purpose of the article is to assess the degree of accessibility to divorce in Ukraine under
Russian rule during the 19th and early 20th centuries, to identify the legally recognized grounds for
marital dissolution, and to compare these formal provisions with the actual ability of spouses to
terminate their marriage, as illustrated through specific case studies. The methodology of research
is based on a combination of general scientific (analysis, synthesis, generalization, comparison,
systematization), special historical methods (historical-structural, historical-comparative, constructive-
genetic) with the scientific principles of historicism, objectivity, and systematicity. Scientific novelty of
the work lies in the fact that for the first time in Ukrainian historiography, the process of divorce has
been considered as a component of the everyday life of different strata of society; specific examples
and unique archival materials demonstrate the complexity of divorce from a legal point of view among
both the Orthodox and Catholic and Jewish populations of Ukraine under Russian rule; statistical
information on the level of divorce among the population of the Russian Empire and other countries of
the world has been introduced; the place of the Volhynian Governorate in these processes has been
demonstrated. Conclusions. Divorce in Ukraine under Russian rule in the 19th — early 20th centuries
was a rare phenomenon, the reasons for which were not only Christian morality, which sharply
condemned the act of divorce, but also bureaucratic aspects, strict requirements of legislation, both
secular and church. However, at the beginning of the 20th century, against the background of the
processes of emancipation and modernization, the proportion of divorces increases, and adultery
becomes the main reason for divorce among Orthodox Christians. The power to conduct divorce
belonged to the highest church authorities (for Orthodox Christians, to the Holy Synod), and only at the
beginning of the 20th century was secular legislation allowed to regulate the act of divorce to a greater
extent than before. Nevertheless, the discussion on the transfer of divorce cases to secular authorities,
as well as on the liberalization of the divorce process, remained a discussion in the columns of the
periodical press of that time until 1917, one of the reasons for which was the church's unwillingness to
give up its power. When it was impossible to officially dissolve a marriage, it was necessary to resort
to such actions as separation of spouses and bigamy.

The Problem Statement. A notable social trend in contemporary Ukraine, significantly
accelerated by the full-scale Russian invasion in 2022, is the sharp increase in divorce rates. In 2024,
Ukraine reached a striking benchmark: according to data from the Ministry of Justice and the judicial
system, there were 141.8 thousand divorces registered against 150.2 thousand marriages! Prior to the
war, the ratio was somewhat more optimistic, with approximately one to 1.5 divorces per two marriage
(Dorosh, Chervonenko, 2025).

While in the present day the dissolution of marriage — particularly in cases without children —
has become relatively straightforward, the situation in the 19th and early 20th centuries was
considerably more complex. This was true not only in Ukraine under Russian rule but also across
much of the contemporary world. The advent of modernity — accompanied by the expansion of
capitalism, the emergence of new technologies, the rise of emancipation movements, the
secularization of culture, and the gradual erosion of the traditional family model — stimulated public
discourse regarding the liberalization of divorce laws. Nevertheless, most marriages at the time
continued to be arranged based on economic considerations or prevailing social conventions.

The Analysis of Sources and Recent Research. The source base for this study consists of
both manuscript and published materials. The first group includes documents from the State Archives
of Zhytomyr Region (DAZhO), specifically: fond 1 (Volhynian Ecclesiastical Consistory), fond 18
(Volhynian Chamber of Criminal Court), fond 19 (Volhynian Joint Chamber of Criminal and Civil
Court), and fond 178 (Lutsk-Zhytomyr Roman Catholic Ecclesiastical Consistory). These collections
contain divorce cases involving Orthodox and Catholic spouses, investigative materials,
correspondence with the Holy Synod and other governmental bodies. Due to the bureaucratic delays
and the protracted nature of the divorce process, such documents frequently include references to the
closure of proceedings or the absence of a final verdict.

Published sources include the First General Census of the Russian Empire, vol. 8: Volhynian
Governorate (Pervaia vseobshchaia perepis, 1904), which provides statistical data on the number of
married and divorced individuals in the region. Also used are legal and normative acts of the Russian
Empire, both of a general nature (Svod Zakonov, 1857), and specific regulations governing individual
institutions, particularly ecclesiastical ones (Ustav, 1841). Another important source is the periodical
press: newspapers such as “Kievlianin” (Kyiv), “Rada” (Kyiv), “Volyn” (Zhytomyr), and “luzhnyi Kray”
(Kharkiv), which not only contain statistical data but also journalistic commentary on the growing
relevance of divorce in contemporary society, including numerous examples from the lives of ordinary
people.

The historiography of the topic includes works by pre-Soviet, Soviet, and contemporary
Ukrainian and international scholars. The earliest group is represented by the compendium edited by
V. Maximov (Maximov, 1909), which provides one of the most comprehensive overviews of imperial
Russian legislation on divorce, covering not only Orthodox Christians but also Catholics, Protestants,
Jews, and Muslims. Statistical data on marriage and divorce in the Russian Empire can also be found
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in the article by M. S. Toltz (Toltz, 1977). The Lviv-based scholar Oksana Kis explores divorce through
the lens of traditional Ukrainian culture, with particular attention to Austro-Hungarian legislation (Kis,
2012). Notable recent contributions include studies by O. Borodenko and V. Tuchynskyi, which
examine the history of rural families in Ukraine under Russian rule (Borodenko, 2019; Borodenko &
Tuchynskyi, 2023a; 2023b). Among international researchers, the works of B. Mironov (Mironov, 2000)
and V. Bezgin (Bezgin, 2020) deserve mention for their emphasis on everyday life among the
peasantry. Valuable insights are also provided by V. Ponomariova and L. Khoroshilova (Ponomariova,
Khoroshilova, 2009; 2021), who focus primarily on the cultural life of noblewomen. Legal aspects of
divorce in the Russian Empire are explored in the writings of O. latsenko (latsenko, 2013) and
O. Vaniushina (Vaniushina, 2024).

The Purpose of the Article to assess the degree of accessibility to divorce in Ukraine under
Russian rule during the 19th and early 20th centuries, to identify the legally recognized grounds for
marital dissolution, and to compare these formal provisions with the actual ability of spouses to
terminate their marriage, as illustrated through specific case studies.

The Results of the Research. At the end of the 17th and the beginning of the 18th century,
there were up to 26 legally recognized grounds for divorce in the Russian Empire. However, starting in
1723, their number was reduced to five: 1) adultery; 2) prolonged absence of one spouse, exile, or
imprisonment; 3) entry into monastic life; 4) close blood relationship; and 5) entering into a new
marriage while a previous spouse was still alive (Mironov, 2000, p. 174). The process of secularizing
marriage law in the Russian Empire began under Peter |. During his reign, exile to settlement was
introduced as a legitimate reason for divorce. At the same time, however, certain previously valid
grounds — such as incurable contagious diseases, attempted murder of a spouse, or cruel treatment —
were excluded (N. T., 1902b, p. 1). From the 1760s onward, the Holy Synod increasingly restricted
access to divorce, seeking to subject it strictly to ecclesiastical law and to place it under the exclusive
jurisdiction of formal church courts presided over by bishops. The state effectively transferred control
over marital matters to the Church. By the first half of the 19th century, the clergy had succeeded in
making formal divorce possible only with the approval of the ecclesiastical court and only under strictly
defined canonical conditions. Divorce came to be viewed as a sin that undermined the sanctity of
marriage. Until 1917, the dissolution of marriage remained an exclusive prerogative of the Church
(Mironov, 2000, p. 175-176).

In 1850, divorce was also permitted on the grounds of “physical incapacity for marital
cohabitation”. According to Professor B. Mironov, the restrictive list of acceptable reasons for divorce
had dire consequences: in some cases, men physically abused their wives to force them into entering
a convent (Mironov, 2000, p. 174-175).

By the early 20th century, only four grounds for divorce were officially recognized for Orthodox
Christians: 1) the husband’s conviction followed by exile or deportation with the loss of civil rights;
2) the husband’s unexplained absence for a period of five years (the search procedure often extended
this period before a divorce could be authorized); 3) inability to engage in marital relations, provided
this condition existed prior to the marriage; 4) adultery, proven by at least two witnesses (N. T., 1902b,
p. 1).

In January 1909, the Ministry of Justice proposed amendments to the new Civil Code to include
syphilis, contracted by one of the spouses, as a valid ground for divorce. However, the medical
authorities opposed the proposal, arguing that with contemporary treatment methods, the illness was
no longer considered incurable and could at most justify temporary separation. The issue was to be
reviewed by the State Duma (K voprosu o razvode, 1909). In 1912, Archhishop Antonii of Volhynia
submitted a proposal to the Holy Synod to introduce an additional reason for divorce: in cases where
an Orthodox Christian had converted to Catholicism for the purpose of marriage but later repented and
sought to return to Orthodoxy and dissolve the marriage, such a divorce should be permitted (K
reforme, 1912). That same summer, members of the medical council addressed Metropolitan Antonii
of St. Petersburg, proposing the inclusion of additional grounds for divorce, such as physical
incapacity, tuberculosis, and alcoholism (K voprosu o razvode, 1912b).

The Ministry of Justice, particularly under the influence of K. Pobedonostsev, developed a draft
law aimed at removing divorce proceedings from the jurisdiction of the ecclesiastical authorities.
However, this initiative faced strong opposition from religious figures. For instance, in the summer of
1912, Nikanor, Bishop of Olonets and Petrozavodsk, stated: “Marriage is a sacrament, the grace of
which remains upon the couple eternally. It cannot be dissolved by secular authority... The entire
process of handling divorce cases cannot be entrusted to the secular courts, as this would, in effect,
reduce marriage to a merely civil institution. In my view, both the beginning and the end of the
matrimonial process must remain under the authority of the Church. The middle part... may be
delegated to the secular authorities, who should conduct investigations and assess the validity of the
grounds submitted for divorce” (K voprosu o razvode, 1912a).
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In August 1912, the newspaper “Kievlianin” informed its readers about proposed reforms to
divorce law initiated by the Minister of Justice and the Holy Synod. According to the draft, the
ecclesiastical authorities would retain the right to attempt reconciliation between spouses seeking
divorce. If such attempts proved unsuccessful, the Church would determine whether the grounds for
divorce were sufficiently established and, if so, would grant the divorce and define its legal
consequences. The investigation of adultery and physical incapacity for marital cohabitation, however,
was to be fully transferred to the jurisdiction of the secular court. During the investigation of such
cases, the civil court, upon the petition of either spouse, could permit them to live separately. Such a
petition had to be submitted in person. The list of legally recognized grounds for divorce was also
expanded. In addition to the four existing ones, four more were proposed: incurable insanity, incurable
venereal disease, attempted murder of a spouse, and moral or physical cruelty by one spouse towards
the other (Brakorazvodnaia reforma, 1912).

In the final version of the draft, only the latter two were retained under the jurisdiction of the
ecclesiastical court. According to a commentator in “Kievlianin”, it would have been more reasonable
to transfer all grounds for divorce to the civil court, leaving only the formal act of divorce itself under
the purview of the Church (Novshestva, 1912). Nevertheless, by early 1913, “Kievlianin” reported that
the Synod was preparing to review a revised list of grounds for divorce developed by a special
advisory council. The proposed list included: physical incapacity for marital cohabitation; prolonged
absence of one spouse; adultery; loss of civil rights and exile; conversion from Orthodoxy to another
faith; conversion to non-Christian sectarianism; cruel treatment; attempted murder of a spouse; mental
illness or insanity; and syphilis posing a risk to the health of the spouse and offspring (Povody k
razvodu, 1913).

At the beginning of the 20th century, the topic of divorce was also addressed at an international
congress of jurists in London, reflecting the pan-European scope of the issue. One speaker noted that
divorce law in England remained highly restrictive, recognizing only adultery as a legitimate ground —
though in the case of the husband’s infidelity, it counted only if accompanied by cruelty or financial
neglect of the wife. Furthermore, divorce proceedings in England were accessible primarily to the
wealthy. The congress concluded that Russia’s legal approach to divorce was closer to that of Catholic
countries, where “the divorce process is more procedurally complex and remains fully within the
jurisdiction of the ecclesiastical court” (Ponomariova, Khoroshilova, 2009, p. 154).

We present for consideration official statistical data on the number of divorces in the Russian
Empire, as well as their distribution according to recognized grounds. According to the Central
Statistical Committee of the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Empire (1893), in 46 Orthodox
dioceses of European Russia (excluding the Kholm-Warsaw region), between 1867 and 1886,
divorces were granted on the following grounds: 1) the husband’s unexplained absence — 10 943
cases, averaging 547 per year; 2) loss of civil status — 4077 cases, averaging 204 per year;
3) adultery — 1652 cases, averaging 83 per year; 4) physical incapacity for marital relations — 212
cases, averaging 11 per year. Thus, over the 20-year period, a total of 16 884 marriages were officially
dissolved, averaging 845 divorces per year (N. T., 1902b, p. 1). By comparison, during the decade
1841-1850, the Church sanctioned only 770 divorces in total — an average of 77 per year — despite
the fact that the Orthodox population at the time numbered approximately 43 million (Mironov, 2000,
p. 176).

During the same period, an average of 577 196 marriages were registered annually in European
Russia. This means that, on average, there were 14.7 divorces per 10 000 marriages. To better
contextualize this figure, it is useful to compare it with data from other religious denominations in
Russia and with statistics from European countries. Among Lutherans and Reformed Protestants in
Russia, the divorce rate was significantly higher — 66.8 divorces per 10 000 marriages. In France,
during the initial years following the legalization of divorce (1885-1886), the rate reached 220 per
10 000. Between 1877 and 1886, the divorce rate per 10 000 marriages in other European countries
was as follows: England — 18.5; Austria — 41.1; Hungary — 63.8; Sweden — 73.2; Alsace and Lorraine —
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100.8; Saxony — 302.8; Switzerland — 470.1; and Hamburg — as high as 689 divorces (N. T., 1902b,
p. 1).

Between 1905 and 1913, a total of 23 087 divorces were recorded in European Russia — an
average of 2565 per year, or 0.029 divorces per 1000 people. For comparison, the divorce rate had
been 0.002 per 1000 in 1841-1850 and 0.014 per 1000 in 1867-1886. In 1912, 3532 divorces were
registered among a population of 115 million Orthodox Christians, and in 1913, there were 3791
divorces among 98.5 million Orthodox citizens. A significant proportion of these divorces occurred in
urban areas (Bezgin, 2020, p. 27). Notably, the grounds for divorce also shifted during this period. By
the early 20th century, the proportion of divorces granted on the basis of proven adultery had risen
dramatically, accounting for up to 95 % of all cases (Toltz, 1977, p. 145). Meanwhile, in the 1900s, the
divorce rate per 1000 people was 0.02 in Austria-Hungary, 0.04 in Great Britain, 0.5 in France, 1.6 in
the United States, and 2.2 in Japan (Mironov, 2000, p. 176).

In the press of the time, we occasionally find humorous or ironic accounts related to divorce. For

example, in 1912, the newspaper “Kievlianin” reported that a 72-year-old man filed for divorce from his
65-year-old wife, accusing her of adultery that had occurred 17 years earlier. Both the wife and
witnesses confirmed the claim. However, the Synod rejected the request for divorce and instructed the
petitioner’s spiritual father to “remind him that he has already reached an age when earthly matters
should be set aside, and concern for the soul must come to the forefront” (Redkiy brakorazvodnyi

protsess, 1912).

Table 3 provides documented statistical data on divorced individuals living in Volhynian
Governorate in the late 19th century.

It is worth noting that at that time (1897), only 1132 divorces were officially registered in the
Russian Empire, with the number of divorces in European Russia amounting to 0.06 % per 1000
individuals of the Orthodox population. By 1913, this figure had increased to 0.15 % (Ponomariova,
Khoroshilova, 2009, p. 153—-154).

In addition to divorce, the Russian Empire also permitted, albeit unofficially and “on purely moral
grounds”, the legal separation of spouses without the formal dissolution of marriage (Maximov, 1909,
p. 372). Grounds for such separation included a husband’s violent behavior, misappropriation of joint
property, cruelty, failure to provide for the family, immoral or vagrant lifestyle, adultery, mental or
venereal illness, and inability to engage in marital cohabitation. Between 1889 and 1896, a total of
18 912 petitions for legal separation were submitted in the Russian Empire, averaging 2364 per year.
Of these, 69 % originated from residents of Moscow and St. Petersburg. The majority of petitions were
filed by women: in 1893, out of 2161 applications, 1899 (87 %) were submitted by women, of which
1523 (80 %) came from wives of petty bourgeois and peasant background (N. T., 1902a, p. 2).

Let us consider, using cases from DAZhO, the possibility for Orthodox and Catholic individuals
to exercise their right to divorce. A marriage could be dissolved only through a formal court proceeding
initiated by a petition from one of the spouses. Unilateral termination of marriage without court
involvement, even by mutual consent, was strictly prohibited (Svod zakonov, 1857, Art. 45-46). The
divorce process involved several stages. The petition for divorce was submitted to the Ecclesiastical
Consistory, i.e., the diocesan authority, which delegated trusted individuals to attempt reconciliation
between the spouses, urging them to remain in the marital union. If these attempts failed, the judicial
process commenced, and the respondent was required to appear in person. A typical procedure
followed this pattern: submission of a petition by one of the spouses, provision of the necessary
documents, an official oath on the Bible, a court hearing, confirmation of the decision by the Synod,
the possibility of appeal, and the eventual issuance or rejection of the divorce (latsenko, 2013, p. 192—
193).

Thus, adultery — considered a “violation of the sanctity of marriage” — was established by the
fact of sexual relations between one of the spouses and an outside party. A defendant's own
admission of having committed adultery was not taken into account unless it was corroborated by the
circumstances of the case and accompanied by evidence that clearly confirmed it (Svod zakonov,
1857, Art. 47).

According to the Statute of Ecclesiastical Consistories (1841), “The principal proofs of adultery
were to be recognized as: a) the testimony of two or three direct eyewitnesses; and b) the birth of
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children outside of lawful wedlock, confirmed by parish register records and evidence of an illicit
relationship with an outside party. Other forms of evidence — such as letters confirming the defendant’s
illicit affair; testimonies of withnesses who were not direct eyewitnesses but had reliable knowledge of
the matter or had heard rumors; statements by so-called “search witnesses” about the defendant’s
immoral lifestyle; and others — could be considered valid only when combined with one of the main
types of evidence or when their totality clearly indicated a crime” (Ustav, 1841, Art. 252). As a
consequence of divorce due to adultery, the plaintiff was granted permission to remarry, while the
guilty party was prohibited from entering into a new marriage and was subjected to church penance in
accordance with ecclesiastical rules (Ustav, 1841, Art. 256). This punishment was mitigated by the law
of May 28, 1904, which amended Article 253 of the Statute of Ecclesiastical Consistories by abolishing
the lifelong prohibition on remarriage for those found guilty of violating marital fidelity. Under the
revised provision, a new marriage was permitted after the completion of ecclesiastical penance, the
duration of which depended on the degree of guilt and repentance. In the case of repeated adultery,
however, the guilty party was sentenced to lifelong celibacy (Vaniushina, 2024, p. 90).

The procedure for divorce among Orthodox Christians can be illustrated through a specific case.
On February 1, 1910, Tymofii Zarytskyi, a peasant from the Zhytomyr district, submitted a petition to
Archbishop Antonii of Volhynia, requesting not only the dissolution of his marriage to the peasant
woman Olena Mamula, but also permission to remarry. According to his account, his wife had
repeatedly committed adultery, left him after only a few months of cohabitation, and subsequently
gave birth to a child fathered by another man. Olena Mamula consented to the divorce and admitted to
marital infidelity, but justified her actions by stating that she had never loved her lawful husband and
had endured constant physical abuse during the marriage. Initially, Tymofii and Olena were offered the
opportunity to undergo a reconciliation procedure, but the husband refused. On August 27, 1911, the
bailiff of the third estate in Zhytomyr district conducted, under oath, the interrogation of three
witnesses, all of whom confirmed that Tymofii and Olena had long been living separately and that a
child had indeed been born. The investigation revealed that the marriage had been contracted in 1903,
and the child was born three years later, at a time when the couple was no longer living together.
Nevertheless, the boy had been baptized and registered in church records as Tymofii’'s son. On
August 13-14, 1912, the Volhynian Ecclesiastical Consistory issued its verdict: the marriage was to be
dissolved on the grounds of the wife’s adultery. Both Tymofii Zarytskyi and Olena Mamula were
granted permission to remarry, but under specific conditions: the husband could do so immediately,
while the wife had to observe a seven-year period of ecclesiastical penance under the supervision of a
priest, as she was found guilty of marital infidelity. The official date of the divorce was recorded as
April 24, 1913. On May 22, 1916, Olena Mamula submitted a petition requesting a reduction in the
duration of her penance, so that she could remarry and engage in household activities. The authorities
granted her request on July 7, 1916, citing the fact that she had actively fulfilled the prescribed
penance for two years, as confirmed by the priest Mykhailovsky (DAZhO, f. 1, inv. 38, c. 66, p. 1-83
Verso).

It is important to note that, under the law, only the innocent party in a case of marital infidelity
had the right to petition for divorce. An illustrative example is the case “On the dissolution of the
marriage of Hlykeriia Yukhymchuk and her husband Semen” (1909). Hlykeriia Yukhymchuk, a peasant
woman from the Lutsk district, submitted a petition to Archbishop Antonii of Volhynia and Zhytomyr
requesting the dissolution of her marriage to her unloved husband, Semen. The petitioner claimed she
had been subjected to cruel treatment and physical abuse, and had been forced to endure repeated
infidelities. Eventually, she had no choice but to leave her husband and enter domestic service.
However, the difficult circumstances of her life led Hlykeriia into a life of promiscuity. She
acknowledged that returning to her husband would be morally unacceptable — especially as he had
already found a new partner and intended to marry her. For this reason, Hlykeriia admitted her guilt,
expressed her willingness to bring forth withnesses who could confirm the fact of her adultery, and did
not object to paying the required stamp duty. Nevertheless, her request for divorce was denied, as
according to the law, it was her husband Semen — not she — who was entitled to file the petition
(DAZhO, f. 1, inv. 37, c. 34, p. 1-8).

Among Catholics, obtaining a divorce on the grounds of adultery was nearly impossible. A
telling example is the case “At the request of lhnatii Babynskyi for the dissolution of his marriage with
his wife Franciszka” (1911). On May 5, 1911, lhnatii Babynskyi, a peasant from Kyiv, submitted a
petition to the Volhynian Consistory requesting the dissolution of his marriage to the townswoman
Franciszka Borowska, with whom he had contracted marriage on September 19, 1899. According to
the petitioner, his wife had not been chaste prior to their wedding, had been unfaithful during the
marriage, and had infected him with syphilis. On March 13, 1908, Franciszka disappeared without a
trace, and her whereabouts remained unknown. Nevertheless, the Lutsk-Zhytomyr Roman Catholic
Ecclesiastical Consistory rejected lhnatii Babynskyi's petition, stating that “the reasons given — his
wife’s adultery with other men and her unexplained disappearance — do not, under the canonical rules
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of the Roman Catholic Church, constitute grounds for the dissolution of marriage” (DAZhO, f. 178,
inv. 40, c. 44, p. 6 verso).

In order for the unexplained absence of a husband or wife to serve as legal grounds for divorce,
three conditions had to be met: it was necessary to prove that a legal marriage had indeed been
contracted between the petitioner and the missing spouse; that the spouse was genuinely absent
without trace; and that the absence had lasted for at least five years (Svod zakonov, 1857, Art. 54). A
petition for the dissolution of marriage was submitted to the Ecclesiastical Consistory at the petitioner’s
place of residence, along with an official extract from the parish register confirming the marriage. The
petition was required to specify where the couple had lived, whether they had cohabited, where and
when they had last seen each other, the time and circumstances of the spouse’s disappearance, when
and from where the last known information about them had been received, as well as the immovable
property owned by either spouse, their social status, and the type of occupation or service held by the
missing person. In addition, the petitioner had to list all known relatives — both their own and those of
the missing spouse — and indicate their places of residence. The petitioner could also submit other
types of evidence attesting to the spouse’s absence. Upon initiating the case, the Consistory would
issue summonses through police authorities to all relatives and individuals who might have knowledge
of the missing person. It could also contact the provincial administration in order to locate any possible
evidence. A public notice of the petition had to be published in a newspaper distributed throughout all
parishes. If this process led to the discovery of the missing person’s whereabouts, the case was
closed and the marriage was not dissolved. Only if no information emerged within one year from the
date of publication would the Consistory, at the request of the petitioner, begin considering the merits
of the case (Ustav, 1841, Art. 234-237; Svod zakonov, 1857, Art. 57—60).

The unexplained absence of a husband or wife lasting five years or more appears as a recurring
legal formula in the files of the Lutsk-Zhytomyr Roman Catholic Consistory. On April 23, 1911, Josefa
Browkowska submitted a petition requesting the dissolution of her marriage, stating that her husband
had been sent to penal servitude on December 22, 1900 — meaning she had lived without him for over
ten years. Mrs. Browkowska also asked for permission to contract a new marriage. However, her
petition was left “without action”, as she had failed to pay the required fee of two 75-kopeck revenue
stamps (DAZhO, f. 178, inv. 40, c. 24, p. 1-9). In continuation of this theme, the case “At the request
of Yosyf Shubartovskyi for permission to enter into a new marriage” (1911) provides further insight. On
May 10, 1911, Yosyf Shubartovskyi from the Volodymyr-Volynskyi district submitted a petition to the
Lutsk-Zhytomyr Roman Catholic Consistory, asking for permission to remarry, as fourteen years had
passed since his wife Varvara had gone missing. After paying the required stamp duty, the case was
reviewed; however, the petition was denied. The official reasoning stated: «the unexplained
disappearance of one of the spouses, according to the canonical rules of the Roman Catholic Church,
is not grounds for the dissolution of marriage» (DAZhO, f. 178, inv. 40, c. 62, p. 4 verso-7).

Divorce in cases involving penal servitude or exile to Siberia was regulated in a specific manner.
The right to petition for the dissolution of marriage could be exercised if the spouse of the convict
chose not to accompany the sentenced individual into exile voluntarily (Ustav, 1841, Art. 231-232;
Svod zakonov, 1857, Art. 50).

Another legitimate ground for divorce was the inability of a husband or wife to perform sexual
functions or consummate the marriage. Two conditions were required for such a petition to be
considered valid: the incapacity had to be natural (i.e., congenital or pre-existing) and must have
existed prior to the marriage; and at least three years had to have passed since the wedding (Ustav,
1841, Art. 245-246; Svod zakonov, 1857, Art. 48—-49). The Ecclesiastical Consistory considered only
thorough medical examinations of the afflicted spouse, which were conducted by the Medical Board
(Likarska uprava), carefully reviewing the intimate details of the couple’s relationship. Once the
inability to consummate the marriage was confirmed, the petitioner was granted permission to remarry,
while the respondent was sentenced to lifelong celibacy (Ustav, 1841, Art. 256). In cases of this kind,
a medical examination alone was deemed sufficient. There were no courtroom hearings, no
adversarial proceedings, and no withesses were summoned (Maximov, 1909, p. 86).

On January 4, 1912, the peasant woman Mykhalyna Karabiievska submitted a formal objection
to the Lutsk-Zhytomyr Roman Catholic Ecclesiastical Consistory in response to her husband’s
statement dated August 6, 1911. She claimed that prior to marriage she had barely known her
husband and discovered on their wedding night that he was impotent. On January 12, 1912, she
appealed to the Diocesan Administrator, Prelate Baevskyi, requesting that her petition be forwarded to
the Pope in order to obtain a dispensation allowing her to remarry. During the investigation, the
Medical Department of the Volhynian Provincial Administration requested that the Consistory summon
the peasant Victor Karabiievskyi for a medical examination, which was scheduled for May 19, 1912.
On January 23, 1914, relatives of Karabiievskyi, including his brother, were questioned. Ultimately,
Mykhalyna Karabiievska was denied the annulment of her marriage. Nevertheless, she continued to
pursue justice. On April 2, 1915, her appeal was heard by the Mogilev Archdiocesan Council for
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Marital and Other Matters. The petitioner contested the findings of the initial medical examination and
submitted three medical certificates attesting that she remained a virgin. The decision of the
ecclesiastical appellate court was to instruct the lower court to verify Karabiievska's virginity through a
new medical commission. Should her virginity be confirmed, the case was to be referred to His
Holiness the Pope with a request to grant a dispensation to the Karabiievskyi couple. The final
outcome of the case remains unknown; however, the file contains statements from physicians who
disputed the claim of the woman’s virginity. (DAZhO, f. 178, inv. 40, c. 59, p. 1-122).

In Orthodox practice, sexual incapacity was not always considered a valid ground for divorce, as
the illness had to have existed prior to the marriage and had to be proven. A case in point is “On the
dissolution of the marriage of lllia Kondratiev due to his wife Olena’s illness” (1909-1910). lllia
Kondratiev, an assistant class supervisor at the Ostroh Gymnasium, first appealed to the Volhynian
Ecclesiastical Consistory in 1899. He referred to Article 37, Volume X of the Code of Laws, claiming
that after their marriage, his wife Olena began to show signs of mental iliness, including hallucinations
and nervous seizures. A second petition followed in 1903. It was soon clarified that, under current
legislation, marriages contracted under the condition of insanity of one of the spouses fell within the
scope of criminal law and had to be considered by a criminal court. Accordingly, the ecclesiastical
consistory advised Kondratiev to refer the matter to the district court. However, on August 18, 1904,
the prosecutor of the Lutsk District Court declined to consider the case. On December 20, 1908,
Kondratiev again petitioned the Volhynian Consistory for divorce and was again rejected, with a
renewed recommendation to seek a solution through the district court. Eventually, Kondratiev turned to
the Holy Synod. The Synod agreed to proceed and ordered the consistory to verify Olena’s medical
condition, which was carried out by the Medical Department of the provincial administration. It was
confirmed that since the age of 14, Olena Kondratieva had suffered from periodic nervous breakdowns
lasting two to four weeks, although at the time of examination she was in a “lucid interval”. Therefore,
on February 10, 1910, the Synod rejected Kondratiev’s petition for divorce, reasoning that his wife
suffered from “periodic and rather short-term psychosis” and that “such a condition does not fall under
the legal definition of insanity” as set out in current legislation. The case file contains multiple
subsequent appeals from Kondratiev to the Volhynian Consistory, each accompanied by new medical
evidence, and each followed by repeated refusals to reopen the case. The last document in the file is
dated July 31, 1918: lllia Kondratiev, by then a teacher at the Cherkasy Men’s Gymnasium, once
again appealed to the Volhynian Consistory to declare his marriage invalid, emphasizing that the
petition he submitted to the Synod in 1910 had still not been resolved. The petitioner expressed strong
hope in the newly established laws of the Ukrainian State (DAZhO, f. 1, inv. 37, c. 28, p. 1-65).

Let us reiterate: the grounds for divorce were limited to mental disorders that had originated
prior to the marriage. For instance, in February 1909, the Volhynian Ecclesiastical Consistory denied a
petition for divorce submitted by Nataliia Shymanska, a peasant woman from the Kovel district, who
also sought permission to remarry. The petitioner claimed that her husband, Nykyfor Shymanskyi, had
gone insane during his military service, that is, after their marriage. The Consistory concluded: “...a
mental disorder that developed after the marriage, according to the law, cannot serve as grounds for
divorce” (DAZhO, f. 1, inv. 37, c. 24, p. 2).

Some archival files contain petitions for the search of missing wives. For example, on May 31,
1882, the Lutsk-Zhytomyr Roman Catholic Ecclesiastical Consistory received a request from a
peasant, Anton Zaremba, seeking assistance in locating his wife, Maria, who had disappeared eleven
years earlier. The reasons for the search were quite mundane: Zaremba needed a helper in managing
the household, as his parents were elderly and he himself was already 38 years old. The petition
included a physical description of the missing woman: 29 years old, of medium height, dark blond hair,
an elongated face with a scar on the left side. Zaremba concluded his petition by stating that, if his
wife was still alive, she should be sent to him through the local zemstvo administration; however, if she
was deceased, he requested permission from the consistory to remarry. The outcome of the case
remains unknown, but subsequent pages of the file contain reports from rural deans (e.g., of Lutsk,
Zvenyhorod, and others) indicating that Maria Zaremba could not be located in any of the parishes
within their jurisdictions. The proceedings continued from 1882 to 1897 (DAZhO, f. 178, inv. 28, c. 542,
p. 1-68).

The archival documents under consideration provide grounds to assert that the Catholic Church
did not recognize divorce. Instead, it permitted only a separation from bed and board (separatio a
mensa et thoro) upon petition by one of the spouses. Such separation could be granted by
ecclesiastical authorities under three conditions: 1) adultery; 2) cruel treatment; and 3) the accusation
of one spouse of a crime subject to trial and criminal punishment (Maximov, 1909, p. 259).

A few words should be said about permissions for separation and divorce among clergy and
non-Christians. According to canonical regulations, a priest whose wife was accused of adultery was
prohibited from performing ecclesiastical duties. In 1912, the Holy Synod issued a decree allowing
clergy to live separately from their wives. As a result, the wives of priests who were not living with their
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husbands due to the husbands’ fault were denied the right to obtain separate residence permits and
were not entitled to financial support from their husbands. Clergymen who were separated from their
wives against their own will were not subject to any punishment; however, wives who left their
husbands were subject to ecclesiastical penance (epitimia) (Razdelnoe zhitelstvo, 1912).

According to Russian legislation, divorce proceedings among Muslims, Jews, and pagans were
handled by the courts of their respective religious authorities and institutions. The primary grounds for
divorce included adultery, prolonged absence, and the deprivation of a spouse’s property rights
(Maximov, 1909, p. 16, 280, 314). The newspaper “Kievlianin” provides insight into Jewish divorce
practices. In 1900, rabbis in various cities began issuing so-called conditional divorces for Jewish
women whose husbands were serving in the military and being deployed to the Far East. These
conditional divorces became formally valid if the wife could prove that her husband had gone missing.
Given that, under Jewish law, a husband’s consent was crucial for initiating divorce, many Jewish
women sought to obtain such consent in advance — in case their husbands ceased to communicate or
could no longer be located (Uslovnye razvody, 1900).

In 1903, the newspaper “Kievlianin” reported that a Jewish couple, identified as N., petitioned
the Odesa rabbinate for a divorce. Notably, the wife had previously converted to Orthodox Christianity,
and therefore the request for divorce was submitted to the Kherson Ecclesiastical Consistory. The
consistory raised no objections and ultimately granted the woman permission to remarry — without
requiring a divorce under Jewish law. However, the rabbinate refused to support this decision, as the
husband, according to Jewish law, was still considered legally married and thus prohibited from
entering into a new marriage. In response, the acting city rabbi submitted a petition to the Holy Synod,
requesting that the decision of the Kherson Consistory be annulled (Evreiskiy razvod, 1903).

The shortcomings of existing legislation were also criticized by columnists in other regional
newspapers. In July 1904, a commentator for the newspaper “luzhnyi Kray” expressed indignation
over the law that permitted remarriage for individuals divorced on the grounds of adultery: “If marriage
is to be regarded as the observance of a sacrament in its sacred purity, then how can one explain that
a marriage, defiled twice by both parties, must remain indissoluble? This is utterly incomprehensible —
especially after the law of May 28 granted both divorced spouses the right to enter into a new, legally
sanctioned and church-blessed marriage. According to the current law, the situation is as follows: if |
was unfaithful to my wife, but she remained faithful, | am allowed to remarry after divorce. However, if |
was unfaithful and she also was unfaithful, divorce is no longer permitted, and | cannot remarry. In
other words, | am deprived of the right to a new marriage and severely punished — not for my own
fault, which in both cases is the same — but for the fault of my wife” (Obozrenie gazet, 1904).

The divorce procedure was often lengthy and burdensome. As a result, some spouses, tired of
waiting for legal separation, chose to live as they pleased. In 1908, a columnist for the newspaper
“Rada” criticized the bureaucratic nature of the process: “It was once reported in newspapers — even
official ones — that divorce procedures had been simplified. But clearly, this does not apply to ordinary
people. In the Tarnogréd parish of Bitgoraj County, for instance, several townspeople submitted
divorce petitions to the Holy Synod four years ago. The priest has reminded the Synod about these
cases more than twenty times, but to no avail. Now, tired of waiting for divorce, the individuals involved
informed the priest that they would simply live together without formal marriage. And such behavior is
still considered highly unusual in our society” (Po Ukrayini, 1908). In April 1909, “Rada” reported on a
proposed divorce reform bill, which suggested transferring jurisdiction over divorce cases from the
ecclesiastical authorities to civil courts. The Synod had become overwhelmed by the volume of
paperwork, with a quarter of all divorce petitions left unresolved each year. The Ministry of Justice
proposed that the determination of adultery and incompatibility for marital life should no longer rest
with monastic authorities but with civil judges. Ecclesiastical consistories, however, reacted negatively
to the draft law (Zakonoproekt, 1909).

The urgency and demand for handling divorce cases is reflected in advertisements published in
the pages of regional newspapers such as “Volyn”, printed in Zhytomyr. In an issue from 1908, one
reads: “I specialize in handling all categories of divorce cases in all ecclesiastical consistories. | accept
petitions concerning: enroliment in the nobility, acquisition of Russian citizenship, and issuance of
foreign passports. | draft various business documents related to matters processed by administrative
and judicial institutions, as well as ecclesiastical consistories, including petitions to His Imperial
Majesty. | provide legal advice in cases of inheritance, adoption, and legitimation of children. Address:
Zhytomyr, Moskovska Street, No. 16. Collegiate Secretary Vsevolod Oleksandrovych Kacharovsky.
Office hours: 9-11 a.m. and 4-7 p.m.” (Brakorazvodnye dela, 1908). A similar advertisement
appeared in 1909: “All categories of divorce cases in all consistories are handled by Private Attorney
of the Zhytomyr District, Kostiantyn Hryhorovych Sydorov. Zhytomyr, Mykolaivska Street, No. 4”
(Brakorazvodnye dela, 1909). Such services were not limited to the Zhytomyr region. As early as
1904, the newspaper “Kievlianin® featured comparable notices: “I handle divorce cases in all
consistories. Kyiv, Annenkovska (Lutheranska) Street, No. 6, Apt. 30. Lomakin. Available from 4 to 7
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p.m.” (Brakorazvodnye dela, 1904). These advertisements highlight the existence of a semi-
professional legal service infrastructure that had emerged in response to the complexity and slow pace
of ecclesiastical divorce proceedings in the Russian Empire.

Given the considerable legal difficulties associated with obtaining a divorce, people often
resorted to alternative, informal means of resolving marital conflict. In rural areas during the second
half of the 19th and early 20th centuries, so-called “self-initiated divorces” became increasingly
common. In such cases, following a serious quarrel, a husband and wife would decide to separate and
live apart without any legal proceedings. Attitudes toward divorce in the countryside were generally
negative. Although a second marriage was not officially condemned, it was often viewed with
superstitious apprehension — villagers believed it would be short-lived and unhappy. A third marriage,
however, was widely regarded as unacceptable and sinful. In the peasant worldview, a second
marriage was deemed necessary primarily in cases where a widower had small children and there
was no woman in the household to care for them. In such situations, a widow was considered the most
suitable candidate for remarriage (Bezgin, 2020, p. 25, 29).

One way to remarry without obtaining a legal divorce was through the unlawful act of entering
into a second marriage — committing bigamy. However, if such a case was uncovered, the
consequences for the man were severe. For instance, in February 1898, the newspaper “Kievlianin”
reported the case of 31-year-old Kostiantyn Chervinsky, which was examined behind closed doors by
the Kyiv Court of Justice with the participation of local estate representatives. The sentence for
bigamy: exile to Siberia (Dvoezhenstvo, 1898). Similarly, in April 1904, the same court convicted the
accountant N. A. Sobinevsky of bigamy. His sentence included deprivation of all civil rights and noble
status, ecclesiastical penance, and imprisonment for 2 years and 9 months (Dvoezhenets, 1904). Over
time, however, punishments for bigamy became more lenient. In 1910, the Kyiv Court of Justice
sentenced the peasant Samson Rymarchuk to the loss of civil rights and three years’ imprisonment.
Yet the court resolved to petition the Minister of Justice to request clemency from the Emperor and to
substitute the sentence with three months of imprisonment without loss of rights (Dvoezhenstvo,
1910). A particularly interesting case concerns “the soldier's wife Stefaniida Hryhorivha Matviichuk”,
who was charged with bigamy in 1877. Having received official notification of her first husband’s — Ivan
Matviichuk’s — death, she remarried. The Volhynian Chamber of Criminal and Civil Court declared the
second marriage lawful (DAZhO, f. 19, inv. 8, c. 332, p. 1-6). Less fortunate was the peasant woman
Kapitolina Horvatovska, who, wishing to marry the Zhytomyr nobleman Vasyl Poliaskovsky, forged a
death certificate for her still-living husband and declared herself a widow. In 1866, the Volhynian
Chamber of Criminal Court sentenced Horvatovska to eight months in prison, and Poliaskovsky to four
months (DAZhO, f. 18, inv. 2, c. 772, p. 50 verso —51). Information about “dvomuzhnytsi” (bigamist-
women) — women who sought to remarry while their first husbands were still alive — also appeared in
contemporary press (Dvumuzhnitsa, 1911).

In order to prevent cases of bigamy among Jews, a Rabbinical Commission was established in
1910 under the Ministry of Internal Affairs. The commission mandated that rabbis were to require
grooms to present specific documentation prior to marriage: a birth (metric) certificate and proof of
registration with the local military conscription office. If the groom was from another city, a written
permit from the rabbi of his place of residence was also required. Furthermore, rabbis were now
obligated to affix their official signature to the passports of both the bride and groom (Dvoezhenstvo
sredi evreev, 1910).

From time to time, the pre-Soviet press reported cases of wives being “sold”. On 13 June 1907,
the newspaper “Kievlianin” related that the peasant Mykhailo Mazepa (village of Vilshany, Kharkiv
district), “a revolutionary hanger-on and a liberal who, during the days of revolutionary frenzy, spoke in
favor of women'’s equality”, had recently sold his wife to the peasant Mykola Khrystoiev for 50 rubles.
Mazepa quickly drank away the 3 rubles he had received as a deposit and never handed over his wife.
The unlucky buyer was left to show the receipt to his fellow villagers and ask what he ought to do. The
document read: “I, the undersigned, Mykhailo Andrianovych Mazepa, a peasant of the village of
Vilshany, have sold my wife to the peasant Mykola Pavlovych Khrystoiev for the price of 50 rubles. |
have taken a deposit of 3 rubles; the remaining money [is to be paid] upon receipt of the goods — my
wife. [Signed] M. A. Mazepa” (Prodazha zheny, 1907).

A similar report appeared in the newspaper “Kievlianin” on 19 August 1909. Two peasants from
the Simferopol district K. Oliinyk and |. Tymchenko, in the presence of witnesses, requested the local
clerk to draw up a deed documenting the sale by the former of his wife, Kharytyna Oliinyk, to the latter
“in eternal and irrevocable possession” for the sum of 3 rubles. They invited the local policeman and,
under his supervision, delivered the “sold” wife to Tymchenko’s home, along with her dowry, which
included a trunk, bedding, and other belongings (Prodazha zheny, 1909).

Conclusions. Divorce in Ukraine under Russian rule in the 19th — early 20th centuries was a
rare phenomenon, the reasons for which were not only Christian morality, which sharply condemned
the act of divorce, but also bureaucratic aspects, strict requirements of legislation, both secular and
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church. However, at the beginning of the 20th century, against the background of the processes of
emancipation and modernization, the proportion of divorces increases, and adultery becomes the main
reason for divorce among Orthodox Christians.

The power to conduct divorce belonged to the highest church authorities (for Orthodox
Christians, to the Holy Synod), and only at the beginning of the 20th century was secular legislation
allowed to regulate the act of divorce to a greater extent than before. Nevertheless, the discussion on
the transfer of divorce cases to secular authorities, as well as on the liberalization of the divorce
process, remained a discussion in the columns of the periodical press of that time until 1917, one of
the reasons for which was the church's unwillingness to give up its power. When it was impossible to
officially dissolve a marriage, it was necessary to resort to such actions as separation of spouses and
bigamy.
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Abstract.

Based on published materials and newly discovered personal documents, the life path of Averkii
Matviiovych Honcharenko (1890-1980) is presented — the commander of the Ukrainian troops in the
Battle of Kruty on January 29, 1918. His involvement in the creation of the Ukrainian National Army is
highlighted, along with his efforts to popularize the heroism of the Kruty Heroes in European and
American countries. His contributions to preserving the national memory of the liberation movement in
Ukraine are also emphasized. The goal of the article is to present the life path, military, and public
activities of Averkii Honcharenko through the lens of historiography, journalism, and his epistolary
legacy. The research methodology is based on the principles of objectivity, historicism, and a
systematic approach to presenting the issue. The study employs methods of analysis and synthesis,
generalization, as well as historical-genetic, comparative-historical, and biographical methods. The
scientific novelty of the study lies in the fact that newly discovered personal documents (letters,
congratulatory and creative writings, photographs) provide additional insights into AverKii
Honcharenko’s life path, political views, public activity, and relationships with Ukrainian émigreés.
Previously known primarily in connection with the Battle of Kruty, he now emerges as a consistent
fighter for a free and independent Ukraine. The reviewed publications, discovered documents, and
materials allow us to conclude that Averkii Honcharenko maintained a consistent political stance,
demonstrated tireless work in emigration, and remained devoted to the idea of national liberation for
the Ukrainian people. Together with friends and like-minded companions, he worked relentlessly to
ensure that the memory of Kruty and the cause for which Ukrainians fought heroically would never
fade and would continue to inspire new generations to strive for victory.

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Abstract.

The purpose of the article is to highlight the role of J. Stalin in the development and
implementation of the national policy of the Bolsheviks in the Ukrainian SSR in the 1920s - early
1930s. The research methodology is based on the principles of historicism scientific, objectivity and
systematicity. When solving the tasks set, the following research methods were used: historiographical
analysis, logical, problem-chronological, descriptive methods. The scientific novelty of the study lies
in the fact that the author made an attempt to analyze a number of aspects of the national policy of the
Bolsheviks in the Ukrainian SSR in the 1920s - early 1930s, which remain insufficiently studied or
require new rethinking. The work characterizes the main stages of the formation of the Bolshevik
national policy in the Ukrainian SSR, determines the role of Stalin in its implementation, analyzes the
mutual influence of the policy of "Ukrainization" with the struggle for power in the Kremlin.
Conclusions. The implementation of the Bolshevik national policy in the Ukrainian SSR in the 1920s
and early 1930s had ambivalent consequences. On the one hand, the proclamation of a course of
"Ukrainization" as a tool for strengthening the Bolshevik regime in Ukraine and neutralizing the
liberation aspirations of the Ukrainian people; on the other hand, the forcing of the processes of
cohesion of national forces that sought state self-determination. A tendency towards democratization
was noted national relations, the revival of national traditions, and at the same time the tendency
towards centralization is increasing, the creation of a rigid one-party regime is being established, the
foundations of a totalitarian system are being laid, which will cover all spheres of society. The reform
of the educational system has begun in the direction of the formation of a national school, publishing
has developed, primarily the publishing of literature in the Ukrainian language, and at the same time
censorship is being introduced, private printing houses are being closed. The number of national
personnel in party, Soviet and economic institutions has increased, noticeable successes have been
achieved in translating paperwork into Ukrainian. And at the same time, the ideological influence of the
Bolshevik party on Ukrainian society is growing. In contrast to the active involvement of old specialists
in state-building processes, the creation of new cadres of the intelligentsia, the first political processes
are being organized. Dozens of different literary and artistic groups and movements emerge, Ukrainian
culture receives real state support for the first time, and at the same time, a campaign to accuse the
best Ukrainian artists of “bourgeois nationalism” gains momentum. In the confrontation between the
healthy forces of Ukrainian society and manifestations of Great Russian chauvinism, the Kremlin
authorities take the side of the revival of imperial policy towards the national outskirts. The movement
for the restoration of Ukrainian statehood is declared “Petliurism”, and various forms of persecution are
applied to its supporters: removal from active activity, restrictions on rights, political trials, exile,
executions.

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Abstract.

The purpose of the study is to analyse the main features of the functioning of vocational
schools in the Volyn Voivodeship in the interwar period. The research methodology is based on the
principles of historicism, scientificity, objectivity and systematicity. The study used both general
scientific and special methods: historical and systematic, statistical, analysis, synthesis, and
generalisation. The scientific novelty lies in the comprehensive study and analysis of the work of
vocational schools, the use of statistical information that allows to reveal the regional specifics of the
activities of vocational schools and courses, an attempt to prove how the development of vocational
education depended on the socio-economic conditions of the region. Conclusions. The organisation
and functioning of vocational education in the Volyn Voivodeship can be observed to have a number of
peculiarities that were determined by the historical past of the region. The most popular in Volyn were
agricultural, commercial, and craft institutions, vocational supplementary schools and courses of
professional improvement. The interwar period saw an increase in women's vocational schools, which
was due to various public organisations. However, there were many problems: a lack of school
premises, a perception that gymnasium education was more prestigious, and the difficult socio-
economic situation in the region.

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Statement of the problem. As a result of the events of the First World War and the Polish-
Ukrainian conflict of 1918-1919, Volyn was ceded to the revived Second Polish Republic. Established
in 1921, the Volyn Voivodeship was an economically backward region, dominated by traditional forms
of agriculture preserved from the Russian tsarist era and with a low level of industrial production.
Therefore, the establishment of a vocational education system was intended to help boost the
country's economic development. The network of vocational schools in Volyn included different types
of educational institutions of different levels and specialisations, which gave young people the
opportunity to choose their future profession.

In general, the main problems of the article are to study the dynamics of the development of the
number of vocational schools, to trace the phenomenon of increase or decrease of the student
contingent, and to characterise women's vocational education. In view of this, we consider it
appropriate to study the development of vocational education in the Volyn Voivodeship, which is
viewed through the prism of the socio-economic situation of the region.

Analysis of sources and recent research. The problems of the development of vocational
schooling in the Volyn Voivodeship have been included in the scientific interests of such researchers
as O. Volontyr (Volontyr, 2017), V. Marchuk (Marchuk, 2022), Y. Kramar (Kramar, 2016). An analysis
of the general trends in the development of schooling in the western Ukrainian lands during the study
period is demonstrated in the study by A. Nahirniak (Nahirniak, 2018). The issues of unification of the
education system in Poland after gaining independence in 1918 are characterised in the article by E.
Czepczynska (Czepczynska, 2016). The peculiarities of the socio-economic situation in the region are
highlighted in the works of I. Zuliak and Y. Makar (Zuliak, Makar 2023), and E. Khraplyvyi (Khraplyvyi,
1997). The characteristic features of the functioning of women's professional institutions are revealed
in the study by V. Dobrochynska (Dobrochynska, 2021). On the impact of the War on schooling in
Galicia and the tasks of teaching in the conditions of post-war covered in the article M. Haliv,
V. linytskyi, J. Matkowski (Haliv, lInytskyi, Matkowski, 2025). However, more detailed scientific
coverage is needed on the activities of vocational schools through the prism of their educational work
and the dependence of vocational education on the economic potential of the region.

The purpose of the article. The purpose of the article is to analyse the main features of the
functioning of professional educational institutions in the Volyn Voivodeship in the interwar period.

The results of the research. The study of the organisational foundations of vocational
schooling plays an important role in highlighting the educational situation in the Volyn Voivodeship.
Unlike primary schools, gymnasiums, and lyceums, vocational schools lagged far behind in their
development. Among the most significant reasons for this, researchers name the region's poor
economic situation, the failure of the Russian tsarist government to take into account the needs of
vocational education in the early twentieth century, and the lack of a clearly developed legislative
framework.

It should be noted that the development of vocational education directly depended on the
existing socio-economic conditions. Therefore, we consider it appropriate to describe, first of all, the
general features of the economic situation of the Volyn Voivodeship.

The territory of Volhynia suffered from the military events of the First World War, as well as from
the Polish-Ukrainian armed conflict of 1920 (Marchuk, 2022, p. 24). After the signing of the Riga
Peace Treaty in 1921, the reconstruction processes primarily affected the economy. The government
of the Second Polish Republic tried to accelerate the industrial and agricultural development of the
newly annexed ‘eastern kresy’, but this proved to be a difficult task due to their economic
backwardness from the western and central regions (Zuliak, Makar, 2023, p. 99). In addition, the
economy of interwar Volhynia was dominated by agriculture. According to the 1931 census, out of 100
people in the Volyn Voivodeship, 12 lived in cities and 88 in villages (Khraplyvyi, 1997, p. 12). In terms
of occupation, the largest employment in the region was in agriculture, forestry, gardening, and fishing
— 88.6% of the total population, while the number of workers in industry was only 3.9%, and in trade —
only 3.0%. Analysing the state of agriculture in the western Ukrainian lands, E. Khraplyvyi argues that
‘our land is a farming, agrarian country’. The researcher considers the underdeveloped industry and
trade to be ‘a great obstacle to the fact that the excess of peasant hands that our village has could
move to other sectors of the national economy and find useful and expedient occupation’ (Khraplyvyi,
1997, p. 13).

It is worth noting that the revived Polish state in its economic policy did not pay much attention
to the development of the industrial potential of the Western Ukrainian lands. This was due to the
division of the territory of the Second Polish Republic into Poland A (Central and Western) and Poland
B (Eastern, which included Western Ukrainian and Western Belarusian lands). The so-called ‘eastern
kresy’ were supposed to become a raw material appendage of the Polish state — a source of
agricultural products and a market for industrial goods from the central and western regions
(Tereshchenko, 2012, p. 107).
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Increasing the pace of industrial production, trade, revival of infrastructure and agriculture were
considered key tasks in the implementation of economic reforms in the revived Poland (Volontyr,
2017, p. 9). According to A. Nahirniak, ‘vocational education was supposed to contribute to the
economic rise of Polish elements... and to the acquisition of economic superiority’ (Nahirniak, 2018, p.
96). Staffing undoubtedly played an important role in the rise of the country's socio-economic
development, so the Polish government has been promoting vocational education.

There was concern in the Polish educational environment about the low level of motivation
among young people to enter vocational schools. A much larger influx of applicants was observed in
gymnasiums, lyceums or teacher's seminaries, which was explained by the relatively higher prestige
of gymnasium secondary education. Therefore, it was even proposed to reduce the number of
gymnasiums and increase the number of vocational schools. Another drawback of vocational
education was the disproportionate distribution of the school network, namely, there were too many
schools in the central and northwestern regions of Poland, while in the ‘eastern kresy’ their number
was insignificant not only in terms of quantity but also in terms of quality (Krzowski, 1931, p. 14).

According to the Polish authorities, the Volyn Voivodeship was characterised by a large human
potential and wide opportunities for vocational education. However, the region needed to increase the
number of professionals with economic or technical education obtained in Polish universities: Warsaw,
Krakow, Lublin, etc. (Wotyn : tygodnik spoteczny, polityczny i gospodarczy, p. 5).

The task of vocational schooling was to provide training for specialists in the most developed
industries, agriculture, construction, mining and forestry, trade, service sector, etc. In this regard, the
system of vocational education included industrial, craft, commercial, agricultural, communication,
professional and complementary institutions and home economics schools (Pahuta, 2019, p. 15].

In the early 1920s, a small number of vocational training schools operated in the Volyn
Voivodeship. From the general list of professional institutions for 1924, we learn about the activities of
the state school of surveyors and road technicians in Kovel, located at 17 Korolewa Bona Street. It is
known that the school, founded in 1921, trained road builders and geodesy specialists. Thanks to the
efforts of the state, 4 classes were opened in each of the two departments: land surveying and road
construction. The teaching staff of the school was represented by the director Adam Godowski
(engineer, teacher of geodesy), and among the teachers of special subjects we can name Michat
Dietrich, Stanistaw Kaminski, Leopold Skulski, Mieczystaw Sawicki, Juliusz Bielsze, Marcel Gizynski,
Zygmund Kucharski, Sergiusz Neapolitanski, Stanistawa Malinowska and others. In addition to general
education subjects, specialised disciplines were taught, such as construction, electrical engineering,
drawing, and geodesy (Spis nauszycieli szkdt wyzszych, $rednich, zawosowych, seminarjow
nauczycielskich oraz wykaz zaktadéw naukowych i wtadz szkolnych, p. 412).

Among the agrotechnical schools, we cannot ignore the state secondary agricultural school in
Bila Krynytsia, which was part of the Kremenets Lyceum complex of educational institutions. It was
founded in 1921 as a vocational school on the site of a former Russian elementary school, from which
it inherited the Bilokrynytsia estate (5238 hectares), which belonged in turn to the Zbarazh,
Vyshnevetskyi, Radziwill, and Chosnovskyi families. The agricultural school was famous for its
professional teaching staff: the director was Henryk Tartowski, the teacher of hydrometry and
hydrology was Sergiusz Bialoszycki, the teacher of soil science, geology, and zoology was Jan
Zawadski, and the teachers of geodesy, botany, and knowledge of agriculture were Antonii Jahodynski
and Erika Tartowska. The national composition of the Bilokrynytsia Agricultural School was dominated
by Polish students (138 students), while there were only 16 Ukrainians (Kramar, 2016, p. 24).

In the context of the studied aspects of the development of Polish vocational schools in Volyn, a
special place is occupied by the organisation of women's education. At the beginning of the twentieth
century, women's access to education remained extremely limited due to the established stereotypes
about their main employment in the household. According to the researcher V. Dobrochynska, in the
interwar period in Volyn, the unequal position of women in society continued to be observed, with the
male population having much more chances to obtain a vocational education (Dobrochynska, 2021, p.
119). However, it should be noted that Polish NGOs tried to dispel preconceived notions about the role
of women in public life and promote their involvement in the active cultural and educational
environment of the Second Polish Republic.

One of these organisations was the Association of Women's Public Labour, established in 1928,
which had an extensive network throughout Poland. The main mission of the Association was to raise
the educational level of women, thus promoting their civic activity in the spirit of a deep sense of
patriotism towards the Polish state (Piwowarczyk, 2013, p. 264). In the Volyn Voivodeship, the largest
number of the organisation's representatives were active in the Kovel Poviat (320 members). It is
known that in 1936, on the initiative of the Association of Women's Public Labour, a professional
women's tailoring school was opened in Kovel. Before its opening, cutting and sewing courses were
organised here. A subvention for the needs of the newly created institution was provided by the
Curatorial Board of the Volyn School District. The full course of study at the school lasted 3 years. The
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tuition fee was 100 zlotys for 1 year, but 40% of the students enjoyed privileges or were exempted
from paying at all. Poor students were entitled to free meals. In total, there were 170 students in three
classes. The position of director was held by Valeriia Pankova, who was also the head of the Kovel
Association of Women's Public Labour. The school had youth student societies — Brotherly Help and
Khartsertsvo. Every year, the school organised fashion shows, in which future tailors and
seamstresses took an active part.

Statistical data for the 1927/1928 academic year provide information on the activities of 15
vocational schools in the Volyn Voivodeship, including 3 public and 12 private schools. In all 15
schools of the Volyn Voivodeship, 1262 children received vocational education, and there were 1368
residents per vocational school student. The researcher Yu. Kramar notes that ‘by the end of the
interwar twentieth century, the number of vocational schools had increased to 35’ (Kramar, 2016, p.
23).

According to statistics, 75% of the population was engaged in primitive agriculture, which
indicates a crisis in the functioning of vocational schooling in the 1920s. Reports from the Volyn
District Department of the Polish Teachers' Union state that "the organisation of vocational education
does not meet the needs of our society. Many vocational schools are being opened that provide
vocational training that cannot be used in the current state of our economic life" (DARO. F. 184, op. 1,
d. 30, p. 451).

According to the 1932 law, vocational education became a three-stage system: lower,
gymnasium and lyceum. In the functioning of vocational institutions, we can observe their close
connection with primary 1 and 2 grade schools. According to researcher O. Volontyr, vocational
schools of the gymnasium and lyceum level used the curriculum of general education gymnasiums,
which made it impossible for primary school students to enter vocational education institutions
(Volontyr, 2017, p. 11). In view of this, various vocational courses were offered in secondary schools
to prepare students for vocational education institutions. For example, in the 1927/28 academic year,

53 vocational courses were organised in the Volyn Voivodeship (Table 1).

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A separate group of vocational institutions was made up of vocational supplementary schools.
Their main goal was to improve the professional competences of already working young people and to
form ‘conscious citizens of their state’ (Zagadnienie doksztatcania zawodowego, p. 17). In addition,
training in supplementary schools was aimed at mastering theoretical knowledge of the chosen
profession and deepening practical skills acquired by the employed population in paid work
(Czepczynska, 2016, p. 41). This type of school was especially popular in large cities, for example, in
Lutsk there were 12 vocational schools. In the 1930s, the State Vocational Complementary School,
established in 1925 on the initiative of the Polish School Matriculation Board, was active here, and
from 26 August 1934 it became state-owned and funded by the Lutsk Magistrate (DAVO, F. 13, op. 1,

d. 25, p. 68; d. 94, p. 32).
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It should be noted that in 1925-1928, education lasted 4 years, as there were 4 classes, one of
which was preparatory. However, in 1929 the preparatory class was closed and the educational
process lasted for 3 years (DAVO, F. 13, op. 1, d. 94, p. 52). Students of the school could be people
who had graduated from primary seven-year schools, people who had already worked in a particular
speciality, and people who took examinations externally to obtain a professional certificate. The
institution trained specialists in the following specialities: accountant, production of bags and sweets;
dental technician, tinsmith, boiler operator, driver, mechanic, painter, butcher, butcher, miller,
hairdresser, baker, tailor, shoemaker, mechanic, carpenter, joiner, radio technician, salesman,
electrician, photographer, and driver (DAVO, F. 13, op. 1, p. 94, p. 52). According to the information
from the visits conducted in 1935, it is known that students studied in the premises of primary schools
No. 2 and No. 9, with classes starting at 18 hours and taking place every week on Monday, Tuesday,
Wednesday and Thursday. At the beginning of the 1934/1935 academic year, 522 new students were
admitted, but during the year 154 students were expelled from the school for unknown reasons
(DAVO, F. 13, op. 1, d. 45, p. 181).

Conclusions. In the organisation and functioning of vocational education in the Volyn
Voivodeship, we can see a number of features that were determined by the historical past of the
region. The most popular in Volyn were agricultural, commercial, and craft institutions, vocational
supplementary schools, and professional development courses. In the interwar period, there was an
increase in the number of women's vocational schools, which was due to the efforts of various public
organisations. However, there were many problems: a lack of school facilities, the perception that
gymnasium education was more prestigious, and the difficult socio-economic situation in the region.
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Abstract.

The purpose of the article is a comprehensive analysis of the extrajudicial repressions of the
punitive structures of the Soviet regime against the Ukrainian Helsinki Group (UHG) during February
1977 — February 1979. Methodology. The methodological basis of the article was the principles of
historicism, objectivity, comprehensiveness, and continuity. The work used the methods of analysis (to
study various specific repressive methods), synthesis (to write generalizations and conclusions), and
abstraction (the focus was on the repressive actions of the SSC against dissidents, while excluding the
actions of other Soviet authorities, as well as the features of the public activity of human rights
activists). In addition, during the research, problem-chronological and retrospective methods were
used, as well as the method of comparing and contrasting information from various sources (primarily
KGB materials and memoirs of participants in the dissident movement). The scientific novelty is due
to the introduction into scientific circulation of a set of little-known documents from the Sectoral State
Archive of the Security Service of Ukraine (SSA SSU), which allow us to reveal the key methods and
means of using extrajudicial repressions against UHG participants by the State Security Committee
(SSC). The article is the first to carry out a comprehensive analysis of the SSC s secret operational
and preventive measures against Ukrainian human rights defenders during 1977-1979. Conclusions.
In 1977-1979, the SSC of the Ukrainian SSR implemented a large-scale and targeted campaign of
extrajudicial repressions against the participants of the UHG, which combined a wide range of
methods — from operational and preventive measures to intelligence and compromising activities.
Analysis of a diverse source base has shown that the SSC was not limited to judicial instruments of
pressure, and along with them actively used “soft” forms of influence aimed at demoralization, isolation
and division of the dissident environment. Repressive policies included administrative supervision,
searches, surveillance, calls for preventive conversations, provocations, discrediting campaigns, the
spread of disinformation and blackmail. Taken together, they were intended to destroy the group’s
structure and reduce its public activity. The multifaceted and flexible nature of the KGB's actions
deserves special attention, as the measures were carefully adapted to the psychological, social, and
personal characteristics of individual movement participants. The case of Oksana Meshko, as one of
the key figures of the group, demonstrates the particularly harsh nature of extrajudicial repression,
which included systematic surveillance, isolation from like-minded people, agent development, and
psycho-emotional pressure. Despite a powerful wave of repression, the UHG continued its activities,
demonstrating resilience, solidarity, and internal potential for resistance. The SSC s policy towards
the UHG in 1977-1979 became an example of a complex and repressive mechanism for curbing civil
activity under the conditions of the late Soviet totalitarian regime.

Problem statement. In the second half of the 1970s, the Ukrainian Helsinki Group (UHG;
official name — Ukrainian Public Group for Assistance in the Implementation of the Helsinki Accords)
became the most organized and systematic human rights structure in the territory of Soviet Ukraine.
The group was created in November 1976, and its founding members were Ukrainian dissidents
Mykola Rudenko (chairman), Petro Hryhorenko, Levko Lukyanenko, Oksana Meshko, Oles Berdnyk,
Oleksiy Tykhy, Mykola Matusevych, Myroslav Marynovych, Nina Strokata, and Ilvan Kandyba. Its
activities, aimed at recording and publicizing human rights violations in Ukraine in accordance with the
1975 Helsinki Accords, provoked a harsh reaction from Soviet punitive authorities. A special place in
the system of the regime's repressive policy was occupied by extrajudicial methods of struggle, which
were actively used by the State Security Committee (SSC) against the participants of the UHG. These
measures were covert in nature, aimed at avoiding public resonance, moral exhaustion, isolation,
discrediting and destroying horizontal ties within the dissident environment.

The relevance of the topic is due to the need for a deeper understanding of the mechanisms of
the functioning of the Soviet repressive system, especially in its secret, extrajudicial dimension. In
modern conditions, when authoritarian regimes are once again resorting to similar methods of
influencing civil society, studying the experience of Soviet special services becomes particularly
important. An analysis of the SSC's activities against the UHG allows not only to restore historical
justice towards participants in the human rights movement, but also to understand the origins and logic
of modern practices of political persecution, which is important for building a democratic rule of law in
Ukraine.

Analysis of sources and recent research. G. Kasyanov, A. Rushachenko, Y. Danylyuk and
0. Bazhan, and B. Zakharov studied the issues of the Soviet regime’s repressions against the UHG in
the pages of comprehensive works on the history of the Ukrainian dissident movement. In particular,
G. Kasyanov, while studying the punitive actions of the authorities against human rights defenders,
pays special attention to the previous efforts of the party leadership aimed at concealing the
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repressions from the public. The researcher sees a significant increase in the total number of KGB
employees of the Ukrainian SSR in August 1978 as an important prerequisite for increasing pressure
against the UHG (Kasianov, 2019, pp. 196-212). A. Rusnachenko presents the activities of the UHG
in a concise manner in the monograph; the researcher pays more attention to the composition of the
participants and individual program documents of the organization than to the repressions of the
Soviet regime against it (Rusnachenko, 1998, pp. 209-213). Researchers Yu. Danylyuk and
O. Bazhan consider the head of the republican SSC, Vitaliy Fedorchuk, to be the key initiator of the
preemptive strike against the UHG; also, analyzing the judicial repressions, they draw attention to the
extremely harsh sentences handed down to the group's leaders (Danyliuk & Bazhan, 2000, pp. 202—
206). B. Zakharov, drawing attention to the key milestones of the UHG's public activities, describes
primarily the judicial repressions against its participants (Zakharov, 2003, pp. 112-132).

When writing the article, a study by Ja. Seko was used, which was dedicated to the
characteristics of the key stages of the UHG's activities (Seko, 2012). The historian distinguishes the
following stages:

1) November 1976 — February 1977 — the activities of the founding members of the group;

2) February 1977 — February 1979 — the peak of organizational activity in conditions of constant
threat of arrests;

3) February — October 1979 — the joining of political prisoners to the UHG and a change of
emphasis towards the protection of the national rights of the Ukrainian people;

4) November 1979 — March 1981 — the ousting of the group from the public life of the Ukrainian
SSR;

5) April 1981 — July 1988 — the stagnation of the Helsinki movement.

The framework of our study chronologically coincides with the second stage of the UHG's
existence — from the first arrests of its participants in February 1977 to the mass entry of Ukrainian
political prisoners into the group in colonies and the simultaneous intensification of repression by the
authorities in February 1979.

The article by scholar O. Bazhan reveals the role of the UHG in consolidating the opposition
movement in Ukraine in the second half of the 1970s, and demonstrates the attitude of the world
community to the problems of the Ukrainian people and human rights in Ukraine (Bazhan, 1999).
B. Paska's study carefully analyzes the reaction of the Soviet regime and its punitive bodies to the
creation and beginning of the group's activities in late 1976 — early 1977 (Paska, 2024). Biographical
information about all participants of the UHG can be found in the encyclopedic reference book “The
Resistance Movement in Ukraine: 1960—-1990” (Zinkevych, 2012). Various aspects of the confrontation
between the KGB and the Ukrainian national movement in the 1960s and 1970s are revealed in the
articles of Y.Antonyuk and V. Trofymovych (Antoniuk & Trofymovych, 2021), V. Derevinskyi
(Derevinskyi, 2023), B.Paska (Paska, 2022; Paska, 2023), Y. Shapoval (Shapoval, 2023),
V. Trofymovych and L. Trofymovych (Trofymovych & Trofymovych, 2025).

Despite the existence of works devoted to the activities of the UHG, extrajudicial forms of
pressure by the KGB in 1977-1979 have not yet received sufficient attention. Usually, these measures
were mentioned fragmentarily, without a comprehensive analysis of their structure, dynamics,
instruments, and consequences. Therefore, the article aims to highlight extrajudicial repression as a
component of the state policy of combating dissent, in particular through the analysis of specific cases
of pressure on leaders and active participants of the Ukrainian Helsinki Group.

The basis of the source database was previously classified materials from the Sectoral State
Archive of the Security Service of Ukraine (SSA SSU) — reports and information messages from the
leadership of the KGB of the Ukrainian SSR to the top party leadership and the Kremlin center
regarding the organization of punitive measures against Ukrainian dissidents. The UHG program
documents and materials, collected in the 4-volume publication “Ukrainian Public Group for the
Promotion of the Implementation of the Helsinki Accords: Documents and Materials,” which was
published in 2001 (Zakharov, 2001a; Zakharov, 2001b), were actively used. The work and memories
of the group’s members — O. Meshko (Meshko, 1996), P. Hryhorenko (Obertas, 2008), and
V. Ovsienko (Ovsiienko, 2023) — were also useful.

The purpose of the article is a comprehensive analysis of extrajudicial repressions by the
punitive structures of the Soviet regime against the UHG during February 1977 — February 1979.

The Results of the Research. The key tasks of the KGB in the second half of the 1970s in the
context of the fight against the Ukrainian national movement were the following:

1) Ideological re-education of its participants who showed hesitation or took a wait-and-see
attitude;

2) Consistent compromising before the Soviet public, other dissidents and the diaspora of those
who stood firm in their positions;

3) Cessation of public activity of dissidents who did not respond to “prevention” due to isolation
from society (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1064, p. 92).
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During the implementation of the first two tasks, the key ones were the extrajudicial operational
and preventive measures carried out by SSC officers. During the first two years of the UHG's
existence, the general strategy of the Soviet regime’s punitive bodies consisted of a combination of
targeted detentions and subsequent judicial reprisals against its most active participants with a whole
range of preventive and educational measures against other participants in the movement
(HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1064, p. 91).

In February 1977, the leader of the UHG M. Rudenko and the group member O. Tykhy were
imprisoned (in June-July 1977, they received 7 years of imprisonment and 5 years of exile, and
10 years of imprisonment and 5 years of exile, respectively). In April of the same year, M. Matusevych
and M. Marynovych were arrested (in March 1978, both were sentenced to 7 years of imprisonment
and 5years of exile), and in December, L. Lukyanenko (in July 1978, he received 10 years of
imprisonment and 5 years of exile) (Ovsiienko, 2023, 222-224). In this situation, the real leaders of the
group were O. Berdnyk and O. Meshko, who during 1977-1978 initiated the involvement of other
dissidents into its composition — Petro Vins, Olha Heiko-Matusevych, Vitaliy Kalynychenko, Vasyl
Striltsiv, Vasyl Sichko, Petro Sichko, Yuriy Lytvyn, Volodymyr Malynkovych, Mykhailo Melnyk, Vasyl
Ovsienko (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1074, p. 74; Zakharov, 2001a, p. 29). The participants of the UHG
demonstrated a significant level of public activity: the creation of human rights memorandums and
newsletters was intensified, and many appeals were issued to the authorities and international
structures regarding the violation of general democratic and national rights on the territory of the
Ukrainian SSR. In particular, during January—April 1977, ten memorandums were issued regarding the
persecution of dissidents in Ukraine. In October of the same year, O. Berdnyk, P. Hryhorenko,
O. Meshko, I. Kandyba, L. Lukyanenko, and N. Strokata appealed to the Council of Ministers of the
Ukrainian SSR with a request to “grant the Group official status.” In the first half of 1978, the members
of the Group published “Information Bulletins” No. 1 and No. 2, which collected information about
repressions against participants in the Ukrainian dissident movement and various cases of human
rights violations, and in November of the same year — “Information Bulletin No. 4.” Also in the summer
of 1978, the Group's program document entitled “Our Tasks” appeared (Zakharov, 2001a, pp. 28-29;
Kasianov, 2019, pp. 203—-206).

In connection with the significant increase in the activity of the UHG in 1977 and the
simultaneous relatively successful measures of the KGB against representatives of the so-called post-
sixties environment (leaders — Yuriy Badzio, Borys Antonenko-Davydovych, Mykhailyna Kotsiubynska,
Mykhailo Horyn, etc.), the leadership of the special service decided to terminate the case of the group
operational development “Block”, which was opened against participants of the Ukrainian national
movement back in 1971. In October 1977, the head of the KGB of the Ukrainian SSR, Vitaliy
Fedorchuk, reported to Moscow about plans to open a new group case against the participants of the
UHG, O. Meshko, O. Berdnyk, L. Lukyanenko, I. Kandyba, as well as “their accomplices” — post-sixties
members B. Antonenko-Davydovych, M. Kotsyubynska, M. Horyn, Atena Pashko, Nadia Svitlychna,
Pavlo Stokotelny (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1064, pp. 109-110). In the end, in June 1978, the “Block” case
was closed, but instead the leadership of the SSC of the Ukrainian SSR opened a new operational
development case under the same conditional hame. Its subjects were 23 individuals, among whom
one can indeed find the names of both participants in the Helsinki movement and active post-sixties
activists. The list of individuals who were in the SSC's sights as part of the new “Block” case in 1978
and early 1979 included Borys Antonenko-Davydovych, Mykhailyna Kotsiubynska, Oksana Meshko,
Oles Berdnik, Yuriy Badzio, Nadiya Svitlychna, Leonida Svitlychna, Mykola Horbal, K. Semenyuk
(Kyiv), Mykhailo Horyn, Ivan Kandyba, Lyubomyra Popadiuk, Atena Pashko, Olena Antoniv (Lviv),
Vitaliy Kalynychenko, Ivan Sokulsky (Dnipropetrovsk), Vasyl Striltsiv, Raisa Moroz (lvano-Frankivsk),
Vasyl Ovsienko, V. Yakivchyk (Zhytomyr), Mykhailo Masyutko, Oles Nazarenko (Kherson), Hanna
Mykhailenko (Odesa) (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1074, p. 69).

In the view of the leadership of the KGB of the Ukrainian SSR, the objects of the renewed
“Block” case were two interconnected subgroups: the leaders of the first were considered to be
B. Antonenko-Davydovych and M. Kotsiubynska, who were not formally members of the UHG, but
supported its activities; the leaders of the second were O. Meshko, L. Lukyanenko, and O. Berdnyk,
the actual leaders of the UHG. The human rights organization was considered “a front for uniting
nationalist and other anti-Soviet elements and intensifying their hostile activities.” Nevertheless, due to
the rather close ties between the two subgroups, they were actually treated by the KGB as a “single
nationalist grouping.” (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1074, p. 93).

In addition to detentions, searches, and judicial reprisals, SSC officers used a whole arsenal of
extrajudicial methods against the Ukrainian Helsinki Movement. These were the following methods:

- Use of administrative supervision over former political prisoners;

- Preventive conversations and announcement of official warnings;

- Surveillance, “deterrent influence” through agents, operational sources, and trusted persons of
the special services;
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- Compromising both the idea of the UHG itself and its specific participants;

- Expulsion of dissidents abroad.

As a rule, the SSC in certain combinations applied operational-preventive measures,
comprehensively, taking into account the specifics of the personality of each individual participant in
the movement.

Many members of the UHG and individuals involved in the group’s activities were under
administrative supervision in the second half of the 1970s. These were primarily former political
prisoners who had recently returned from prison. Since the dissidents, in the opinion of the colony
administration, “did not embark on the path of correction,” after their release, they were placed under
administrative supervision for six months with the possibility of further extension. The relevant
participants in the resistance movement were effectively placed under house arrest — they were
forbidden to leave their homes at night, travel outside the district, or visit public places; they were
required to report to the local police station once a month for a check-up (Zakharov, 2001b, p. 34).
Such measures severely restricted the mobility of Ukrainian human rights defenders and hindered
effective communication between them. In 1977-1979, L. Lukyanenko, |. Kandyba, N. Strokata,
V. Ovsienko, V. Kalynychenko, and others were under administrative  supervision
(Zakharov, 2001b, pp. 34, 41, 59, 73-74, 89).

One of the most common extrajudicial measures in the arsenal of KGB officers in confronting
UHG participants was establishing personal contact with dissidents and conducting preventive
conversations. During conversations with dissidents, the KGB officers often used open blackmail to
separate them from the resistance movement. The most active and uncompromising dissidents were
given an official warning during such conversations in accordance with the Decree of the Presidium of
the Supreme Soviet of the USSR of December 25, 1972. According to this decree, SSC officers had
the right to warn citizens officially that their actions bordered on state crimes.

Already in 1977, the KGB established personal contact with a member of the UHG |. Kandyba,
and the so-called operational sources of the KGB were actively used to “re-educate” him
(HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1061, pp. 283-284). On September 23, 1977, the dissident was detained in Lviv
and taken to the regional prosecutor’s office. The head of the Lviv SSC Department, General Mykola
Poluden, and the deputy regional prosecutor, Rudenko, conducted the interview with him personally.
They suggested that I. Kandyba publicly renounce his views through the press and radio broadcasts
and condemn dissident activity, resorting to blackmail methods. After the human rights activist refused
to take such a step, he was extended administrative supervision for a period of six months
(Zakharov, 2001b, p. 88). A number of preventive conversations in November and December 1977
were held with Nadia Svitlychna. After returning from prison, she renewed contacts with the dissident
environment and after the creation of the UHG, established close ties with its participants, and
participated in the preparation of some memoranda issued by the group. During conversations with
operatives, the dissident openly expressed her dissatisfaction with Soviet reality and sought to leave
the USSR. As a result, in December 1977, she was officially warned
(HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1068, p. 290). In May 1978, during a conversation with V. Striltsiv, a member of
the UHG from Ivano-Frankivsk region, SSC Colonel Cherkasov, in an attempt to persuade the
dissident to leave the human rights organization, promised to help him find a job at the school where
he had previously taught. However, no results were achieved in this way. In October 1978, the KGB
district administration in Dolyna, Ivano-Frankivsk region, summoned human rights movement
members V. Striltsiv, Petro, Vasyl, and Stefania Sichko for the purpose of intimidation. They were
warned, “If anything happens in the district on the first anniversary of the new Constitution of the
USSR, they will be immediately arrested.” (Zakharov, 2001b, p. 205).

In order to monitor the participants of the Helsinki movement, KGB officers successfully used an
agent network, a circle of trusted persons, as well as operational and technical means (OTM). On the
initiative of the secret service leadership, in 1977-1979, measures were taken to strengthen the agent
positions among the UHG participants. Experienced agents “Troyanda,” “Severyna,” “Yaroslavna,”
“Verbena,” etc. were introduced into the circle of the organization’s leaders, which, together with the
use of OTM and the external surveillance service, allowed for timely receipt of information about plans
and practical actions regarding the production of samizdat and its transmission abroad. Accordingly,
measures were taken to prevent and stop such actions by dissidents. Because of various intelligence-
operational combinations, as well as during searches of O. Meshko and her close acquaintances
alone, several hundred items of samizdat documents were seized during their preparation or attempts
to transfer them to the West (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1074, p. 74). When L. Lukyanenko and O. Meshko
tried to expand the number of UHG members in 1977 after the first imprisonments of its members,
offers to join the group were addressed not only to Lviv dissident S. Hulyk, but also to SSC agents
“Vartan” and “Lada,” who apparently enjoyed trust among human rights activists. Through the agent
“Lada,” O. Meshko tried to deliver the letter to Moscow dissidents and abroad. With L. Lukyanenko
before his arrest in December 1977, the agents “Trofymchuk,” “Buh” and “Yasinsky” worked, who tried
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to convince him to stop public activity in order to avoid further repressions
(HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1064, p. 101).

In the spring and summer of 1977, in order to reduce the public activity of the wife of the
arrested M. Matusevych, a member of the UHG, O. Heiko-Matusevych, she was influenced through a
KGB operative who maintained personal contact with her under the guise of a police officer. At the
same time, “educational work” was carried out with the dissident with the participation of the
administration of the “Soviet School” publishing house, where she worked, as well as through an
operational source who enjoyed her trust and respect (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1061, p. 284). In 1977-
1978, KGB officers exerted a “restraining influence” on N. Svitlychna. Operational sources of the
special service tried to shift her attention from public activism and the Helsinki movement to everyday
issues, drawing attention to the need for the dissident to take greater care of her health and raising her
children (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1068, p. 291).

The special service also tried to exert influence through agents and operatives on O. Berdnyk
and V. Kalynychenko. In the case of O. Berdnyk, it was somewhat possible to limit his activity and
contacts with O. Meshko during 1978; the dissident told the SSC agent “Topol” “the situation forced
him to change the tactics of hostile activity.” In addition to SSC agents and trusted persons, relatives
and the public at place of work and residence were involved in the “re-education” of V. Kalynychenko.
He was repeatedly summoned for preventive talks to the KGB bodies, the prosecutor’s office and the
police, but the human rights activist did not change his behavior and did not refuse contacts with like-
minded people (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1074, pp. 77-78).

The KGB leadership invested a lot of effort and resources in compromising both the very idea of
creating a single human rights organization in the form of the UHG, and its active participants. In order
to split the group’s participants, introduce contradictions and mutual hostility into their environment
through agents and other operational capabilities, individual dissidents were given the idea of the
futility and inexpediency of continuing dissident activity under the cover of the UHG as a form of
struggle, which did not justify itself (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1071, pp. 35-36;
HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1074, p. 75). When in 1977, the Kyiv journalist and resistance movement
member Oles Shevchenko intended to join the group's activities, information about his alleged
cooperation with the special services was disseminated through the KGB's operational channels,
which served as a pretext for his partial isolation among dissidents
(HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1064, p. 102). In 1977, former political prisoner Vasyl Ovsienko, who was close
to the UHG, was tried to be compromised as an immoral person among his fellow villagers and was
surrounded by informers. People who tried to maintain contact with V. Ovsienko were summoned to
the police for interviews, and rumors were purposefully spread in the village with the aim of maximum
isolation of the dissident and psychological pressure on him (Zakharov, 2001b, pp. 35-36). In 1977,
the de facto leader of the UHG, O. Berdnyk, was compromised through the media — on August 12 of
that year, the feuilleton “Relic Messiah” directed against him, filed by the KGB, was published in the
newspaper “Literary Ukraine,” and 3 more articles about the dissident’s “antisocial behavior” were
published in other republican publications. The operatives studied the possibility of sending
O. Berdnyk to a psychiatric hospital in order to discredit him (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1064, pp. 224-226).

A special operation was organized to discredit O. Heiko-Matusevych. In order to create the
appearance of the dissident’s cooperation with the SSC, an operative maintained contact with her, in
whose presence she received from V. Ovsienko samizdat materials prepared for transfer abroad. After
their official seizure, these documents were used in preventive work with V. Ovsienko and during the
announcement of an official warning to him in September 1977 with the participation of the
aforementioned KGB operative. The dissident immediately informed O. Meshko and other participants
in the human rights movement about this, after which O. Heiko-Matuseyich was expelled from the
UHG. Along with this, information about the alleged “immoral behavior’ of O. Heiko-Matusevich was
also brought to the political prisoners M. Matusevych, M. Rudenko and other dissidents, which led to a
decrease in her public activity (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1074, p. 79).

In order to compromise O. Meshko, as the most active member of the group, in the dissident
environment through the agency SSC spread the opinion that the dissident is not capable of realistic
assessment of the situation, “is ready for the sake of her own popularity in the West to carry out any
adventures and push like-minded people on them, regardless of the consequences and the
undermining of the “movement”.” SSC agents told dissidents that O. Meshko was deliberately pushing
like-minded people to take unjustified steps and make sacrifices for the sake of personal interests; in
particular, he was striving to receive the Nobel Prize, which allegedly harmed the resistance
movement. In this regard, regular preventive conversations were held with people from O. Meshko's
entourage, and in some cases she and her acquaintances were demonstratively observed, which
significantly limited the activity of dissidents and contributed to the internal isolation of the UHG
member. In addition, the SSC used O. Meshko's suspicion, her unfounded accusations of a number of
her like-minded people (M. Matusevych, O. Heiko-Matusevych, R. Rudenko, O. Shevchenko) in
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cooperation with the Soviet special services and increasingly spread the idea of her as a “crazy and
quarrelsome woman, contacts with whom are detrimental in all respects.” As a result, a number of
participants in the dissident movement — B. Antonenko-Davydovych, M. Kotsiubynska, L. Svitlychna,
M. Horyn and others — began to lose interest in the UHG during 1978 and cut off ties with O. Meshko.
The latter was kicked out of the apartments of L. Svitlychna and B. Antonenko-Davydovych “for
provocative conversations,” and M. Kotsiubynska flatly refused to help her in preparing the group’s
documents (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1071, p. 36; HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1074, pp. 75-76).

Many participants of the UHG in 1977-1978 sought to go abroad and submitted corresponding
petitions to the authorities. As a rule, the KGB leadership had a sharply negative attitude towards the
possible emigration of dissidents. In particular, the possibilities of leaving were blocked for
L. Lukyanenko, O. Berdnyk, V. Kalynychenko, and others (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1064, p. 225;
HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1074, p. 78). However, in some cases, the punitive authorities saw in the
emigration of UHG members or sympathizers an opportunity to isolate them from like-minded people
in Ukraine and weaken the dissident movement. The most striking example was the permission to
leave for P. Hryhorenko in the USA in November 1977 for treatment. When the dissident and his wife
were abroad, they were deprived of Soviet citizenship and were forbidden to return to their homeland
(Obertas, 2008, pp. 111-113). In the spring of 1978, N. Svitlychna began to seek permission to travel
abroad persistently, having received several invitations to travel to Canada. Considering, that the
dissident did not plan to reconcile with the Soviet regime and abandon public activity, and the
“slanderous information” she possessed was already known in the West, in May 1975 the SSC
leadership recommended to the Central Committee (CC) of the Communist Party of Ukraine (CPU) to
grant her request to travel abroad (HDA SBU,f. 16, spr. 1068, pp. 289-292). First Secretary
Volodymyr Shcherbytsky agreed with this proposal, and on October 12, 1978, N. Svitlychna left for the
USA (Zakharov, 2001a, p. 146).

Let us consider the mechanism of the complex use of operational-preventive and educational
measures by the KGB against one of the most active participants of the UHG, O. Meshko, during the
studied period. Given her advanced age — over 70 years — the authorities did not dare to resort to
judicial repressions against the dissident for a long period, apparently so as not to provoke
international publicity.

In addition to the above-analyzed attempts to compromise the activist of the dissident
movement, the KGB officers used a whole array of various repressive actions against O. Meshko.
Operational control over her actions was organized — round-the-clock surveillance of the dissident; for
this purpose, a technically equipped observation point was created in a neighboring empty house
(Zakharov, 2001b, p. 88). Persons who visited O. Meshko's residence (in particular, dissidents
Yu. Lytvyn, V. Sichko, M. Melnyk, and others) were regularly detained and searched by the police
(Zakharov, 2001b, p. 204). In order to strengthen the dissident’s isolation among dissidents, during
1978, KGB officers conducted preventive interviews with 12 of O. Meshko's close acquaintances. In
return, the UHG member was surrounded by agents and trusted persons of the KGB; she even offered
one of these persons to participate in writing the group’s program documents by preparing a
“‘Declaration” on the socio-political views and activiies of Ukrainian dissidents
(HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1071, pp. 38—39). On February 9, 1978, her apartment was searched, during
which nine KGB officers were in the apartment for about 20 hours. The door to the apartment was
opened with keys taken from the dissident’s tenant at work, and during the search, a cache of
documents was discovered. On February 14, police officers forcibly took O. Meshko to the KGB
building for interrogation in the L. Lukyanenko case, which lasted 4 hours; as a result, the dissident
was given an official warning (Zakharov, 2001b, 87-88).

The general line of the KGB was to try to isolate O. Meshko from ties with Russian dissidents
completely and to prevent her from transferring UHG documents abroad through Moscow. When
O. Meshko tried in June 1978 to transfer to Moscow democrats the materials of the prepared
“Information Bulletin No. 2” of the UHG, KGB officers organized an entire special operation against her
acquaintance Valentyna Drabata, who was transporting the documents. A KGB task force of the
Ukrainian SSR was created, and during V. Drabata’s trip from Kyiv to Moscow on a train, KGB agents
simulated the theft of a bag with UHG materials; then these documents were legalized through the
police. The Moscow railway police department detained V. Drabata for 3 hours, although she did not
report the theft (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1071, p. 37; Zakharov, 2001b, 203). In August of the same year,
0. Meshko transferred a package of documents to Moscow through her daughter-in-law Zvenyslava
Vivchar, but the latter entrusted this mission to a person who turned out to be a KGB source.
Accordingly, the UHG materials ended up in the hands of the special services, and the person in
guestion feigned their loss to O. Meshko (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1071, p. 39).

KGB officers tried to prevent O. Meshko completely from storing and distributing samizdat
materials and documents of the UHG. During 1978, more than 300 documents were seized from her,
which were to be transferred to the West; the dissident kept another 140 documents in the homes of
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people who were operational sources for the KGB, and thus these materials were under the control of
the punitive authorities (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1071, p. 40). On August 30, 1978, searches were carried
out without a prosecutor’'s authorization at the homes of acquaintances of human rights activist
Valentyna Terpylo and Oksana Lelyuk in Kyiv. The pretext was a denunciation by a certain Mykola
Kryuchko, who informed the KGB that he had allegedly dug up anti-Soviet literature belonging to
O. Meshko and had seen O. Lelyuk visiting the dissident. As reported in the Appeal of the UHG to the
UN Committee on the Protection of Human Rights and Freedoms, the governments of the states that
signed the Helsinki Accords, and the world community (November — December 1978), for his
cooperation, M. Kryuchok received housing and a monthly salary of 60 rubles. O. Meshko in the
apartment of her acquaintances, Kyiv teachers Larysa and Imre Vasko, kept a significant amount of
samizdat literature. In October 1978, because of the work carried out with her in the SSC of the
Ukrainian SSR, L.Vasko gave the special service 85 documents and 24 tape reels
(HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1071, pp. 39-40; Zakharov, 2001b, pp. 203-204). Finally, on November 3,
1978, an armed attack was carried out on O. Meshko's apartment, allegedly for the purpose of
robbery; there were quite reasonable assumptions in the dissident community that the KGB was also
behind this action, and the real goal was to intimidate the dissident and undermine her mental health
(Zakharov, 2001b, pp. 204-205).

Nevertheless, despite all the efforts of the KGB repressive machine, O. Meshko did not stop her
dissident activities and even intensified them. In October 1978, the leadership of the SSC of the
Ukrainian SSR reported to the Central Committee of the Communist Party of Ukraine that the activist
“is increasingly acting as an initiator of hostile activities of nationalist elements, is distinguished by
fanaticism and stubbornness.” For many dissidents (Yu. Badzio, N. Svitlychna, V. Chornovil, V. Stus,
etc.), despite the discrediting measures, she became the de facto leader of the movement. Given this,
in late 1978 — early 1979 the KGB leadership studied the possibility of depriving O. Meshko of Soviet
citizenship and deporting her outside the USSR. If the dissident had filed a petition to leave for Israel,
the special services would not have objected to such a development. It was believed that her possible
departure abroad would allow the punitive authorities to achieve a final split and the cessation of the
UHG (HDA SBU, f. 16, spr. 1071, pp. 41-42). However, O. Meshko refused to emigrate; she was
arrested in October 1980, and in January 1981, the almost 76-year-old dissident was sentenced to
6 months in prison and 5 years of exile (Zakharov, 2001a, 115).

Conclusions. In 1977-1979, the SSC of the Ukrainian SSR implemented a large-scale and
targeted campaign of extrajudicial repressions against the participants of the UHG, which combined a
wide range of methods — from operational and preventive measures to intelligence and compromising
activities. Analysis of a diverse source base has shown that the KGB was not limited to judicial
instruments of pressure, and along with them actively used “soft” forms of influence aimed at
demoralization, isolation and division of the dissident environment. Repressive policies included
administrative supervision, searches, surveillance, calls for preventive conversations, provocations,
discrediting campaigns, the spread of disinformation and blackmail. Taken together, they were
intended to destroy the group's structure and reduce its public activity. The multifaceted and flexible
nature of the KGB's actions deserves special attention, as the measures were carefully adapted to the
psychological, social, and personal characteristics of individual movement participants. The case of
Oksana Meshko, as one of the key figures of the group, demonstrates the particularly harsh nature of
extrajudicial repression, which included systematic surveillance, isolation from like-minded people,
agent development, and psycho-emotional pressure.

Despite a powerful wave of repression, the UHG continued its activities, demonstrating
resilience, solidarity, and internal potential for resistance. The group’s participants initiated the
creation of program documents, newsletters, and memoranda, attracted new members, and
maintained contacts with the international community. This demonstrated not only the high level of
organizational capabilities of the Ukrainian human rights movement, but also the willingness of its
representatives to sacrifice themselves in order to defend basic human rights. The KGB's policy
towards the UHG in 1977-1979 became an example of a complex and repressive mechanism for
curbing civil activity under the conditions of the late Soviet totalitarian regime. At the same time, the
actions of the state repressive machine only confirmed the relevance, influence, and moral strength of
the human rights movement in Ukraine.

Promising areas for further research on this topic include a detailed analysis of the
intensification of the KGB's judicial and extrajudicial repressions against the Helsinki movement in
1979-1981, and a study of the SSC "s use of the method of fabricating charges of criminal crimes
against Ukrainian dissidents in the second half of the 1970s and early 1980s. It would also be worth
tracing the course and consequences of the SSC s repressive actions against representatives of the
post-sixties environment (Yu. Badzio, M. Kotsiubynska, B. Antonenko-Davydovych, etc.) in the second
half of the 1970s, and the situation of Ukrainian political prisoners in places of imprisonment.
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Abstract.

The purpose of the article is to reveal the personnel and personal composition of the divisions
of the Soviet prosecutor's office of the Podolsk region in 1922 - 1928, based on the analysis of archival
and published sources. The research methodology is based on a combination of general scientific
(statistical, search, analysis, synthesis, description) and special historical (comparative-historical,
problem-chronological, historical-systemic) methods with the principles of historicism, objectivity,
scientificity, systematicity and complexity. The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact that using
a significant number of archival documents, the authors revealed the personnel support of the Podolsk
prosecutor's office in 1922 - 1928. and established the dominance of such criteria for personnel
selection as: ideological and political commitment to the Bolshevik doctrine, belonging to the social
class (working class or poor peasantry) over the professional and personal qualities of applicants for
the position. Conclusions. The formation of personnel support for the Soviet prosecutor's office in
Podillia (1922-1928) was deeply ideological and was carried out in accordance with the policy of the
Bolshevik party. When appointing prosecutor's office employees, criteria such as political loyalty, party
affiliation, social origin and class orientation of candidates played a priority role. The educational level
of prosecutorial employees often gave way to party experience and experience in revolutionary justice
bodies. Improving professional training was ensured by creating short-term legal courses. The
certification process was formal, the conclusions of the certification commissions were typical and had
a generalizing nature. The primary criteria for evaluating district prosecutors were: party affiliation;
education and level of knowledge of Soviet legislation. During the period under study, women began to
be appointed to prosecutors' offices, taking into account their moral qualities and party affiliation,
although their percentage was insignificant. The Ukrainization of prosecutors' offices was carried out
slowly and mostly formally, as a result of which the level of proficiency in the Ukrainian language
remained low, especially among prosecutorial staff. Their social composition did not correspond to the
declared Soviet ideals, since most employees were civil servants, and not from the working class and
peasantry. The percentage of Ukrainians in prosecutors' offices was insignificant, and representatives
of national minorities prevailed.

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Abstract.

The article uses an anthropological approach to explore the repressive policy enacted by
Stalin's Decree (Ukaz) of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR “On the eviction from the
Ukrainian SSR of persons who willfully evade agricultural labor and lead an antisocial, parasitic
lifestyle” (dated February 21, 1948) and its consequences in the Vinnytsia region. The research
methodology combines general scientific and historical methods, including the problem-
chronological, comparative-historical and content analysis approaches. By applying an anthropological
lens to analysis of various types of sources (interrogation protocols, autobiographies/biographies,
petitions, character references, official reports, denunciations, etc.) the study reveals, through the
stories of thousands of ‘ukazniks” (special settlers), such key contexts, essential for a deeper
understanding of this topic, as the object-subject dynamics of repressive policy, collective and
individual responsibility, active and passive participation in repression, dehumanization of perpetrators
and victims, etc. The scientific novelty of the article lies in the use of newly introduced archival
materials, which were regarded from anthropological perspective. They enabled the author to highlight
the repressive forms and methods and to reveal the consequences of the “Decree” implementation for
the Ukrainian peasantry. Conclusions. The tragic fates of the ‘ukazniks” illustrate the Bolshevik
regime’s deliberate effort to destroy the Ukrainian ethnos and culture. In the post-war period, the
traditional peasant family and community — then the largest social stratum among Ukrainians, were
almost entirely destroyed. The consequences of the “Decree” demonstrate that Stalin’s totalitarian
policy was fundamentally based on an uncompromising binary of “friend or foe” and the systemic
devaluation of human life.

The aim of the article is to examine the specifics of teacher training in the Khmelnytskyi region
in the mid-1950s to the early 1960s under the conditions of educational reforms and party-ideological
control. The research methodology is based on a combination of general scientific methods
(analysis, synthesis, generalization) and specific historical approaches (chronological and
comparative), which enabled a comprehensive analysis of changes in the field of teacher education
under conditions of socio-political liberalization. The scientific novelty lies in the focus on the regional
dimension of teacher training and the first-time systematization of information about the activities of
pedagogical institutions in Khmelnytskyi region during this period. Conclusions. In the mid-1950s —
early 1960s, teacher education in the Khmelnytskyi region developed within a contradictory
environment of educational modernization and persistent ideological pressure. On the one hand,
political liberalization encouraged the expansion of educational institutions, improvement of material
and technical resources, growth in the number of faculties, enhancement of teaching staff
gualifications, and intensification of research activities. On the other hand, the dominance of party-
state ideology significantly restricted academic freedom, shaped the content of education, and tightly
controlled the student environment. Pedagogical and industrial internships remained a crucial
component of training, contributing to the development of practical skills. However, problems with
student housing, funding, and staff retention persisted. Career guidance efforts helped to overcome
regional imbalances in student recruitment. Overall, teacher training during this period was a complex
process occurring at the intersection of educational reforms, socio-economic transformations, and
political control.

The following scientific and research methods
were used in the research process: empirical - for searching and processing primary sources; content
analysis - for studying the content of art education; general scientific - for studying the organizational
components of the formation of art education in Vinnytsia in the second half of the 20th - first quarter
of the 21st century; special: comparative - for comparing historical facts of socio-cultural life of the
studied period; problem-genetic - for retrospective analysis of the training of artists in Vinnytsia,;
logical-systemic - for revealing the key conceptual principles of the development of art education in
historical retrospect; historical-typological method - for typology of art education institutions and
reproduction of characteristic features of the educational process. The scientific novelty lies in the
fact that for the first time a holistic and systematic analysis of the formation of art education in
Vinnytsia in the second half of the 20th - first quarter of the 21st century was carried out: Vinnytsia
Children's Art School, Higher Art Vocational and Technical School No. 5 of Vinnytsia, Vinnytsia State
Pedagogical University named after Mykhailo Kotsiubynskyi; the creation of a clear system of
professional disciplines that prepared graduates for high-quality professional activity. Conclusions. It
is proven that art education in Vinnytsia has historical traditions and is important for study. An analysis
of archival sources and periodicals of the studied period allows us to state that only from the second
half of the 20th century. in Podillia, in particular in Vinnytsia, the first children's art school appeared.
Studies of the history of practical training showed that drawing, painting, composition, sculpture, and
art history were key for study. It is proved that the main program tasks set by teachers of art schools
included industrial training in the basics of decorative art. It is proved that the basis of training at the
Mykhailo Kotsiubynskyi Vinnytsia State Pedagogical University is a system of consistent development
of art education, namely, the foundation for the hereditary transmission of Ukrainian traditions to future
generations is laid. We consider the analysis of the formation and development of professional art
education in Podillia as a prospect for further research.

Artillery as a tactical component of the military art of the Crimean Khanate
(15th—-16th centuries)

Abstract.

The purpose of the article is to analyze the use of artillery by the Crimean Tatar army, to
establish the features of the tactics of using cannons on the battlefield, to clarify the reasons why
artillery did not become widespread in the armies of the Khanate. The research methodology, in
addition to adhering to the principles of objectivity and historicism, consisted in applying the
comparative-historical method and the method of systemic analysis. Thanks to the comparative-
historical method, the artillery of the Khanate and the military affairs of the Crimeans are compared
with the analogues of the main opponents of the state — the Kingdom of Poland, the Grand Duchy of
Lithuania and Muscovy. The systemic analysis made it possible to establish that the development of
the artillery of the Crimean Khanate was influenced by such factors as the level of technological
development, political, and economic factors. The scientific novelty lies in the consideration of the
artillery of the Crimean Khanate as a separate component of its army, the analysis of the combat use
of cannons in military conflicts with nomadic peoples (Circassians, Nogais), Muscovy, the Grand
Duchy of Lithuania and Poland. Conclusions. It has been established that the Crimean Tatar artillery
was a component of their military organization. The Khanate did not manufacture its own cannons, but
used models obtained from the Ottoman Empire or captured in battle. The technological
backwardness of the Crimeans compared to Muscovy, the Grand Duchy of Lithuania, the Kingdom of
Poland and other states of that time did not allow the Khanate to develop its artillery at the level of the
aforementioned neighbors. It has been found that the Crimeans used artillery most effectively against
nomadic peoples (Circassians, Nogais), who did not have their own artillery and were vulnerable to
cannon fire. It has been proven that in military campaigns the Crimean Tatars used at most several
dozen “art systems”, the vast majority of which were light cannons. It has been established that light
cannons were ineffective when storming fortresses and wagenburgs. The Crimeans were unable to
build powerful wagonburgs, similar to those formed by the Cossacks and Muscovites, due to the lack
of a large number of massive carts. It has been proven that the development of the artillery of the
Khanate was at odds with the main tactics of the Crimeans - the use of light cavalry, maneuverable
bow combat. That is, the cannons limited the maneuverability and mobility of the Crimean Tatar army.

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Abstract.

The article analyses the role of the People’s House in Przemysl as a centre for preserving the
national identity of Ukrainians between 1900 and 1940. Using archival materials and contemporary
press reports, the authors have examined the formation and activities of the People's House from
1900 until its liquidation in 1940, amidst the social and political events of the first half of the 20th
century. The article aims to study the People’s House development, strengthening of its position,
specific activities, and its role as an influential factor in preserving Ukrainian identity between 1900 and
1940. The research methodologyis based on the use of special historical (comparative-historical and
chronological) and general scientific research methods (generalization, synthesis and analysis),
which, in combination with the principles of historicism, polyfactoriality and objectivism, created the
necessary conditions for objective analysis and coverage of the tasks set. The scientific novelty lies
in the authors’ attempt to form a comprehensive picture of the People’s House place and significance
in defending and protecting national identity and developing the community’s cultural and spiritual
values within a complex world of political, ethno-national, and confessional contradictions, political
orientations, and cultural trends. Conclusions. The activities of the People’s House in Przemysl!
contributed to the unification of Ukrainians around common national values, supported cultural
heritage, ensured scientific development, and educated new generations in the spirit of patriotism. The
examples provided in the article demonstrate that, even under challenging political and economic
conditions, supporting education and science remained a fop priority for the leadership of the People’s
House, thereby contributing to the preservation of national consciousness. The People’s House in
Przemysl served as a cultural and educational institution that brought together the city’s public
organisations and societies. It hosted their social and cultural activities, including discussions, lectures,
reports, exhibitions, evening gatherings, theatrical performances, concerts (featuring local and invited
soloists, choirs, and ensembles), dance balls, and various festive events. The memory of T.
Shevchenko, |. Franko, M. Shashkevych, S. Petliura, and others was honoured there. It fostered a
new generation of patriots and ideological activists who supported the Ukrainian identity. An analysis
of the People’s House meeting minutes and financial reports confirmed that this institution also
functioned as an economic organisation, a cooperative enterprise that financially supported Ukrainian
public organisations. Acting as a cultural and community centre, the People’s House also performed
important enlightening and sometimes even educational functions, fostering a sense of national unity
among compatriots. In this magnificent building, the Ukrainian language, historical memory, traditions,
and values were actively nurtured, which enabled the maintenance of ties with native culture and
ensured the continuous formation of national consciousness.

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The Problem Statement. In difficult times of wars and occupations, it is culture that preserves
the identity of a people targeted for oppression. In previous centuries, when Ukrainians were still
fighting for their statehood, various cultural associations served as places where national identity was
maintained. The so called People’s Homes became centers for preserving Ukrainian culture,
language, and traditions. The preservation of national memory was the main goal of the Ukrainian
intelligentsia of that time. Therefore, the construction of a network of People’s Homes contributed to
the development of national-patriotic and, ultimately, liberation ideas.

Przemysl has always been a western bastion of Ukrainian identity and played a significant role
in the spiritual, cultural and political life of the Ukrainian people during various stages of their history.
At the beginning of the 20th century, the city on the San River became the second center in Galicia
after Lviv — an important historical and cultural centre on the border between Ukrainian and Polish
cultures. In the first half of the 20th century, Przemys| experienced a complex and turbulent history,
intertwined with political and territorial changes. It was in these challenging historical circumstances
that the People’s Home emerged — a cultural and educational institution that brought together public
organizations and associations in the city, which conducted their social, cultural and artistic activities
there in the form of discussions, lectures, reports, exhibitions, evening gatherings, theatrical
performances, concerts with the participation of local and invited soloists, choirs and ensembles,
dance balls, and various ceremonial events. This is what fostered a new generation of patriots and
ideologically driven activists who supported the national identity of Ukrainians. According to its
founders, the People’s Home was meant to become «a Temple of the Resurrection of Rus’-Ukraine,
the hearth of its new life, the fortress of its young will, the sanctuary of its immortal word and song, so
that all the mists and darkness of anti-national forces would be shattered by the powerful cries of its
fighters, the imperishable beauty of her word, the enchanting sounds of its song —

and that the sun of national truth would shine and, with its strength, awaken, strengthen, and
inspire every future generation of our Mother Rus’-Ukraine to new feats, sacrifices, and dedication»!
(APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, R.1900, 66 p., P.64-65). In addition, the People’s Home became an
economic organization — a cooperative enterprise that provided financial support to Ukrainian civic
organizations.

Recent research and publications analysis. On January 01, 2023, the Law of Ukraine «About
the basic principles of state policy in the sphere of approval of the Ukrainian national and civil identity»
(Law of Ukraine, 2022) came into force, which significantly contributed to the emergence of new
academic studies devoted to this issue. For example, in the article «Ukrainian Identity in Time and
Space: Historical Memory, Interpretation of the Past, and Modern Challenges of War», the authors
analyzed the specifics of the formation of Ukrainian national identity across space and time, taking into
account the aspect of preserving the historical memory of the people and the challenges of the current
Russian-Ukrainian war (Telehuz 1., Telehuz A., 2025). No less informative was the publication
«Preservation of Ukraine's Historical and Cultural Heritage as a Factor of National Identity», dedicated
to the analysis of certain aspects of the interaction between historical-cultural heritage and national
identity (Taranhul L. M., Chernikova l. V., & Drohomyretska L. R., 2024).

In general, the history of the Ukrainian People’s Home in Przemys| has already been the subject
of individual studies. Professor Stepan Zabrovarnyi wrote the article «The ‘People’s Home’ Society in
Przemysl», which became part of Issue 3 «Przemysl and the Przemys| Region through the Centuries»
(Zabrovarnyi, 2003). In 2019, a monograph by the same author appeared, in which he presented the
civic and cultural activities in the Przemysl People’s Home, described in a chronicle-like format
(Zabrovarnyi, 2019). This remains the only and most comprehensive work on the activity of this
institution to date.

It is also worth noting the dissertation by L. Levandovska, in which the author, in the context of
highlighting the activities of Ukrainian cultural and educational associations in Przemysl in 1867-1939,
describes the work of the People’s Home. She emphasizes that the Home served as the main platform
for the speeches of artists, politicians, scholars, and public activists, and became a place of
understanding between representatives of different ethnic groups (Levandovska, 2015).

The object of the article is to study the process of establishment and the specific activities of
the People’s Home, and to emphasize its role as an influential factor in preserving the national identity
of Ukrainians in the period from 1900 to 1940.

Statement of basic materials. The national and cultural revival in Przemysl began in the
second half of the 19th century, when a number of Ukrainian cultural, educational, artistic, and
economic associations emerged in the city, which required their own premises. Thus, the idea of
building a People’s Home to meet these needs became timely.

The first community meeting regarding the «Statute» of the People's Home took place on
December 20, 1899. Among other matters, a Committee was elected for the final editing of the
document. The Committee included: H. Tsehlynskyi, Rev. I. Stryiskyi, A. Nehrebskyi, T. Kormosh, M.
Dolynskyi, and O. Yarema. On December 25, 1899, a community meeting was held at which the
statute, read aloud by Prof. O. Yarema, was adopted, and it was decided to convene the first general
founding assembly (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 2, p. 1). Subsequently, on January 3, 1900, the
founding assembly was held, at which the Statute of the Society was approved (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP
P S1, Sygn. 1, 66 pages, pp. 1-24). Thus, the «People’s Home» Society in Przemy$| was established
— which became a strategic center of Ukrainian civic life in the city and a nucleus for the affirmation of
Ukrainian national identity.

According to the adopted statute, developed in accordance with Austrian legislation, the goal of
the limited liability «People’s Home» Society was: «to increase the income and economic welfare of its
members through the purchase and sale of real estate, the construction of houses, mediation in
buying and selling, as well as the provision of loans to members». The Society's resources were to
consist of: its own funds (the so-called main fund, which was its property), members' shares (the so-
called share fund, which belonged to the members), deposits in the current account and loans and
credits obtained by the Society. The main fund was formed from the entry fees, a portion of net profit
(the size of the portion, not less than 10% of the profit, was determined by the general assembly),
member dividends that were not withdrawn within 3 years, interest from its own capital, unpaid
portions of shares and shares that became the Society’s property through various entries and
allocations for the Society’s benefit (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 1, 66 pages, p. 5).

Members of the Society could be both individuals and legal entities who paid for shares. The
number of votes at the general assemblies depended on the number of shares held. The principles of
vote distribution in proportion to the paid-in shares were clearly defined in the Statute. (APP, Zesp.
1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 1, 66 p., P.10):

1 vote 1 share 50 kr.
2 votes 3 shares 150 kr.
3 votes 6 shares 300 kr
4 votes 10 shares 500 kr
5 votes 15 shares 750 kr
6 votes 21 shares 1050 kr
7 votes 28 shares 1400 kr
8 votes 36 shares 1800 kr
9 votes 45 shares 2250 kr
10 votes 55 shares 2750 kr

It was stipulated that no member of the Society could hold more than ten votes, even if they
owned more than 55 shares. The minimum payment for one share, as of 1925, was 50 zlotys.

The number of Society members changed from year to year. The dynamics of membership
changes can be traced based on data from the table compiled using archival materials from Fund
1086 «People’s Home» Society in Przemysl of the State Archive in Przemysl (APP, Zesp. 1086).

On January 20, 1900, by a decree of the Przemys$l District Court, the People’s Home was
entered into the register of profit-economic associations (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 1, 66 p., p.
3). The activity of the association was based on the provisions of the Law of April 9, 1873, on profit
and commercial associations (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 1, 66 p., p. 4). The People’s Home
was a cooperative in the form of a limited liability association, meaning that in the event of liquidation
or bankruptcy, its members were liable only with their shares and not with their personal property.
After its establishment, the People’s Home Association set a goal to construct its own building, which
would serve as a kind of refuge for the Ukrainian community of Przemysl. An important role in this was
played by Dr. Teofil Kormosh (Korenets, 1935).

To purchase the real estate, a loan of 30,000 crowns was obtained from the credit society
«Vira» (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 2, 198 p., p. 131) and from the «Dnister» society in Lviv
(APP, Zesp. 579, Sygn. 2, p. 56). At that time, a property was purchased at 5 Kosciuszko Street, and
after its demolition, a grand two-story building was erected. From a Charter dated July 4, 1903, we
learn that on that day the Cornerstone was laid, and blessed by the Bishop of the Przemysl, Sambir,
and Sian Dioceses of Rus’, His Grace Bishop Konstiantyn Chekhovych, for the construction of the
People’s Home in Przemy$!| (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 1, 66 p., p. 65).

The Construction Committee responsible for the project included: Dr. T. Kormosh, O. Yarema,
H. Tsehlynskyi, Rev. O. Kormosh, Dr. M. Dolynskyi, I. Matkovskyi, and |. Lypetskyi. The technical
management was carried out by Engineer lvan Lempitskyi (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 1, 66 p.,
p. 65). The construction was completed in October 1904, and the formal blessing and opening took
place on November 1, 1904. The building included a large theater hall, residential rooms, and utility
facilities. These rooms were rented to various individuals and Ukrainian institutions. A significant asset
was the spacious hall with a stage, where numerous theatrical performances were staged—
introducing the audience to Ukrainian culture and shaping Ukrainian national identity. Among the many
talented performers, the stage of the People’s Home hosted Solomiia Krushelnytska, Mariia
Zankovetska, Mykola Sadovskyi, Oleksandr Zaharov and others.

The emergence of the «People’s Home» society contributed to the activation of public and
cultural life in the region. The Ukrainian statesman, publicist, historian, and one of the most prominent
political figures of Galicia at the end of the 19th and first half of the 20th century, Doctor of Science
Kost Levytskyi, noted on this matter: «The year 1904 ended with a grand celebration of the Przemysl
Rus: the consecration of the «People’s Home». The former deadness that prevailed in the princely city
under the Russophile cover disappeared thanks to the efforts of a circle of ideological and energetic
people, such as Director Hryhorii Tsehlynskyi, Dr. Teofil Kormosh, Prof. Oleksa Yarema and their
colleagues, who excellently organized: the Ruthenian Institute for Girls in Przemysl, and with the
independent efforts of the Przemysl organization erected the beautiful People’s Home in Przemysl. It
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should be acknowledged here that the Reverend Konstantyn Chekhovych of Przemysl played an
active role in the revival of Przemys| Ukraine»! (Levytskyi, 1926, p. 401).

Already during 1904-1906, the audience at the People’s Home stage saw, among others, the
following performances: «Zaporozhets Beyond the Danube» by S. Hulak-Artemovskyi, «Sorochyn
Fair» by M. Starytskyi, «Natalka Poltavka» by I. Kotliarevskyi, the drama «Oh, Don’'t Go, Hryts, to the
Evening Dances» by M. Starytskyi, and the opera «Kateryna» by M. Arkas (Zabrovarnyi, 2019, pp.
51-57). Such a repertoire played an extremely important role in strengthening national-patriotic
education, especially for the younger generation.

A notable event took place on March 27, 1906, in the hall of the People’s Home: for the first
time, a concert was held to commemorate the anniversary of the birth of Taras Shevchenko. In 1909,
two more concerts were organized to mark the 95th anniversary of the birth of the Great Kobzar. The
second concert-evening gathered a full audience and ended with the singing of the anthem «Ukraine
Has Not Yet Perished» (Zabrovarnyi, 2019, pp. 65-66). In 1914, the centennial jubilee of Taras
Hryhorovych was celebrated with Shevchenko concerts in the great hall of the People’s Home. On
March 10, 1921, the 60th anniversary of Shevchenko’s death was honored with a concert where his
«Testament» and a number of well-known compositions were performed (Zabrovarnyi, 2019, pp. 116—
117). On March 18, 1924, another concert in honor of Taras Shevchenko was held. These
celebrations became traditional and contributed to the patriotic upbringing of the population based on
national identity.

The first statute of the People’s Home society was partially amended on June 30, 1909 (APP,
Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 2, 198 p., p. 66) and on April 8, 1914 (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn.
2, 198 p., p. 93) at meetings of its members. On December 27, 1922, the members adopted a new
statute adapted to the requirements of the Polish Act on Cooperative Societies of October 29, 1920
(APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 2, 198 p., p. 107). Additional amendments to the statute were
made by resolutions adopted at General Meetings on: May 9, 1925 (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn.
2,198 p., p. 126), May 4, 1927 (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 2, 198 p., p. 138), October 27, 1934
(APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 3, 176 p., p. 39), March 27, 1935 (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P $1,
Sygn. 3, 176 p., p. 51).

The governing bodies of the People’s Home Society were: the Directorate (Zaryad), the
Supervisory Board, and the General Assembly of Members. Since 1906, the cooperative was a
member of the Cooperative Auditing Union known as the Kraiovyi Soiuz Reviziinyi in Lviv, which in the
interwar period was renamed to the Ukrainian Auditing Union.

The Supervisory Board elected the Directorate, for a three-year term, composed of three
directors and three deputies. The Directorate was approved by the General Assembly. The Directorate
was led by a Chairman, another director served as cashier managing finances, and the third director
was responsible for maintaining the Society’s books Tosapuctsa (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 1,
66 p., P.11-13).

The Supervisory Board consisted of six members, elected by the General Assembly by majority
vote for a three-year term. The Statute specified that members of the Directorate could not
simultaneously be members of the Supervisory Board. Among its members, the Supervisory Board
was to elect a Control Commission composed of two persons, which was to periodically audit the
Directorate’s record-keeping (books and cash of the Society) (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 1, 66
p., P.14-17).

The General Assembly was convened by the Supervisory Board once a year in March. The
Statute provided for the convening of extraordinary General Assemblies at the request of the
Directorate or Supervisory Board. A General Assembly decision was considered legitimate if at least
1/10 of the members were present (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 1, 66 p., P.17-20).

The first members of the Directorate were Oleksii Yarema, Rev. Omelian Kormosh and Klym
Hlibovytskyi. Their deputies were elected: Ivan Manuliak, Osyp Maksymovych and Spyrydon Hubchak
(APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 1, 66 p., P.65). Dr. T. Kormosh handled the Society’s legal matters,
and O. Yarema handled financial and economic affairs. For 11 years, the Directorate of the «People’s
Home» worked on a voluntary basis, unpaid. At the Supervisory Board meeting on February 13, 1911,
the matter of awarding compensation to its members was discussed. It was proposed that 1,400
crowns be allocated from the reserve of 3,000 crowns as follows: 500 crowns each for O. Yarema and

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Rev. O. Kormosh, and 400 crowns for Dr. T. Kormosh, as administrator of the House. Dr. T. Kormosh
agreed to accept only 200 crowns (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P $1, Sygn. 2, 198 p., P.77).

According to the audit report conducted by the «Cooperative Auditing Union» in Lviv on October
29-30, 1907, all the business and accounting documentation of the People’s Home were being kept
correctly and on time. However, the report recommended finding new sources of funding so that the
society could become self-reliant and independent 3anexatu (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 5, 93
p., P. 7-8). The audit report of the People’s Home, dated May 3, 1909, stated that the cooperative’s
activities were at a standstill (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 5, 93 p., P. 12).

An important national-significance event was the large public assembly (veche) for the
establishment in Przemysl| of a people’s school with Ukrainian as the language of instruction, which
took place on July 10, 1910, in the hall of the People’s Home. A large number of city residents
supported the initiative to open a private people’s school named after M. Shashkevych, with Ukrainian
as the medium of instruction. On July 22, Dr. Volodymyr Zahaikevych, at another assembly of
Ukrainians in Przemysl| at the People’s Home, presented the concept of such a school, envisioning
that its first class would open on September 1, 1910, and that one grade would be added each year.
Thus, the Markiian Shashkevych People’s School was established in Przemysl, which continues to
serve as a place for affirming the national identity of Przemy$l Ukrainians to this day. (Zespét Szkot
Ogodlnoksztatcgcych nr 2 im. Markiana Szaszkewicza w Przemyslu).

On November 6, 1911, a concert dedicated to Markiian Shashkevych was held in the large hall
of the People’s Home. On November 14, 1911, the second Shashkevych concert took place, where
the audience was able to admire the singing of Solomiia Krushelnytska (Zabrovarnyi, 2019, p. 69).

The wartime period had a significant impact on the financial situation of the People’s Home. The
theater hall was given free of charge for the needs of the Red Cross (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1,
Sygn. 2, 198 p., P.96). The Ukrainian Society for Assistance to the Disabled used it until 1925
inclusive. According to the protocol of the General Assembly of the People’s Home dated June 14,
1921, during which the Financial Report for the years 1917-1920 was presented by O. Yarema, it is
known that in 1920, the war losses of previous years were covered and the society received a small
profit of 1,688 Polish marks 12 sr. (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P $1, Sygn. 2, 198 p., P.100). In 1923, the
society's net profit exceeded 1,898 Polish marks. By 1924, the Directorate of the People’s Home had
repaid all pre-war debts, which was announced by O. Kormosh at the meeting of the Supervisory
Board on April 15, 1924 (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 2, 198 p., P.112).

Already from 1919, the cultural and educational activities at the People’s Home began to
gradually resume. In September, the audience was able to see performances of the «Ukrainian Talk»
theater: «Zaporozhets beyond the Danube,» «Oh, Don’t Go, Hryts, to the Evening Dances» «Natalka
Poltavka,» and many others. Starting from June 1921, the reading room of «Prosvita» resumed its
activity in the premises of the People’s Home, as evidenced by the protocols of its meetings (Personal
Archive of the Ukrainian People's Home). On June 15, 1921, a concert was held dedicated to the fifth
anniversary of the death of lvan Franko. The renowned writer and public figure was honored again
with a concert in June 1926.

In 1925, the struggle for Ukrainian education continued. Several educational assemblies were
held at the People’s Home, protesting against the unification with Polish schools and against the
project of the Utraquization of the Ukrainian gymnasium. In January 1926, another assembly
discussed political issues, above all the need to create a political organization of Ukrainians that would
represent the interests of Ukrainians in Poland. On April 11, 1926, an assembly was held at the
People’s Home, where, among others, the head of the Ukrainian National Democratic Union (UNDO),
Dmytro Levytskyi, gave a speech. The need for national unity for internal strengthening was voiced in
the speeches. And on April 10, 1927, the second UNDO assembly was held at the People’s Home
(Zabrovarnyi, 2019, pp. 133-134; 140).

The speech of Rev. Oleksandr Zubrytskyi at the General Assembly on May 27, 1926, marked
the 25-year history of the People’s Home, «in which ‘one’s own truth and freedom’ must be
manifested!» A. Zubrytskyi emphasized in his opening address: «...To emphasize the importance of
this institution of ours for the good and glory of dear mother Ukraine today, | consider excessive, for all
of us present here feel this importance with inner pride!...»* (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 2, 198
p., P.131-132).

On June 25, 1926, in the large hall of the People’s Home, a memorial service was held to honor
the memory of Symon Petliura (Zabrovarnyi, 2019, p. 153).

In the Report of the Audit Union of Ukrainian Cooperatives dated February 20, 1931, sent to the
head of the Supervisory Board of the People’s Home, Rev. A. Zubrytskyi, the commission pointed out
that the «cooperative» had for several years deviated from its statutory activities. Accordingly, the

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Audit Commission advised either to carry out its activities as a credit «cooperative» or to amend the
statute in accordance with the actual subject of its activity (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 5, 93 p.,
P. 37).

At the turn of the 1920s—-1930s, the People’s Home Society in Przemys$| began a new period of
its activity. The founders of the People’s Home had passed away: in 1927, Dr. T. Kormosh died (APP,
Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 2, 198 p., P.142), in 1930 - O. Yarema (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn.
2, 198 p., P.160). In 1932, Rev. Oleksandr Zubrytskyi, who had been a permanent member of the
Supervisory Board of the People’s Home and a member of several societies in Przemysl, passed
away (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 2, 198 p., P.184-185). In 1933, Spyrydon Hubchak, one of
the first members of the Directorate, also passed away (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 3,176 p.,
P.7). All these historical figures became part of the Ukrainian national and cultural-educational revival
of the western borderlands of Ukraine.

From 1929 to 1933, another economic crisis and deep recession once again shook the entire
world. Many Ukrainian societies found themselves in a difficult financial situation. Among them was the
District Union of Cooperatives in Przemysl|, which owed the People’s Home Society 4,619.24 zlotys. At
the General Assembly on January 20, 1932, it was decided to write off this amount as an expense. In
1931, the People’s Home Society consisted of 61 members with 119 shares; the society's profit
amounted to 867.35 zlotys (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 2, 198 p., P.190). In 1934, the society's
net income was 995.24 zlotys, with 64 members holding 81 shares (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn.
3,176 p., P. 48).

On January 22, 1932, the anniversary of the proclamation of independence and unity of the
Ukrainian state in 1919 was celebrated in the hall of the People’s Home. A similar ceremonial
academy was held in 1933. On March 17, 1932, another Shevchenko evening was held (Zabrovarnyi,
2019, pp. 194-195). On March 11, 1933, in keeping with tradition, an evening in memory of Taras
Shevchenko took place, which featured deep patriotic themes (Przemy$l Chronicle Notes, 1932, No.
11, p. 3).

At the General Assembly of the Society on May 20, 1933, it was decided to expand the society’s
activity and renew the composition of its governing bodies (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 3, 176
p., P.3). The Supervisory Board was headed by Rev. Mykhailo Komarnytskyi, who performed this
function until the Second World War. His deputy was elected to be lzydor Bilynskyi (director of the
«Ukrainian Savings Institution» in Przemysl), and from 1935 — Mykhailo Kebuzynskyi. The secretary
became Dr. lvan Mandiuk. The administration consisted of a manager (executive director), which until
the beginning of the war was Bohdan Shekhovych, the treasurer — Rev. O. Kormosh, and from 1935 —
Ivan Hontarskyi; and the accountant — Theodor Hoza, followed by Mykhailo Pashchak, and from 1935
— Osyp Senechko. At this assembly, information was presented about the funding by the People’s
Home of Ukrainian cultural societies in Przemysl in the amount of 4,639.11 zlotys (APP, Zesp. 1086,
AP P $1, Sygn. 3, 176 p., P.41).

In November 1933, another national-cultural event took place at the People’s Home, namely the
commemoration of the 15th anniversary of the November Uprising of 1918. After a requiem service at
the cathedral, a November academy was held in the large hall of the People’s Home, where three
short reports-memories about the military actions were presented, and poems were recited (November
Anniversaries, 1933, No. 43, p. 3). A similar ceremonial evening took place in November 1936. At the
beginning of the event, the song «Hey in the meadow the red viburnum...» was performed on the
People’s Home stage; at the conclusion, the attendees were once again inspired by the patriotic spirit
through the choir’s performance of the national anthem «Ukraine Has Not Yet Perished» (November
Anniversaries, 1936, No. 42, p. 3).

At the meeting of the Supervisory Board and Directorate on July 13, 1934, an appeal was read
from the organizational committee of the Ukrainian Sich Riflemen signed by V. Zahaikevych and S.
Navrotskyi, requesting to commemorate the USC in the Society’s building. In response, it was decided
that in the first days of September 1934 a memorial plague would be installed in the large hall of the
People’'s Home on the occasion of the 20th anniversary of the organization of the Ukrainian Sich
Riflemen (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 3, 176 s., p. 31).

At the Extraordinary General Assembly of the People’s Home Society, held on October 27,
1934, the issue of changing the society’s name was discussed. It was proposed to add the word
«Ukrainian» to the name. In particular, M. Pashchak emphasized: «The title of the statute should read
as follows: ‘Statute of the Ukrainian House named after Dr. Teofil Kormosh, a cooperative with limited
liability in PrzemyslI'» (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 3, 176 p., p. 37). After a heated discussion
and voting among members, the proposal was rejected. A similar issue was raised at the General
Assembly on February 1, 1938, by Prof. M. Demchuk (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 3, 176 p., p.
162).

The audit report of the cooperative People’s Home Society for April 12-16, 1937, stated that the
credit activity of the society was minimal, the administration of the house was costly, there were few
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members, and the shares did not cover the book value of the property. The document lists a number
of other remarks in accordance with the provisions of the Statute (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P $1, Sygn. 5,
93 p., pp. 69-79).

In the second half of the 1930s, the People’s Home building provided premises to many
Ukrainian public organizations, including such as: «Mishchanska Kasa», «Narodnyi Bazar»,
«Dostava,» «Ukrainian Savings Institution,» the District Union of Ukrainian Cooperatives, the
Ukrainian Drama Society hamed after Lesia Ukrainka, the Petro Mohyla Library, the Statement Society
named after Petro Mohyla, the «Prosvita» Society Reading Room, the «Zorya» Craft Society, the
«Supruga» Society, the Ukrainian Society for Assistance to the Disabled (UKTODI), «Ukrainian
Besida,» and others. They organized various cultural and educational events. Preserved posters,
announcements, and reviews testify that prominent public figures, artists, artistic groups, and theaters
performed in the theater hall. Part of the premises was rented by private individuals for a fee
(Przemys$l and Przemysl Region, Issue 3, 2003, p. 35). For example, on February 16, 1936, a tombola
took place in the People’s Home with a performance by an orchestra from Ostrov. All proceeds from
the event, as reported by the newspaper «Ukrainian Beskid» were donated for the completion of the
construction of the Zasianska church (Concert, 1936, No. 4 (319), P. 4).

Traditionally, on March 15, 1936, a Shevchenko concert was held in the hall of the People’s
Home. A report on the life of the great poet was presented on the stage, and his poems were recited
(Concert, 1936, No. 12, P. 5).

On December 6, 1936, the branch of the «Prosvita» society in Przemys$l organized the
celebration of the county «Prosvita» Day. In the concert hall of the People’s Home, choirs from reading
rooms of Vovcha, Ruske Selo and Virochok performed, with the choir of the reading room from
Medyka and the brass band of the Przemysl reading room as the highlights of the concert. Afterward,
the speech of the branch chairman M. Khrobak was heard (County Prosvita Day, 1936). Overall, the
concert program was filled with Ukrainian national spirit, and although there were few representatives
of the Ukrainian intelligentsia from Przemys$l at the concert, a large audience from the whole county
gathered. Such events united Ukrainians of the city and Przemys| county, awakening in them love for
Ukrainian song, dance, and word. The cultural and educational activity of «Prosvita» formed a
conscious Ukrainian public that felt its uniqueness and national identity.

In 1938, the Przemys$l branch of the Ukrainian Scientific Lectures Society named after Petro
Mohyla was located in the People’s Home building at 5 Kostiushko Street, where the Society’s library
was also located. There one could find various books and periodicals. On May 1, 1939, by the
decision of the Directorate, the People’s Home Society became a founding member of the Petro
Mohyla Society’s library (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 3, 176 p., P. 153).

Auxiliary financial activity occupied an important place in the work of the society. This is
evidenced by the distribution of profit for the years 1936 and 1937. From the profit of 1576.40 zlotys
for 1936, 1153.11 zlotys were allocated for charitable purposes (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 6,
126 p., p.3-32). The profit for 1937 amounted to 1162.79 zlotys, and the same amount of money as in
1936 was allocated for charitable purposes (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P $1, Sygn. 6, 126 p., P.32-63).

In March 1939, in the large hall of the People's House, two concerts dedicated to Taras
Shevchenko took place. The first concert was mostly organized by the «Prosvita» Reading Rooms
Branch (Personal Archive of the Ukrainian People's House, p.43), the second — by the society
«Przemysl Boyan» (Zabrovarny, 2019, P.249).

The financial condition of the «People's House» Society at the end of 1939 was as follows: own
capital amounted to 31,293.47 zlotys, including: statutory fund — 5242.74 zlotys, reserve fund —
17,140.56 zlotys, other funds — 8910.17 zlotys (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P $1, Sygn. 6, 126 p., P.84).

During the Soviet occupation of Przemys$l on November 23, 1939, the Soviet border service
(guard) moved into the premises of the «People's House» society at Kostiushko Street 5. On that day,
a Soviet officer appeared with three militiamen. After opening the large hall, an order was immediately
given to remove from the wall the memorial plaque of the Ukrainian Galician Army (APP, Zesp. 1086,
AP P $1, Sygn. 3, 176 p., P.154).

The office of the People's House, together with some inventory, was transferred to the building
of the «Ukrainian Savings» bank at Vodna Street, 2. The painting «Leaders of the People's House»
and 8 paintings (cooperative activists) were handed over to the local museum «Stryhovir» (APP, Zesp.
1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 3, 176 p., P.155). Here the society continued its activities, limited to providing
loans and collecting savings, until March 15, 1940. On that day, it was liquidated, and its assets and
liabilities were transferred to the Soviet branch of the USSR State Bank in Przemysl (APP, Zesp.
1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 7, 57 p., P.39-44). The inventory of movable property of the People's House
was transferred to the USSR State Bank in Przemysl on February 7, 1940 (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P
$1, Sygn. 2, 198 p., p.62), and on March 20, 1940, to the Border Guard Department and the Central
Savings Bank (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P 81, Sygn. 7, 57 p., P.46). On November 25, 1940, the building
of the Ukrainian House was completely occupied by the Border Guard Department (APP, Zesp. 1086,
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AP P S1, Sygn. 7, 57 p., p.53). According to the Act dated March 25, 1940, the «People's House»
society, a cooperative with limited liability in Przemysl, transfers to the USSR State Bank, Przemysl
branch, the parcel and the built two-story (3-story) brick house at Bandurskyi Street No. 5 in Przemysl|,
with a balance value of (sixty-five thousand one hundred forty 100 karbovanets) (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP
P S1, Sygn. 7, 57 p., P.55).

During its years of activity, the «People's House» Society was a member of the Audit Union of
Ukrainian Cooperatives since 1906, the District Union since 1925, the Central Bank since 1925,
«Silskyi Hospodar» since 1934, Prosvita since 1931, «Vira», «Dnister», People's Market, «Zolotyi
Kolos». On May 10, 1923, the «People's House» Society in Przemysl was entered into the
membership book of the «Ruska Shchadnytsia» in Przemys| based on the decision of the General
Meeting dated April 20, 1923 (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 9, 1 p., P.1).

The last preserved document in the archive is an invitation to the General Meeting of its
members, which was to take place on November 26, 1944 (APP, Zesp. 1086, AP P S1, Sygn. 11, 1 p.,
P.1).

Conclusions. Thus, as the founders of the «People's House» in Przemysl aspired, for many
years it was a true hearth of new national-cultural life, a sanctuary of the immortal Ukrainian word and
song. It hosted landmark events of the cultural and educational life of Ukrainians of Przemy$l and all of
Galicia: lectures, concerts, theatrical performances were held; commemorative days for T.
Shevchenko, I. Franko, M. Shashkevych, and others were organized.

The «People's House» served as the main platform for speeches by artists, politicians, scholars
and community activists. In a complex interaction involving contradictions, conflicts,
misunderstandings, and compromises on political, national, and religious grounds, in cooperation and
opposition, Ukrainians desperately created their culture and education. The examples presented show
that even under difficult historical conditions, education and culture remained important priorities for
Ukrainians, contributing to the preservation of national consciousness.

The People's House, fulfilling the role of a cultural and public center, simultaneously carried out
important educational, and sometimes even formative, functions, fostering in compatriots a sense of
national unity. Its founders desperately nurtured the Ukrainian language, historical memory, traditions,
and values, which enabled them to maintain a connection with their native culture and ensure the
continuous formation of national consciousness.
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Abstract.

This article aims to analyze the development of Polish-Japanese relations, which emerged
during the years 1904-1905 on the basis of a shared anti-Russian agenda. Particular attention is
devoted to the evolution of these relations in the interwar period, especially in the context of Poland’s
Promethean strategy. This geopolitical concept sought the disintegration of the Soviet Union and the
annexation of parts of its territory under the guise of establishing quasi-independent national republics.
The methodological framework of the study is grounded in the principles of historicism and scholarly
objectivity. Among the general scientific methods applied, the logical method made it possible to
explore the spatial dynamics of Polish-Japanese relations, while the historical method enabled an
examination of their evolution over time. The scholarly novelty of this research lies in its use of these
methods to uncover the historical context in which Polish-Japanese relations emerged during the
period of Poland’s statelessness. The analysis of Jozef Pitsudski’s policies in fostering cooperation
with Japan demonstrates a convergence of interests between the two nations in the dismemberment
of Tsarist Russia and, later, the Soviet Union into separate national states. It is established that Polish-
Japanese cooperation was characterized by a distinctly anti-Russian, anti-Soviet, and anti-communist
orientation. Conclusions. The origins of Polish-Japanese cooperation can be traced back to the
Russo-Japanese War of 1904-1905, where their shared opposition to the Russian Empire provided a
common strategic foundation. In the interwar period, this antagonism persisted, though within a
significantly altered geopolitical landscape: in 1918, an independent Polish state was restored, and in
1922, the Bolsheviks consolidated most of the former territories of the Russian Empire into the Soviet
Union. Throughout the 1930s, Polish-Japanese relations evolved within the framework of Poland’s
Promethean strategy, which sought the fragmentation of the Soviet Union into separate national
states. Japan’s interests, shaped by its Pan-Asian doctrine, aligned with Poland’s objectives —
particularly with regard to the idea of establishing a puppet Ukrainian state, known as Zeleny Klyn
(Green Ukraine), in the Russian Far East. Although these plans proved unrealistic and unattainable
during the 1930s, bilateral cooperation between Poland and Japan continued to develop in a sustained
and mutually beneficial manner.

Problem Statement. At the beginning of the 20th century, the territories of the former Polish—
Lithuanian Commonwealth were partitioned among Austria-Hungary, Russia, and Germany.
Nevertheless, the Polish nation did not accept the loss of its sovereignty and persistently pursued the
restoration of independence, seeking support from external powers. A favorable opportunity emerged
during the Russo-Japanese War of 1904-1905, when leaders of both the Polish Socialist movement
and the National Democrats (endecja) appealed to Japan for assistance. During this period, Polish-
Japanese relations were founded on a shared anti-Russian agenda. It was also proposed to exploit
the intelligence and sabotage potential of the Polish Military Organization (Polska Organizacja
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Wojskowa, POW) within the territory of the Russian Empire. Thus, even during the period of Poland’s
statelessness, the foundations of a Polish intelligence apparatus were laid, accompanied by the initial
development of cooperation with Japanese military intelligence.

Polish-Japanese collaboration continued beyond 1926, following the ascent to power of the
Sanation regime under Jézef Pitsudski. Under his leadership, Poland clandestinely pursued the
Promethean strategy, which aimed to dismantle the Soviet Union into separate national republics
linked to Poland through federal associations. Japan, driven by its Pan-Asian doctrine, likewise sought
the disintegration of the USSR and territorial expansion in the Far East. Accordingly, Polish-Japanese
relations during this period were built upon a shared anti-Russian, anti-Soviet, and anti-communist
foundation.

The renewed confrontation with the Russian Federation in the early 21st century echoes many
of the geopolitical patterns of the previous century. As such, the topic remains highly relevant.
Grounded in a long-standing anti-Russian orientation, Polish-Japanese relations have consistently
treated the «Ukrainian question» as a matter of strategic priority. Just as it did a century ago, Ukraine
continues to occupy a pivotal role in global geopolitics.

Analysis of Sources and Recent Research. For evident reasons, Polish-Japanese relations
during the period under study are most thoroughly examined in the works of contemporary historians
from the Republic of Poland and Japan. The Russo-Japanese War of 1904-1905 marked the earliest
phase of such relations, as documented in a seminal monograph by Polish scholars (Patasz-
Rutkowska, Romer, 1996). Published at the end of the 20th century, this work was among the first to
draw academic attention to previously overlooked aspects of the bilateral relationship.

Subsequent research was advanced through collaborative efforts between Japanese and Polish
historians, notably Hiroaki Kuromiya and Pawet Libera (Kuromiya, Libera, 2009). Their studies are fully
consistent with the historical tradition of Polish-Japanese cooperation within the framework of the
Promethean movement, which gained momentum during the interwar period. The authors further
sought to analyze the motivations, development, and consequences of Japan’s involvement in
Promethean initiatives on the eve of the Second World War (Kuromiya, Libera, Peptonski, 2009).

The culmination of this joint scholarly endeavor was a comprehensive monograph by Hiroaki
Kuromiya and Andrzej Peptonski — a leading expert on the history of Polish intelligence during the
interwar years. This work traces the trajectory of intelligence cooperation between Poland and Japan
from Jézef Pitsudski’s initial contacts with Japanese representatives in 1904 to the closing stages of
World War Il (Kuromiya, Peptonski, 2009). Of particular relevance to the present study is a dedicated
chapter in this volume that explores the origins of Promethean activity in the Far East. The authors
underscore that collaboration with Japan constituted a significant component of Poland’s interwar
foreign policy.

Ukrainian scholars have primarily focused on the relationship between representatives of the
State Center (Derzhavnyi Tsentr, DC) of the Ukrainian People's Republic (UNR) and the Japanese
government during the 1930s. They have concluded, in particular, that the initiative to establish ties
between the DC UNR’s intelligence services in exile and Japan was spearheaded by Volodymyr
Murskyi —UNR envoy in Istanbul, diplomat, and operative of the Ukrainian intelligence service — who
was the first to establish substantive contacts and initiate information exchanges with Japanese
attachés in Turkey (Okipniuk, Kozlov, 2023, p. 103). While we agree with the authors’ assessment that
this intelligence cooperation facilitated improved operational conditions for Ukrainian émigré
organizations in Manchuria, it is necessary to add that these developments took place within the
broader framework of Poland’s Promethean strategy.

Overall, Polish-Japanese relations remain a largely underexplored topic in Ukrainian
historiography. Despite their historical relevance, they have yet to receive the scholarly attention they
warrant, and thus require thorough investigation within the scope of this research.

The primary source base for this study consists of documents from Section Il of the General
Staff of the Polish Army, preserved in the collections of the Central Military Archive of the Republic of
Poland.

This article aims to investigate the formation of Polish-Japanese relations during the First
World War and their evolution in the latter half of the 1930s, with particular emphasis on the
cooperation between the military intelligence services of the Second Polish Republic and Imperial
Japan. The two parties shared a strategic interest in the fragmentation of the Soviet Union into
separate national republics and the establishment of the entity known as Zeleny Klyn (Green Ukraine).

Presentation of the Main Research Material. A favorable opportunity for the implementation of
Jozef Pitsudski’s plans arose during the Russo-Japanese War of 1904—-1905. At that time, the prospect
of Polish-Japanese cooperation appeared feasible and would later develop into a sustained tradition.
In 1904, in his Memorandum to the Japanese government, Pitsudski underscored the strategic
importance of mobilizing the numerous non-Russian peoples inhabiting the Black Sea—Baltic region in
the struggle against the Russian Empire, arguing that Poland should assume a leading role in this
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endeavor. He justified Poland’s predominance in the process by invoking the historical legacy of the
federative Polish—Lithuanian Commonwealth (Zbiér dokumentoéw..., 2000, p. 56). For Pitsudski, this
was not only the fulfillment of a civilizational mission on the path toward Polish independence, but also
a means of ensuring that «Russia, deprived of the territories it has seized, will be weakened to such
an extent that it will cease to be a formidable and dangerous neighbor» (Pitsudski, 1937, p. 253).

Pitsudski personally traveled to the Japanese capital, Tokyo, to present his plan to the
government of Katsura Tard concerning the organization of a national uprising in Poland «together
with other subjugated peoples of the Russian Empire». During negotiations with representatives of the
Japanese military — Murata, lganaki, and Kawakami — he proposed the establishment of a Polish
intelligence network designed to coordinate sabotage and terrorist operations against Tsarist Russia.
In exchange, he requested that Japan provide weapons, ammunition, military instructors for the Polish
Socialist Party (PPS), and diplomatic support for the Polish cause in international forums
(Charszkiewicz, 1955, p.138). Under pressure from Great Britain, which strongly opposed any
extension of the conflict into Europe, the Japanese government declined to adopt Pitsudski’s proposal
in its entirety, limiting its engagement to intelligence cooperation (CAW. 1.303.4.5500, fols. 118-125).

At the time, the Polish people — subject to the rule of Austria-Hungary, Germany, and Russia —
were engaged in a determined struggle to restore their statehood. Within this national liberation
movement, two of the most influential political currents competed for dominance. The first, represented
by the PPS and its leader Jozef Pitsudski, sought the full restoration of an independent Polish state.
The second, the National Democratic Party (NDP) under the leadership of Roman Dmowski, aimed to
achieve Polish autonomy within a future federated Russia. In mid-May 1904, Roman Dmowski arrived
in Tokyo, where he initiated consultations with the Director of the Political Department of the Japanese
Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Mr. Yamasza, and with General Fukashina. The Japanese authorities,
however, declined to pursue cooperation, citing the evident divisions within the Polish political sphere.
They expressed a preference to engage with a unified national movement — conditions that had not yet
materialized at that time (CAW. 1.303.4.5500, fol. 120). Nonetheless, Polish-Japanese relations were
not entirely severed. On the contrary, it was during this period that the foundations were laid for a
relationship that would later fully materialize in the interwar years.

The national liberation efforts of Pitsudski, Dmowski, and other Polish patriots culminated on
November 11, 1918 - the day the First World War ended — with the re-establishment of an
independent Polish state, known in historiography as the Second Polish Republic (1918-1939). In
1919, Japan officially recognized Poland’s independence. Throughout the 1920s, Polish-Japanese
relations evolved in the broader context of shared opposition to Bolshevik Russia. This era was
marked by the Polish-Soviet War of 1919-1920 and Japan’s military intervention in the Russian Far
East (1918-1922). During this period, diplomatic missions were established in Warsaw and Tokyo;
Polish children were repatriated from Siberia; official contacts between the Polish authorities and the
Japanese imperial family were maintained; and cooperation between the General Staffs of both
nations intensified. Military envoys were exchanged, a Polish-Japanese maritime trade agreement was
signed, and the Polish-Japanese Society was founded (Patasz-Rutkowska, Romer, 1996, pp. 62—-109).

Cooperation between the Polish and Japanese intelligence services, grounded in a shared anti-
Soviet and anti-communist agenda, progressed steadily throughout the entire interwar period (CAW.
1.303.4.5741, fol. 19). Representatives of the Sanation regime in Poland, who endorsed the
Promethean concept, exhibited a marked interest in Ukrainians residing in Soviet-controlled regions of
the Russian Far East and in Chinese Manchuria. Japanese authorities likewise sought to harness the
national liberation aspirations of Ukrainians to advance their own strategic interests. Consequently, the
Ukrainian question came to occupy a prominent place in the bilateral relations between the two states.

In the Russian Far East, descendants of Ukrainians resettled in Siberia by the Tsarist authorities
as early as the 1850s continued to reside. By the end of the 19th century, mass Ukrainian migration to
the southern regions of the Russian Far East led to the emergence of the term Zeleny Klyn (Green
Ukraine), denoting the territories of the Amur and Ussuri regions, which became the primary areas of
Ukrainian colonization. By the 1920s, virtually all of these lands had become the focal point of a
Ukrainian national liberation movement aimed at establishing an independent Ukrainian state on the
Pacific coast. As a result, the concept of Zeleny Klyn acquired a broader interpretation, encompassing
the territory stretching from Lake Baikal to the Bering Strait. Alongside the term Zeleny Klyn, the
designation Zelena Ukraina (Green Ukraine) also came into use.

Poland’s geopolitical ambitions extended into Soviet-controlled territories of the Russian Far
East and Chinese Manchuria. Proponents of Poland’s Promethean doctrine sought to harness the
dissatisfaction of various national groups with Soviet policy and to unite them into a coordinated anti-
Soviet front. As is well documented, the Polish General Staff, acting through its consulate in Harbin,
facilitated the establishment of a Manchurian branch of the Warsaw-based Prometheus society, which
oversaw the activities of émigré centers representing non-Russian peoples in their struggle against the
USSR. The Harbin branch was headed by Wiadystaw Pelc. Active participants included
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representatives of the Polish, Georgian, Idel-Ural (Volga Tatar), and Ukrainian émigré communities.
The Ukrainian émigrés in Manchuria were represented by Pavlo Yakhno and Ivan Svit, both of whom
adhered to the ideological legacy of the Ukrainian People’s Republic (UNR) and operated under the
authority of General Volodymyr Salsky. Of all the groups involved, the Polish leadership placed its
greatest hopes for the success of the Promethean strategy in the Ukrainians, who constituted the
largest and potentially most influential force in the Far East (CAW. 1.303.4.5500, fol. 81). It was clear to
the Polish ruling elite that Poland could attain the status of a great power only by strengthening a
system of alliances with Slavic minorities — foremost among them, the Ukrainians (CAW. 1.303.4.5659,
n.p.).

In supporting Promethean initiatives, the Japanese military establishment primarily pursued its
own strategic interests. Japan was particularly committed to advancing the Pan-Asian doctrine in the
Far East — an extension of its great-power ideology and a central component of its broader imperialist
policy in Asia. The objective of Japanese messianism, or Nipponism — positioned in direct opposition
to communist ideology — was to unite the so-called “yellow race” into a powerful empire, with Japan,
Manchuria, and China constituting its initial core (CAW. 1.303.4.5782, fol. 619). Japan aspired to
exclusive dominance over the Sea of Okhotsk, the Sea of Japan, the Yellow Sea, and the East China
Sea, as well as strategic control over the adjacent continental territories (BPP. AAK, sygn. 1199,
fol. 46). In light of these ambitions, a military confrontation with the Soviet Union appeared inevitable.

The creation of the state of Manchukuo marked the first phase of Japan’s imperial expansion
and constituted a significant setback for Soviet policy in the region. In 1931, Japan invaded Manchuria,
and in 1932 it proclaimed the puppet state of Manchukuo, ostensibly established for the Manchu
people (CAW. 1.303.4.5569, fol. 1). Nominally a monarchy led by the last heir of the Manchu dynasty —
Prince Puyi, who assumed the throne under the regnal name Kangde — Manchukuo was, in reality,
under the direct control of Japanese authorities (Svit, 1972, p. 116). It was conceived as a precedent
for the establishment of similar client states elsewhere. Strategically, the Japanese leadership
remained focused on the Russian Far East.

Following Japan’s occupation of northeastern China and the formation of the vassal state of
Manchukuo in 1932, Japanese authority was institutionalized through the establishment of military
missions across all major settlements in the occupied territory. Governance in Manchukuo was
overseen by the Japanese ambassador to Manchuria, who also served as commander of the
Kwantung Army (Svit, 1962, p. 3). The Japanese Military Mission (JMM), through its political advisor |.
Mykhailiv, expressed significant interest in the Ukrainian question (Svit, 1972, p. 117). Japan
supported the idea of establishing a Ukrainian state in the Zeleny Klyn (Green Ukraine) region,
modeled on the example of Manchukuo (Referat..., 1937, p. 6). As part of its efforts to undermine
Soviet influence in the Far East, Japan considered the possibility of founding a state entity — Zelena
Ukraina (Green Ukraine) — in the area encompassing Khabarovsk, Vladivostok, and the Amur River
basin (Kossenko, 1934, pp. 4-8).

In general, Japan did not fully endorse Poland’s Promethean policy; nevertheless, it sought to
exploit Polish-Promethean networks to expand its influence among the émigré communities of
Manchuria, which shared a border with part of the Zeleny Klyn (Green Ukraine) region. The Japanese
intelligence services attached considerable importance to the Far Eastern diaspora in anticipation of a
future conflict, intending to harness this community to advance Japan’s imperial objectives. To that
end, at Japan’s initiative, the organization Segeydon was established. It brought together Georgian,
Ukrainian, and Tatar émigrés and trained them for sabotage activities directed against the Soviet
Union (RGVA. f.461/k, op.1, d.1, |. 141).

The Ukrainian émigré community was assigned a particularly prominent role in the envisioned
Far Eastern conflict, as Japanese intelligence viewed it as a key asset in the pursuit of its strategic
aims. Members of the Petliura movement — already active participants in the Polish Promethean
campaign — readily agreed to cooperate, perceiving in this alliance an opportunity to leverage
Japanese military and political support for the restoration of an independent Ukrainian state. They
hoped that an imminent Japanese-Soviet conflict would result in the dissolution of the USSR into
several independent entities — Ukraine, the Caucasus, Turkestan, and others — thus enabling their
return from exile (Kossenko, 1934, p. 6).

The non-aggression pact signed between Poland and the Soviet Union on 25 July 1932
significantly undermined the implementation of Promethean policy in the Far East. Representatives of
various national émigré centers, along with certain figures from the Ukrainian People's Republic
(UNR), became disillusioned with Poland’s support and shifted their focus toward cooperation with
Japan. This realignment corresponded with the strategic objectives of Japanese policymakers. In
1932-1933, a series of directives was issued to Japanese military attachés in Europe and Turkey,
advising the intensification of intelligence operations within the Soviet Union and collaboration with so-
called «oppressed peoples» (CAW. 1.303.4.5569, fol. 36).
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In mid-1935, the Japanese embassy in Berlin established contact with the Organization of
Ukrainian Nationalists (OUN) with the aim of utilizing Ukrainian militants to carry out anti-Soviet
sabotage operations (CAW. 1.303.4.2014, fol. 28). The Japanese engaged in discussions with General
Mykola Kapustiansky in Paris and Centurion Richard Yary in Berlin. In November 1936, Colonel
Yevhen Konovalets met twice in Geneva with Colonel Tanaka, who had traveled from Berlin
specifically for that purpose. At the time, Tanaka served as the senior Japanese political liaison officer
in Europe for engagement with Ukrainian political groups. He was accompanied by Captain Matsuoka
(a pseudonym), the unofficial representative of the Ukrainian division within the Manchukuo émigré
apparatus (CAW. 1.303.4.5764, n.p.).

Despite political setbacks, the leadership of the Promethean movement continued efforts to
reestablish ties with Japan, seeking to revive bilateral cooperation. W. Baczkowski, a leading figure
within the Warsaw-based Prometheus group, conducted clandestine negotiations with Masutard Inoe,
secretary of the Japanese embassy. Baczkowski was widely regarded in Poland as a specialist in
Polish-Japanese relations, a reputation substantiated by numerous press articles published in Mysl
Polska, a journal under his editorship (Kozuchowski, 1937, p. 1; Orlowski, 1937, p. 2; Baczkowski,
1938, p. 1). On 1 April 1938, he presented Inde with a historical essay outlining the wars and conflicts
between Poland and Russia, beginning in the fourteenth century (CAW. 1.303.4.5476, fol. 56). In a
private conversation, Bgczkowski also sought to persuade In6e of the futility of Japanese reliance on
representatives of the Russian White émigré community and advocated for the continuation of
Japanese-Promethean cooperation (Baczkowski, 2009, p. 135). Additionally, through Baczkowski’s
mediation, the leadership of the Promethean movement urged Japanese officials to intensify efforts to
neutralize Russian influence in the Far East. In exchange, it proposed the creation of a Ukrainian
puppet state — Manchukuo No. 2 (CAW. 1.303.4.5476, fols.70-73).

To advance these plans, it was proposed that Promethean centers be established in Tokyo and
Harbin. These would operate through propaganda mechanisms —including the press, leaflets, radio
broadcasts, congresses, and conferences — alongside clandestine executive committees organized
along national lines, such as the «Committee for Ukrainian Action» (Baczkowski, 1938, p. 1). However,
Wactaw Bgczkowski’s proposals failed to gain sufficient support from the Japanese leadership, which
ultimately disregarded Poland’s Promethean initiatives. Although Japan did not abandon cooperation
with Polish intelligence services altogether, it chose to independently exploit the potential of anti-Soviet
émigré communities in the Far East to pursue its own imperial objectives. Ultimately, the grand
strategic designs of both Poland and Japan for the dismemberment of the Soviet Union were not
realized prior to the outbreak of the Second World War.

In their struggle for national independence, the Poles sought support from Imperial Japan, which
was itself opposed to the Russian Empire. Diplomatic relations between leading Polish political figures
— Jézef Pitsudski and Roman Dmowski — and the Japanese government were first established during
the Russo-Japanese War of 1904—-1905. For Pitsudski, Russia represented the principal adversary, as
he regarded it as the primary force behind the partitions of the Polish—Lithuanian Commonwealth and
its subsequent collapse at the end of the eighteenth century. This shared anti-Russian platform formed
the foundation of Polish-Japanese relations and continued to evolve during the interwar period,
particularly following the emergence of an independent Poland and the Soviet Union on the
geopolitical map of Europe. Pitsudski viewed the USSR as the ideological and political successor of
Tsarist Russia and sought to dismantle it from within by fomenting separatist movements among its
non-Russian populations.

This gave rise to Poland’s Promethean strategy, which envisioned the fragmentation of the
Soviet Union into independent national republics, with the ultimate aim of federating them under Polish
leadership. The initiative to establish a Ukrainian state in the Far East — Zeleny Klyn (Green Ukraine) —
was fully consistent with Japan’s regional strategic interests. The overarching goal of Polish-Japanese
cooperation was the dissolution of the Soviet Union into a constellation of national states. In this
broader geopolitical contest, both countries sought to assume an active role and to position
themselves for participation in the territorial reorganization of the USSR.

However, Poland’s intense focus on the Ukrainian question ultimately made it a target of
expansionist policies by its neighbors, who invaded and partitioned its territory at the start of the
Second World War. Japan, for its part, suffered catastrophic losses during the final phase of the war,
including the atomic bombings by the United States and the destruction of the Kwantung Army by
Soviet forces.
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Abstract

The article aims to investigate and identify the various forms of exhibition activities conducted
by the Ukrainian émigré community in Czechoslovakia during the period 1920-1941, acknowledging
these activities as a pivotal component of cultural, educational, and enlightenment efforts dedicated to
the preservation and advancement of Ukrainian science, culture, and traditions. The study’s
scholarly contribution lies in its focused analysis of the exhibition practices of the Ukrainian
intelligentsia in exile within the Czechoslovak Republic and in revealing their importance in the
dissemination and promotion of Ukrainian cultural heritage. The research methodology is grounded
in general scientific principles, encompassing analytical and logical methods; broadly historical
approaches such as historical-problematic and historical-chronological analyses; and a range of
specialized source-critical technigues including source criticism, classification, and typology. The
application of bibliographic and archival heuristic methods enabled a systematic identification,
processing, and organization of relevant materials. Moreover, concrete-historical sources, documents
and materials contemporaneous to the studied period that reflect specific events or individual
contributions, were integral to the inquiry. Conclusion. Operating under the frameworks established
by the Czechoslovak government, a range of institutions, educational entities, societies, museums,
and other organizations actively engaged in cultural and educational initiatives. These bodies
organized numerous exhibitions showcasing books and other collections, thereby facilitating the
promotion of Ukrainian culture and historical identity. A substantial proportion of these exhibitions were
thematic, portraying Ukrainians as a community dedicated to preserving their cultural identity and,
fundamentally, to the realization of an independent statehood. Many of the publications exhibited
retain their scholarly and historical significance, serving not only as important artifacts within the
context of Ukrainian scientific publishing history but also as meaningful contributions to Ukrainian
science across diverse fields. This cultural work also involved significant participation from young
Ukrainian scholars and students embarking on their academic and pedagogical careers. Notably, the
support of the local Czechoslovak population, particularly in urban centers such as Prague,
Podébrady, and Brno, proved considerable. By the late 1930s, exhibition activities had evolved into a
prioritized domain for museums and libraries; however, this area still require further comprehensive
and detailed scholarly investigation.

The problem statement. Ukrainian emigration to Czechoslovakia became a landmark in the
history of emigration in general. The Ukrainian intelligentsia marked this period by laying down
important experiences in preserving and developing national culture, traditions, and understanding of
their identity in a multicultural space and complex political realities. Representatives of the Ukrainian
diaspora in Czechoslovakia established several secondary and higher education institutions.
Furthermore, scientific and cultural-educational societies and organisations commenced their
activities, evolving into key institutions for scientific research, educational development, and cultural
dissemination. The main goal of these centres was to promote Ukrainian identity as an important part
of European history and culture.

Analysis of sources and new research. The historiography of the study and the source base
The cultural, educational, and enlightenment activities of Ukrainian emigrants in Prague have been
studied by individual Ukrainian scholars, including S. Vidnyansky, O. Danilenko, and O. Sukhobokova.
However, they only touched upon this topic in the context of studying other issues related to Ukrainian
emigration to Czechoslovakia. The cultural, educational, and enlightenment activities of Ukrainian
emigrants in Czechoslovakia in 1920-1941 have not been the subject of attention of any domestic or
foreign researcher. In particular, Ukrainian scholar S. Vidnyansky, who studied the activities of the
Ukrainian Free University, examined the issues of its scientific, pedagogical, cultural, and educational
work. He concluded that from the beginning of its activity in Prague, the Ukrainian Free University was
at the centre of the cultural and scientific life of Ukrainian emigration. However, he did not consider the
specific forms of cultural, educational, and enlightenment work, including exhibitions, carried out by the
university staff and students (Vidnianskyi, 1994).

The subject of Ukrainian emigration in Czechoslovakia was also among O. Danylenko’s areas
of scholarly interest. In his examination of Ukrainian emigration within the Czechoslovak Republic, O.
Danylenko emphasized the particularly challenging moral, psychological, and material circumstances
faced by Ukrainian emigrants during the interwar period. He observed that the Ukrainian intelligentsia
played a crucial role in shaping the sociocultural profile of the emigrant community. The scholar
concluded that the intellectual resources of emigrant political organizations and associations gradually
transitioned from political engagement to activities in the scientific, cultural, and educational domains.
This shift led to the establishment of numerous centres, institutions, and organizations of diverse
orientations throughout Czechoslovakia in the 1920s. Despite a thorough analysis of Ukrainian
emigration activities, cultural, educational, and exhibition activities remained outside the scope of the
scholar’s interests (Danylenko, 2001, s. 37-40).

O. Sukhobokova devoted her research to the cultural and educational centre of Ukrainian
emigration formed in Czechoslovakia. In her study, she demonstrated that the cultural and educational
institutions founded by the Ukrainian intelligentsia served as unifying platforms for both the broader
Ukrainian community and its intellectual elite, leading to the development of a comprehensive system
of Ukrainian national schools and cultural organisations. However, her research primarily concentrated
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on the exhibition activities of the Ukrainian intelligentsia, without delving into the specific forms and
practices of their cultural and educational initiatives (Sukhobokova, 2010, s. 133-137; Sukhobokova,
2023, s. 23-27).

Among foreign scholars, this issue was also considered by the Czech historian Ljubitza
Harbulova. In her work "The Life of Ukrainian Emigration in the Interwar Czechoslovak Period in the
Works of Czech and Slovenian Historians," she describes the scientific works of Czech and Slovenian
historians who studied Ukrainian emigration in Czechoslovakia. She revealed the great interest of
these scholars not only in the life and activities of Ukrainians in Czechoslovakia, but also in their
influence on Czech and Slovak society. (Harbulova, 2019, p. 120-136).

Czech scholar Ondfej Havel, who in his work examined the activities of the Ukrainian Civic
Committee in Czechoslovakia from 1921 to 1925. He showed that the Committee was engaged not
only in economic work, but also in active educational and propaganda activities. His team contributed
to the opening of other educational institutions and societies for Ukrainian emigrants (Havel, 2009, p.
73-87).

Thanks to the close cooperation between Ukraine and Czechoslovakia, we have a significant
number of sources for researching this topic, including: statutes, letters, bulletins of societies and
scientific institutions, reports on the activities of institutions and public organizations, and archival
materials. These materials reveal the opportunities and problems that arose for Ukrainian emigrants in
the process of their activities.

Thus, an analysis of scientific works devoted to the study of the activities of Ukrainian
emigration in Czechoslovakia showed that the topic of cultural and educational work and the
popularisation of achievements has not yet become an area of interest for Ukrainian scholars. In some
works, historians touch upon the problems of cultural, educational, and enlightenment work to one
degree or another, but research into the forms of such work, in particular the exhibition activities of
higher education institutions, societies, and various Ukrainian emigrant organisations, has not become
a priority. But the availability of important sources requires in-depth disclosure of the topic today.

Given this, our study aims to identify the forms of exhibition activities of Ukrainian emigration in
Czechoslovakia in 1920-1941 as an important factor in cultural and educational activities to preserve
and develop Ukrainian science, culture, and traditions.

The methodological basis of the study was general scientific, in particular, analytical and logical,
general historical, which was historical-problematic and historical-chronological; and several special
source study methods, such as source criticism, classification, and typology. Methods of bibliographic
and archival heuristics helped to gradually identify, process, and systematise specific historical
sources.

The results of the research. It is widely recognized that exhibition activity constitutes a
significant component of cultural and educational work, as it serves to engage a broad audience with
cultural heritage and intellectual achievements. Ukrainian emigrant higher education institutions,
libraries, societies, and cultural centres actively organized exhibitions featuring books, experimental
findings, and scientific and technological accomplishments. Similarly, art institutions and educational
establishments in the arts curated exhibitions of artworks and architectural designs. These exhibitions,
which highlighted artistic, craft-based, and other cultural contributions, played a crucial role in
preserving national identity, fostering connections with the homeland, and promoting Ukrainian culture
on the international stage.

Scientific, educational, and art exhibitions organised by the Ukrainian Free University, the
Ukrainian Economic Academy, the Ukrainian Higher Pedagogical Institute named after M.
Dragomanov, and other institutions gained widespread popularity. Among them were exhibitions
dedicated to the achievements of Ukrainian education, the liberation struggle of the Ukrainian people,
the preservation of memory about the past, and the cultivation of patriotism among Ukrainian
emigrants (Zubko, 2024, S. 90-91).

The most active cultural and educational, and in this context, exhibition activities were carried
out by the staff of the Ukrainian Economic Academy, which not only engaged in educational and
scientific activities, but also worked systematically to acquaint Czechoslovak society and its citizens
with the achievements of Ukrainian emigrants. In addition to academic lectures, the Academy’s
teachers gave popular science lectures and organised exhibitions of literature and scientific
achievements of the staff and students. Among other things, some lectures aroused great interest not
only among students but also among city residents. These included a lecture by Karel Havlicek
Borovsky on the influence of Czech educators on Ukrainians and a lecture on the activities of
President Masaryk. In addition, every year the Academy organised parties in Podébrady, to which it
invited the most influential people in the city (Ukrainska hospodarska, 1935, s. 112-113).

The management and staff of the Ukrainian Economic Academy created several societies and
centres, which also participated in many cultural and educational events and exhibitions, presenting
their achievements and experience in Czechoslovakia and beyond. Active exhibition activities were

initiated in 1923 through the engagement of faculty and students at an agricultural exhibition held in
Prague. The team was awarded diplomas from the Czech Agricultural Council based on the
achievements presented. Subsequently, every time the Academy team participated in such
exhibitions, it received honorary awards and medals for its exhibits and presentations (Shulha, 2019,
s. 111).

Regarding the materials presented at the exhibitions, it is noteworthy that, to promote Ukrainian
culture and history, scientists and students of the Academy, upon the request of the Ukrainian
Committee in Lviv, produced 20 large maps and diagrams about Ukraine for presentation at the world
exhibition in Chicago in 1932 (Biuleten, 1966, s. 5)

The Ukrainian Bibliophile Society, founded by Ukrainian emigrants, played a leading role in
uniting bibliographers, librarians, and publishers. Among its primary objectives was the organization of
scholarly meetings featuring professional presentations and discussions focused on matters related to
Ukrainian bibliography (Ukrainska hospodarska, 1959, s. 72-1). Almost all scientific meetings were
accompanied by interesting exhibitions, where new Ukrainian publications were presented or
dedicated to a specific topic. Such exhibitions contributed to the popularisation of the scientific
achievements of the Ukrainian scientific elite and the development of Ukrainian-Czechoslovak
relations in science and culture. Among them were exhibitions dedicated to the works of T.
Shevchenko and O. Kobylianska, Ukrainian bookplates, book graphics, and Ukrainian publications in
the United States and camps for Ukrainian prisoners of war. One such exhibition took place in 1924
and was dedicated to the 350th anniversary of the Apostle (Gospel) publication in Lviv. Not only
representatives of the Ukrainian intelligentsia were invited, but also residents of the cities where they
were held.

The majority of exhibitions were critically examined in periodicals through reviews,
commentaries, and general discussions. For example, the newspaper “Czechoslovak Republic”
published a review of one of the exhibitions of Ukrainian books. The article emphasised that the books
presented at the exhibition came from all Ukrainian territories, in particular: Soviet Ukraine, Galicia,
Bukovina, and Transcarpathia.

Another exhibition of Ukrainian books was organised by the Ukrainian Bibliophile Society during
the International Congress of Librarians and Bibliophiles in Prague in 1926, with the support of the
Association of Czechoslovak Librarians. The exhibition featured Ukrainian books published in Ukraine
and abroad, periodicals, materials about Ukraine in other languages, works by Shevchenko, and
graphics from various publishers and libraries (Z istorii mizhnarodnykh, 1999, s. 129-130).

It is worth noting that in 1932, the Society independently organised a book exhibition during the
Ukrainian Scientific Congress held in Prague. Attendees were provided with a catalogue
encompassing all published books, with particular emphasis on those displayed at the exhibition
(Katalog vystavy, 1933). In 1933, the Society also curated an exhibition of graphic works from the 19th
and 20th centuries, featuring contributions from over 100 Ukrainian artists. This event was actively
discussed in scientific circles and the media (Z istorii mizhnarodnykh, 1999, s. 129-130). Exhibition
activity emerged as a significant aspect of the Ukrainian Historical Institute’s scholarly and cultural
agenda. Aimed at disseminating knowledge about the cultural and social life of Ukrainians, the
Institute regularly organized exhibitions as part of its broader outreach efforts. The inaugural
exhibition, dedicated to periodicals from the Transcarpathian region, was held from May 31 to June 2,
1934, in collaboration with the Society of Ukrainian Writers and Journalists. This event was
accompanied by a series of lectures and informational sessions. Notably, the exhibition attracted
considerable interest from both Ukrainian emigrants and residents of various cities in Czechoslovakia.
Later, the Institute’s staff curated two additional exhibitions, focusing on early Ukrainian periodicals
and contemporary Ukrainian journalism.

The Ukrainian Historical Institute also contributed to exhibitions organized by other institutions,
primarily by supplying exhibition materials. Two such exhibitions were held in major Czechoslovak
cities: Prague and Brno, thereby enabling broader public access and engagement. One of them took
place in Prague and was held at the Central City Bookstore from April 22 to May 7, 1933. The
exhibition presented more than seventy illustrated magazines published by the Institute. Another
exhibition occurred from October 1 to 15 of the same year at the Czechoslovak Academy of
Agriculture. The Institute’s staff presented 178 illustrated magazines on literature, art, history, cultural
and social life, agriculture, and technology. Importantly, the exhibition also included periodicals
intended for children and youth, highlighting the Institute’s commitment to diverse audiences. The
Ukrainian Historical Institute took part in exhibitions initiated by other institutions, including those held
by the Ukrainian Higher Pedagogical Institute in 1934 and 1936 (Zhyvotko, 2014, s. 92; Biuleten,
1932, s. 7-10).

The Ukrainian Historical Institute and the Museum of the Struggle for the Liberation of Ukraine
actively engaged in the collection and preservation of archival, library, and museum materials in
Prague. The Ukrainian Historical Institute was financially independent, while the Museum of the
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Struggle for the Liberation of Ukraine was funded by the government. Oleksandr Mytsiuk, in an article
in the journal Nasha Kultura, noted that despite these circumstances, these institutions did not
compete with each other, but rather complemented each other, serving different segments of
Ukrainian émigré society (Mytsiuk, 1937, s. 48).

Despite the challenging circumstances under which it commenced its activities, first in Vienna
and then in Prague, the Ukrainian Free University gradually expanded its focus beyond academic and
scientific pursuits to include active engagement in cultural and educational initiatives. The University
began its activities in Prague under conditions facilitated by the Czechoslovak government in support
of Ukrainian émigrés (Ukrainskyi, 1927, s. 68). The University’'s academic community paid great
attention to organising scientific congresses and exhibitions to present its achievements in printed
literature to the scientific community in Prague. The initiative to convene the first congress originated
with the Ukrainian Academic Committee, and the event was held from October 3 to 7, 1926. This
congress served both to highlight the scientific contributions of the Ukrainian scholarly community and
to foster connections with Ukrainian research institutions and academic circles within the
Czechoslovak Republic and beyond. It is noteworthy that the majority of participants were Ukrainian
émigré scholars, with only a small number of participants representing scientists from other European
countries. Although the University’s achievements at that time were still modest, they were
nevertheless presented in a small exhibition aimed at introducing their work to international colleagues
(Ukrainskyi, 1928, s. 8-9).

The congress was attended by distinguished Czech professors Bidlo and Pastrnek and
Slovenian scientist Matyas Murko, who taught at Charles University then. They sincerely supported
their Ukrainian colleagues in their desire to turn Prague into a centre of Slavic science, including
Ukrainian science (Ukrainskyi, 1928, s. 10).

During the congress, Ukrainian scientists presented their achievements and opportunities
realised in the Czechoslovak Republic. Czech and Slovak researchers expressed particular interest in
the prospects for collaborative, forward-looking research across multiple scientific disciplines as
proposed by the Ukrainian participants.

The second Ukrainian Scientific Congress was held in Prague from March 20 to 24, 1932,
drawing increased interest from a broader range of scholars across European countries (Derysh,
2024, s. 90). This period marked a turning point for many Ukrainian academics in exile, as hopes for
returning to their homeland were increasingly diminished. As the Czechoslovak government’s aid
program was gradually being phased out and there were insufficient funds to support higher education
institutions operating in the Czechoslovak Republic, it became clear that it would be impossible to
implement a significant part of their plans. The Ukrainian academic community tried to unite and make
important joint decisions despite this (Statut, 1932).

A significant accomplishment of the second congress was the organization of a book exhibition
at the Central Library in Prague (Ustfedniknihovnav Praze), which featured about 1,000 titles including
scholarly monographs and articles authored by Ukrainian researchers and published by various
Ukrainian publishing houses over the preceding decade. It is important to note that, in addition to the
congress participants, representatives of Czech scientific circles also visited the exhibition (I
Ukrainskyi, 1932, s. 2-10).

The scientific and pedagogical staff, along with students of the Ukrainian Free University, were
engaged not only in teaching and research activities but also in organizing various events, including
exhibitions, aimed at showcasing and promoting their contributions to Ukrainian science (Dzhus, 2019,
s. 16-17)

Beyond higher education institutions, cultural, educational, and exhibition initiatives were also
undertaken by public organizations established by Ukrainian émigrés within the Czechoslovak
Republic, such as foundations, societies, and cultural centres.

Thus, from the very beginning of its activity, the Ukrainian Historical and Philological Society in
Prague set itself the task of becoming a powerful cultural and scientific center of the Ukrainian
emigration. At the same time, it considered scientific research and educational work to be the main
form of its activity (Salata, 2020, p. 177). However, already in the process of its work, the society
began to actively organize broad scientific discussions on various issues and exhibitions of books that
were published by members of the society and with their participation (Voron, 2020, s. 102-104).

Among other things, publishing and exhibition activities were one of the main areas of activity of
the Ukrainian Public Publishing Fund (the Fund), established by the Ukrainian Civic Committee on
April 24, 1923. The Fund published original works and translations into Ukrainian for the educational
sector: textbooks for secondary and higher education institutions, reference books, and fiction. To
coordinate activities and approve books and textbooks for publication, the Fund established a
Publishing Council and an executive body — the Bureau of the Ukrainian Public Publishing Fund
(BUGVF) under the leadership of Yevhen Vyrovyi. The Council was assigned a crucial supervisory
role (Halchuk, 1998, s. 43-46).
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By the beginning of 1925, the Fund's membership had grown to 112, comprising both individual
members and institutional entities. During this period, the Fund published thirty-seven books in various
fields, including Ukrainian literary criticism, philosophy, ethnography, anthropology, and art, as well as
monographs on mathematics, statistics, agriculture, pedagogy, medicine, history, music, and political
economy (Halchuk, 1998, s. 44). In total, by 1926, the Fund had published twenty-four works with a
circulation of 52,000 copies. All these works were in high demand among Ukrainian scientists and
educators, as well as among the population of the Czechoslovak Republic. Notably, almost a fifth of all
Ukrainian books published by the Foundation aroused interest in Czechoslovakia. As for Galicia, given
that there were no conditions for the publication of Ukrainian-language scientific works at that time,
these books were in great demand there (Maruniak, 1983, s. 658).

In addition to publishing scientific and educational literature, the Ukrainian Public Publishing
Fund periodically organised book exhibitions in Prague. One was an exhibition of Ukrainian literature
and book graphics in Prague in 1924. One of the documents states that “the Foundation aims to
present our new book graphics, while promoting the development of Ukrainian graphics and
encouraging Ukrainian publishers to take a greater interest in the design and appearance of books”
(Halchuk, 1998, s. 45).

As evidenced by archival documents, the Fund approached the preparation and execution of
such exhibitions with a high level of responsibility. An announcement issued by the Bureau of the
Ukrainian Public Publishing Fund regarding the organization of the exhibition and the invitation
extended to all interested parties clearly indicates that the organizers established specific criteria for
the formatting and publication of books intended for display at the exhibition, namely:

The book graphics section may primarily include publications featuring external graphic design
elements such as covers, posters, and illustrated works, as well as original graphic designs prepared
for yet-to-be-published materials.

Either the complete book with its cover or the cover alone may be submitted for exhibition.

Submitted exhibits will be reviewed by a jury of Professor D. Antonovich, V. Sichinsky, P.
Bogatsky, Y. Tishchenko, and a representative of the Society of Plastic Arts in Prague.

Accepted works will be listed in the exhibition catalogue, including details such as the name of
the graphic designer, the book title, the publisher, and the place and year of publication (Lyst, 1924, s.
75).

Accordingly, an illustrated catalogue with special articles devoted to Ukrainian book graphics
was produced for the exhibition. In our opinion, it was also important that the organisers of the
exhibition decided to leave the vast majority of the exhibits in the Ukrainian National Library. Over
time, this exhibition of Ukrainian book graphics in Prague became permanent.

The Foundation was particularly active during the years 1923 and 1928. However, its level of
activity gradually declined, leading to its dissolution in 1932. Despite its relatively short lifespan, the
Foundation made a significant contribution to Ukrainian-language scientific publishing, comparable to
that of other interwar publishers that promoted high-quality scholarly, educational, and reference
literature in Ukrainian (Rehuliamin, 1923, s. 2).

Conclusions. Thus, various institutions, educational establishments, societies, museums, and
related organizations played a vital role in advancing cultural and educational work during this period.
They organized book exhibitions and other displays to promote Ukrainian culture and history. A
significant part of the exhibitions was thematic and presented Ukrainians as a people striving to
preserve their culture and identity and, most importantly, to build their own independent state. Many of
these publications are still valuable and engaging in the context of the history of Ukrainian scientific
publishing and as a contribution to Ukrainian science in various fields. Many young Ukrainian students
at the beginning of their academic and professional careers were actively engaged in these efforts..
The support of the local Czechoslovak population, especially in cities such as Prague, Podébrady, and
Brno, was instrumental in sustaining these initiatives. By the late 1930s, exhibition activities had
become a central focus for museums and libraries, although this area still requires comprehensive and
detailed academic investigation.
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Abstract

The purpose of the article is to reconstruct the biography of the head of the “Czechoslovakian
intelligence point” of the SC UPR in exile in 1926-1934, Volodymyr Yakovych Shevchenko, and to
analyze the reasons why the “Czechoslovak intelligence point” could not function at full strength. The
research methodology is based on the principles of certainty, specificity, recognizability, causality,
involving such methods of research into the life and activities of the Ukrainian emigration community in
interwar Czechoslovakia as reading into emigration texts (research reflections on the circumstances
and conditions under which this or that information was presented in the text); focusing attention on
emigration behavior and consciousness (verbal reproduction (verbal reconstruction) of an “active
emigrant” who, on the ‘life-event scene” under given circumstances (temporary, political), vividly
illustrates the situation in which he finds himself, who constructs various social roles together with
other refugees and fulfills them himself); dialogue with the emigrant using his ego-documents
(biographies, memoirs, diaries, letters), research transliteration of the emigrant’s thoughts and words
(research concern, empathy, and sympathy), comparison or selection by the researcher of excerpts of
texts related to the topic, which are structured according to “facts”, “contexts”, “subjective significance
for the emigrant” for analysis of the received formalized material from the point of view of repeatability
of information. The scientific novelty lies in the introduction into scientific circulation of information
about the Prague-Podebrady period of Volodymyr Yakovych Shevchenko's life; the ways, methods and
forms that he used in the development of the "Czechoslovakian intelligence point". Conclusions. The
life and activities of Volodymyr Yakovych Shevchenko in 1923(1924)-1934 in the interwar
Czechoslovakia are a vivid illustration of the impossibility of cooperation and coexistence between the
Wennerites and the Shapovalovites in the territories of this country, which made the work of the
intelligence officer impossible. In addition to ideological differences, it was necessary to take into
account the achievements of the interbellum period - scientific and technological progress and the
cultural revolution, a period when for the once again in the history of mankind life really improved.
Under such conditions, the majority of Ukrainian immigrants, former soldiers and participants in the
National Liberation Struggle of 1917-1921, tried to realize themselves professionally and socially
outside the boundaries of intelligence and counterintelligence.

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Abstract.

Purpose: The article aims to conduct an unbiased study of the composition and content of
documents preserved in the Central State Historical Archive of Ukraine in Kyiv and the state archives
of Volyn, Zhytomyr, and Rivne regions. The analysis of these documents allows for a detailed
understanding of the specifics and features of secondary education development in Volyn at the end of
the 19th and beginning of the 20th centuries, to reflect the role of imperial authorities and local self-
government in this process, and to highlight the financing of new educational institutions.
Methodology: The proposed work utilizes the general principles of system analysis, incorporating
components of general scientific (generalization, formalization, and abstraction) and theoretical-
empirical (analysis and synthesis) methods of archival studies. The scientific novelty of the work lies
in the authors' first systematic examination and introduction into scientific circulation of various
complexes of archival documents, preserved in archival institutions of Ukraine, which illuminate the
features of secondary education development in Volyn Governorate at the end of the 19th and
beginning of the 20th centuries. Conclusions: The results of the analysis of archival sources, which
shed light on the peculiarities of secondary education development in Volyn during the period under
study, particularly regarding the role of imperial authorities and local self-government in these
processes, confirm that, collectively, the complexes of archival documents provide researchers with
essential information on the studied issue. They allow for tracing the role of local self-government
bodies in the development of the network of secondary educational institutions in the region. However,
it should be noted that the archives lack collections for a number of educational institutions, or they are
represented by only a few files. Therefore, specific aspects of their activities can only be clarified by
studying the activities of local self-government bodies, through whose efforts several secondary
educational institutions were opened in the region. Despite this situation, the source base for the
studied problem is quite representative, allowing for an objective portrayal of the development of
secondary education in Volyn at the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th centuries. Nevertheless,
it remains largely unengaged in scientific discourse due to its dispersion among various collections
and regional archives, as well as the lack of systematic updates in scientific and informational
publications and comprehensive scientific research. The study of the experience of private secondary
educational institutions in the region and their interrelationship with central authorities remains relevant
for our present day. Special attention should also be paid to the functioning of secondary educational
institutions in Volyn during World War |, as the region was initially a frontline area, and from 1915,
active hostilities took place on its territory, with parts of the Western counties being occupied by
Austro-Hungarian and German troops.

Problem Statement. The study of the development of secondary education in various regions
of modern Ukraine is an important area for Ukrainian society, as it plays a crucial role in the
development of the state's scientific potential. The training of highly qualified personnel, who play a
key role in all spheres of society's life, begins in secondary educational institutions. Another important
aspect of the proposed study is that Volyn had a multi-ethnic population composition during the period
under study, which significantly influenced the functioning of secondary educational institutions.
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Research into the activities of secondary educational institutions during the imperial period helps to
understand how this affected the development of society and contributed to the development of the
county centers of Volyn Governorate.

The analysis of archival collections that reflect the development of secondary education in the
region indicates the complexity and ambiguity of the processes under study. The activities of
educational institutions and their staff and students were under the strict control of the empire's power
structures and the relevant officials of the secondary educational institution, which largely influenced
the entire educational process. Archival collections make it possible to clarify the features of the
functioning of Volyn's secondary educational institutions under martial law during World War | and
their evacuation from frontline counties. Unfortunately, the study of the peculiarities of the functioning
of secondary educational institutions in Volyn during World War | is complicated by the dispersion of
the source base, the absence of some lost archival collections, and the contradictory and ambiguous
directives of the imperial authorities in the analyzed documents.

Analysis of Sources and Recent Research. The source base for the problem of secondary
education development in Volyn is represented by a set of diverse types of sources: circulars and
directives of the Ministry of Public Education, orders and other regulatory documents prepared in the
chancellery of the trustee of the Kyiv Educational District, military command orders, and directives
from directors of secondary educational institutions. A separate group of documents consists of
information from the heads of educational institutions regarding pedagogical staff. All these documents
are preserved in the collections of the State Archive of Volyn Region (hereinafter DAVO) (F. 6. Lutsk
Male Gymnasium), the State Archive of Zhytomyr Region (hereinafter DAZO) (F. 73. Zhytomyr 2nd
Male Gymnasium of Zhytomyr, Volyn Governorate; F. 75. Korostyshiv Teachers' Seminary; F. 79.
Zhytomyr Female Gymnasium of Saint Anastasia), the State Archive of Rivhe Region (F. 366. Steinhel
Fedir Rudolfovych — museum keeper of Horodok village, Rivne county; F. 359. Dubno City Simplified
Public Administration; F. 568. Rivne Female Gymnasium) and the Central State Historical Archive of
Ukraine in Kyiv (F. 442. Chancellery of the Kyiv Governor-General; F. 707. Chancellery of the Trustee
of the Kyiv Educational District). A separate group of archival sources consists of directives and
decisions of local self-government bodies regarding the financing of existing and the opening of new
secondary educational institutions in various county centers of Volyn Governorate.

The study of the problem of archival document destruction during the period of "paper famine"
by the Bolshevik regime was carried out by N. Moskovchenko, Yu. Palekha, and N. Zozulya
(Moskovchenko, Palekha, Zozulya, 2012). The issue of the development of education in Volyn in the
late 19th and early 20th centuries was clarified in scientific works based on archival documents S.
Tsetsyk, Ya. Tsetsyk (Tsetsyk, S., Tsetsyk, Ya.: 2020), Ya. Tsetsyk, Yu. Oleksyn, S. Tsetsyk (Tsetsyk,
Ya, Oleksyn, Tsetsyk, S.:2023), N. Romaniuk, G. Makhorin and S. Marchenko (Romaniuk, Makhorin,
Marchenko, 2025)

Article Goal: Based on an objective analysis of documents, to characterize the features of
secondary education development in Volyn during the period under study, to ascertain the
completeness and representativeness of the documentary complex preserved in archival institutions,
and to determine the role of local self-government bodies in the opening of new secondary educational
institutions in the region.

Presentation of Main Material. Issues related to the study of archival documents that
objectively reflect the development of secondary and higher education in Ukrainian lands at the end of
the 19th and beginning of the 20th centuries, including in Volyn, have not been fully covered to this
day. However, a significant number of documents concerning the functioning of secondary educational
institutions during the period under study, their subordination, and interconnections with local self-
government bodies are held in Ukrainian archives. When studying the posed problem, it is necessary
to consider that not all documents have survived to our time.

The collections of some educational institutions were lost as a result of military actions in the
region, and the policy of the Bolshevik government in the 1920s-1930s, when some archival
documents were recycled into paper during the "paper famine." This refers to a little-known concept for
the general public, namely the use of archival documents as raw material for the paper industry, which
resulted in the destruction of a significant number of archival documents. The period under study is
characterized by the growth of new Soviet state institutions, which needed paper to ensure the
documentation of their activities. Meanwhile, paper processing factories were unable to operate at full
capacity due to a shortage of raw materials as a result of war and revolution. The need to provide the
paper industry with raw materials led to the use of archival documentary treasures as a source of raw
material. In this regard, some documents were processed into paper, and it is quite logical that these
could also include documents from a number of secondary educational institutions (Moskovchenko,
Palekha & Zozulya, 2021, s.46-47).

Thus, as we can see, far from all archival documents reflecting the activities of educational
institutions in Volyn at the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th centuries have survived to our
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time; some of them were destroyed as a result of wars and the policy of the Bolshevik authorities
during the "paper famine."

A separate group of documents that allow for the study of the activities of secondary educational
institutions in the region consists of documents from local self-government bodies, primarily city
Dumas. It was precisely thanks to their purposeful activity that a number of new gymnasiums were
opened in the region, and some pro-gymnasiums were reorganized into full classical gymnasiums.

A significant volume of documents, the analysis of which allows for an analysis of the situation
in secondary education, is stored in the Central State Historical Archive of Ukraine in Kyiv (CSHA of
Ukraine in Kyiv) in fund 707, Chancellery of the Trustee of the Kyiv Educational District, Kyiv. This
fund contains a huge number of documents. In total, the fund consists of 318 inventories. Among the
documents of the studied fund are orders, directives, circulars, and a number of other documents from
the Ministry of Public Education, the Chancellery of the Trustee of the Kyiv Educational District, reports
and information from the directors of gymnasiums, real schools, and a number of other documents. A
significant array of documents concerns the distribution of workload among teachers and their
remuneration. In particular, when distributing the educational workload at the Ostroh Female School of
Countess Bludova for the 1910-1911 academic year, the salaries of its teachers were also indicated.
Thus, the official salary of the school director was 1,500 rubles per year, plus an additional 500 rubles
for teaching. Teachers received 1,000 rubles, 300 rubles for housing, and 650 rubles for additional
classes, totaling 1,950 rubles per year. Others received from 360 to 850 rubles, depending on the
workload and length of service of the employee or the subjects they taught (CSHA of Ukraine in Kyiv
F. 707. Inv. 78, Case 31, Fol. 767-771)

The appointment and dismissal of teachers in secondary educational institutions took place only
with the approval of the trustee of the Kyiv Educational District (KED). Many files of the studied fund
contain directives from the KED trustee. In particular, according to the order of the KED trustee,
teacher M. Abrosimova was informed that from August 1, 1910, she was allowed to perform the duties
of a teacher at the Novohrad-Volynskyi Female Gymnasium, obliging her to arrive at the new place of
assignment on time (CSHA of Ukraine in Kyiv F. 707. Inv. 74, Case 100, Fol. 346).

Individual issues related to the development of secondary education in Volyn are covered by
documents in fund 442, Chancellery of the Kyiv, Podil, and Volyn Governor-General. It contains a
significant number of archival documents that allow for an analysis of the situation in the educational
sphere. In particular, Volyn Governor F. F. Trepov in 1896, in his most humble report to the emperor,
stated that the situation in secondary education "was complex." Several male and female gymnasiums
and pro-gymnasiums, and one real school functioned in the region. Regarding the Zhytomyr
gymnasium, it was noted that its classes were overcrowded with students, which led to a violation of
sanitary and hygienic standards. According to the governor, the number of secondary institutions was
insufficient, and it was also necessary to develop a network of secondary technical and agricultural
educational institutions (CSHA of Ukraine in Kyiv F. 442. Inv. 626. Case 20. Fol. 10-11).

Thus, the CSHA of Ukraine in Kyiv holds important documents whose objective analysis makes
it possible to clarify the key directions of secondary education development in Volyn Governorate and
characterize the role of imperial authorities in this at the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th
centuries.

A huge amount of information on the key areas of work of Volyn's educational institutions is
stored in the Volyn, Zhytomyr, and Rivhe State Archives. It is in the aforementioned archival
institutions that the collections of secondary educational institutions that functioned in the region are
concentrated.

For example, one document in fund 73 of the State Archive of Zhytomyr Region states: on
January 16, 1907, the director of the 2nd Zhytomyr Male Gymnasium was informed that the Ministry of
Public Education (MPE) constantly received complaints about the refusal to admit students to
educational institutions. The reason was significant overcrowding in classes. Inspections conducted by
the Central Administration and District Administrations confirmed that some students skipped lessons
(DAZO. F. 73. Inv. 1. Case 298a. Fol. 10). In this regard, the gymnasium director was recommended
to expel students who, without valid reasons, missed classes and interfered with others' learning, as
they "did not need schooling" (DAZO. F. 73. Inv. 1. Case 298a. Fol. 10).

Important documents were obtained during the analysis of fund 75, Korostyshiv Teachers'
Seminary. They indicate that at the beginning of 1910, the director of the Korostyshiv Teachers'
Seminary received a document marked "confidential® from the chancellery of the KED trustee.
According to the information held by the trustee, in a number of educational institutions, teachers
practiced a system of "corrections" when assigning quarterly grades. This method was considered
harmful because it hindered the development of students' habits of "correct and systematic work and
the acquisition of solid knowledge," therefore it was "unacceptable to apply in school practice." The
seminary director was obliged to ensure that teachers in his entrusted educational institution did not
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practice this. Grade corrections were allowed only in exceptional cases, for example, due to a
student’s prolonged illness or for other valid reasons (DAZO. F. 75. Inv. 1. Case 346. Fol. 1).

At the end of December 1910, one document on student upbringing stated that the school was
obliged to educate them in "a truly patriotic spirit, in a spirit of complete loyalty to the Tsar, the
fatherland, their people, in a spirit of complete respect for its past and faith in its future.” In this regard,
the Minister of Public Education emphasized that the "patriotic mood of mentors" should positively
influence students and encourage them to use educational material to develop "patriotic feelings" in
schools. Given the above, on days of significant historical events or national holidays, educational
institutions should hold appropriate events with the participation of students and teachers (DAZO. F.
75. Inv. 1. Case 363. Fol. 9).

Control over the implementation of the academic process schedule was carried out in
secondary educational institutions. Thus, on November 30, 1911, the director of the Korostyshiv
Teachers' Seminary was informed that the winter holidays were scheduled from December 23 to
January 6. In this regard, on December 22 and January 7, all scheduled classes had to be held at the
school. The head of the institution was obliged to report whether lessons were held on January 7 and
whether all teachers "started work." If someone did not, the reason had to be indicated. The timely
return of students from holidays to the school was also controlled (DAZO. F. 75. Inv. 1. Case 363. Fol.
179).

In 1907, the director of the Korostyshiv Teachers' Seminary was informed about a cholera
outbreak in certain regions of the empire. In this regard, it was proposed to familiarize seminarians
with measures to prevent cholera. It was considered expedient for a doctor to give lectures on
infectious diseases to seminarians, as they were to work as teachers in schools in the future (DAZO.
F. 75. Inv. 1. Case 330. Fol. 48).

Also, in a number of documents addressed to the heads of secondary educational institutions,
attention was focused on resolving issues related to the First World War. In particular, in one
document dated January 16, 1915, the director of the Korostyshiv Teachers' Seminary was
recommended to determine which teachers affected by the war were in a difficult financial situation
and had not received assistance (DAZO. F. 75. Inv. 1. Case 436. Fol. 5).

On February 23, 1915, the Committee for Assistance to the Wounded and Families of
Reservists, which functioned under the KED, decided to send Easter gifts to the active army from
those educational institutions that were unable to do so on their own. When preparing gifts, it was
proposed to include tea, sugar, chocolate, candies, sweets, smoked sausages, and other non-
perishable products, as well as cigarettes, makhorka, cigarette paper, matches, flints, stationery,
envelopes, shirts, underwear, socks, soap, disinfectant powder, combs, etc. (DAZO. F. 75. Inv. 1.
Case 436. Fol. 12).

Thus, as we can see, the archival documents preserved in the Zhytomyr archive illuminate
many important issues concerning the functioning of secondary educational institutions in Volyn
Governorate during the period under study. In particular, significant attention was paid to controlling
the academic process, preventing the spread of infectious diseases, and resolving a number of issues
related to the events of the First World War.

The Zhytomyr Female Gymnasium of Saint Anastasia was separate from other secondary
educational institutions. This was due to the circumstance that the aforementioned private educational
institution was opened thanks to the efforts of the Zhytomyr branch of the Union of the Russian People
(URP). Documents illuminating its activities are located in fund 79 of the State Archive of Zhytomyr
Region.

The management of the newly opened educational institution was informed that, according to a
circular directive, an annual estimate of income and expenditures of special funds, prepared by the
economic committee or pedagogical council of the educational institution, must be submitted to the
educational district administration. The total amount of current year expenses should not exceed the
amount of income (DAZO. F. 79. Inv. 1. Case 2. Fol. 1-2).

In another document analyzing the financial situation of the educational institution, it was stated
that during the 1912-1913 academic year, the Zhytomyr Female Gymnasium of Saint Anastasia
received 9,885 rubles for the education of students in grades 1-6. The payroll for gymnasium staff
amounted to 10,720 rubles. This included staff remuneration for the head of the gymnasium and the
head supervisor, 500 rubles each, and for class supervisors of all classes, 300 rubles each. Rental
expenses amounted to 1,800 rubles, heating to 480 rubles. Total expenses under Article B amounted
to 3,800 rubles. The maintenance of this educational institution required 14,520 rubles, which was
4,635 rubles more than the income received from its functioning. This situation was considered
"unbearable for the Zhytomyr branch" of the URP (DAZO. F. 79. Inv. 1. Case 2. Fol. 6).

On December 13, 1912, the council of the Zhytomyr branch of the URP decided to "accept the
estimate for the maintenance of St. Anastasia Gymnasium" despite the deficit of funds (DAZO. F. 79.
Inv. 1. Case 27. Fol. 6).
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According to the circular of the educational district administration dated February 7, 1907, it was
necessary to "hear at the nearest meetings of pedagogical councils" issues related to increasing the
expenditure estimate, and the petition for this had to be confirmed by a copy of the resolution of the
economic committee. The decision of the economic committee on carrying out repairs in the premises
during the summer holidays was sent for consideration to the Trustee of the KED no later than
February, and the results had to be available by April 1, so that the trustee could approve the
estimates in a timely manner (DAZO. F. 79. Inv. 1. Case 27. Fol. 15).

To strengthen religious education of students, it was recommended to pray in every educational
institution before classes (DAZO. F. 79. Inv. 1. Case 27. Fol. 35).

From December 27, 1911, to January 3, 1912, the 1st All-Russian Congress of Teachers was
planned to be held in St. Petersburg, whose organizing committee appealed to the MPE with a request
to recommend mathematics teachers of secondary educational institutions to participate in its work
(DAZO. F. 79. Inv. 1. Case 1. Fol. 66).

Another document stated that from December 28 to December 31, 1911, a congress of teachers
of ancient languages organized by the Society of Classical Philology and Pedagogy was planned in St.
Petersburg. It was planned to consider issues of improving the quality of teaching ancient languages in
secondary and higher schools. Separately, measures aimed at improving the teaching of these
subjects and teaching methods were to be analyzed. The MPE demanded that as many teachers of
ancient languages as possible participate in its work (DAZO. F. 79. Inv. 1. Case 1. Fol. 68).

Thus, as we can see, the analysis of archival documents makes it possible to illuminate the
activities of this female educational institution and determine the influence of the local branch of the
URP on its functioning. It is worth noting that the St. Anastasia Gymnasium was a private educational
institution, and its activities were financed by tuition fees or subsidies from the Zhytomyr branch of the
URP.

A significant amount of information on the activities of secondary educational institutions during
World War |, the procedure for their evacuation from frontline counties, is contained in documents
reflecting the activities of the Lutsk Male Gymnasium. Fund 6 Lutsk Male Gymnasium, State Archive of
Volyn Region (DAVO).

In August 1914, Minister of Public Education L. Kasso informed the Council of Ministers that as
a result of the interdepartmental commission's reduction of the MPE's credit for 1914, it received only
11,415,930 rubles instead of 21.9 million rubles, which were transferred to localities. In this regard, the
ministry was unable to implement its plans. In some areas, school construction was suspended due to
lack of funding. The minister requested an additional allocation of at least 3 million rubles to "meet the
urgent needs of the industry" (DAVO, F. 6. Inv. 1. Case 146. Fol. 279).

In particular, it was emphasized that at the beginning of World War |, the heads of educational
institutions received a directive stating that the MPE believed that classes in educational institutions
"should proceed normally as far as possible." A necessary condition was the constant supervision by
educational district administrations over the premises of educational institutions occupied by military
guarters, hospitals, and infirmaries for the wounded. This was to ensure that in case of "their release,
measures were immediately taken to put these premises in order, and if necessary, to resume regular
classes in them" (DAVO, F. 6. Inv. 1. Case 146. Fol. 277).

Thus, as archival documents indicate, at the beginning of World War |, education expenditures
sharply decreased, complicating the functioning of the sector. Particular attention was paid to the fact
that the premises of some educational institutions could be temporarily repurposed as hospitals or
could house military personnel. It was the responsibility of the educational district administrations to
monitor these facts, and after their release by the military, to do everything possible to resume the
educational process in these institutions as soon as possible.

During military operations, secondary and higher educational institutions were evacuated from
frontline counties in accordance with regulatory documents governing this process under martial law.
Thus, the educational institutions of Volyn Governorate were evacuated and remained under the
subordination of the KED trustee. In particular, the director of the Lutsk Male Gymnasium sent the
KED trustee an excerpt from the minutes of the economic committee of the Bilhorod Male Gymnasium
dated May 16, 1916, regarding the reimbursement of part of the expenses for maintaining the building
where the evacuated Lutsk Gymnasium was located, and requested permission to pay the local
gymnasium 834 rubles 31 kopecks (DAVO. F. 6. Inv. 1. Case 234. Fol. 20).

The economic committee of the Bilhorod Male Gymnasium, having reviewed the expenses for
maintaining the premises of the local gymnasium from September 1, 1915, to May 1916, concluded
that the amount of 2,748 rubles 07 kopecks was significantly higher than in previous years. Given that
the evacuated Lutsk Male Gymnasium was conducting classes in the premises, it was decided that
this educational institution should pay part of the expenses. In particular, it was recommended to pay
one-third of the cost of heating and cleaning, garbage removal and disinfection, one-fourth for fuel,
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and half for electricity consumed, totaling 834 rubles 31 kopecks (DAVO. F. 6. Inv. 1. Case 234. Fol.
21).

The director of the Lutsk Male Gymnasium informed the KED Trustee that during the evacuation
in the summer of 1915, 75 rubles of assistance for 12 weekly lessons were received from the county
treasury. According to the Temporary Regulation on the relocation of civil servants at state expense,
approved on August 20, 1914, "I mistakenly submitted a request to the Kursk Treasury on November
19, 1915, under No. 1085, for additional payment of this assistance," and as of July 1, 1916, | received
a refusal. | enclose a copy of the refusal and a list of gymnasium teachers, specifying the amount of
assistance and "the amount that, in my opinion, they are still due." | asked for assistance in issuing the
aid, the total amount of which was 1,349 rubles 92 kopecks (DAVO, F. 6. Inv. 1. Case 242. Fol. 15).

Thus, as the analysis of archival documents indicates, despite the fact that secondary
educational institutions were evacuated and located far outside the region, they remained subordinate
to the KED Trustee. However, given their remoteness, this created obstacles for the quick resolution of
issues.

In another case, attention was focused on the fact that on December 9, 1916, the heads of the
evacuated educational institutions of the KED received a directive to provide information to the KED
Trustee regarding: the condition of the premises of the evacuated educational institutions, the need for
their repair and the indication of the necessary expenses for this; the suitability of school furniture,
educational support rooms, etc., for the educational process; and the employees of the educational
institution who were able to "immediately” start performing their official duties in settlements liberated
from Austro-Hungarian and German troops (DAVO. F. 6. Inv. 1. Case 242. Fol. 51).

Thus, after the liberation of parts of the Western counties of Volyn Governorate, the KED trustee
requested information on the condition of the premises of the evacuated educational institutions,
primarily those located in the liberated county towns. This was because many buildings were damaged
as a result of military operations, and some were looted by German and Austro-Hungarian troops.

The imperial authorities kept records of secondary educational institution graduates for their
subsequent training for service in the active army. In this regard, in one document marked "secret"
from 1916, the director of the Lutsk Male Gymnasium was asked to promptly provide the police with
nominal lists of students from the last four senior gymnasium classes, "indicating their place of
registration, age, and place of residence in Bilhorod" (DAVO. F. 6. Inv. 1. Case 248. Fol. 14).

In November 1916, the heads of the KED educational institutions received a circular directive
proposing to implement the idea of "Fraternal Assistance" in educational institutions. This could be
achieved as follows: educational institutions in full, individual classes, student groups, individual male
and female students, parent committees, and employees received verified information about the
wounded from the Moscow Department of the Society of Universal Assistance and independently sent
them financial aid. As a rule, an unmarried person was sent no less than 3 rubles, and a married
person no less than 5 rubles per month (DAVO. F. 6. Inv. 1. Case 60. Fol. 5).

Another document dated November 1, 1916, defined the procedure for approving members of
trustee boards in secondary educational institutions. Members of the trustee boards of female
secondary educational institutions were approved by the Trustee of the Educational District after
"presentation by the relevant board" (DAVO. F. 6. Inv. 1. Case 248. Fol. 6).

At the beginning of the 20th century, Volyn witnessed a growing number of secondary
educational institutions, driven by the objective needs of societal development. The initiative to open
new secondary schools in the region came less from the imperial Ministry of Public Education and
more from local self-government bodies. Thanks to their persistent efforts and financial support, some
pro-gymnasiums were reorganized into full gymnasiums, and several new ones were opened. For
instance, in 1900, another secondary educational institution, a girls' gymnasium, appeared in Rivne.
The Rivne City Council played a key role in this, initiating the gymnasium's opening and assuming all
financial costs for its functioning. A letter from the Rivne mayor to Baron F. R. Shtengel emphasized
that "the Minister of Public Education has permitted the opening of a girls' gymnasium in Rivne, as
informed by the Trustee of the Kyiv Educational District." Consequently, an extraordinary meeting of
the Rivne City Council took place on September 8, 1900, where a number of key issues related to the
opening of the girls' gymnasium in Rivne were settled (DARO. F. 366. Inv. 1. Case 42. Fol. 1-2).

The opening of the girls' gymnasium not only increased the number of educated women in the
county but also contributed to the further development of the county town. The Zemstvo also actively
participated in the opening of the girls' gymnasium. In 1902, it transferred a building for the
gymnasium's educational block to the Rivne City Council's balance sheet free of charge (DARO. F.
568. Inv. 1. Case 51. Fol. 1). In 1904, fulfilling its obligations, the city built a two-story stone building for
the educational block. Only in 1908 was it transferred to the disposal of the Ministry of Public
Education, and only on the condition that it would continue to house a girls' gymnasium "or another
secondary educational institution" in the future (DARO. F. 568. Inv. 1. Case 51. Fol. 1-3).
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The process of opening the Dubno Male Gymnasium unfolded similarly. On April 9, 1908, a
meeting of Dubno city plenipotentiaries discussed the need to open a classical male gymnasium in the
county center. The local self-government body justified its position by stating that, according to its
data, 320-340 children from Dubno county received secondary education outside the county. They
also proved that a significant number of parents in the county planned to send their children to a
classical gymnasium if one were opened in the county center. On the same day, a decision was made
to open a classical male gymnasium in Dubno with the prospect of educating 40 students in each
class. Tuition fees were to be 100 rubles per year in main classes and 60-80 rubles in preparatory
classes. The director and all teachers of the newly established gymnasium were to be appointed by
the KED trustee in accordance with the legislation of the time (DARO. F. 359. Inv. 1. Case 9. Fol. 114-
116.).

Following this decision, relevant appeals were prepared and sent to the Volyn governor and the
trustee of the Kyiv Educational District with a request to support the opening of the classical male
gymnasium. The simplified local self-government body assumed all expenses related to the opening of
the new educational institution and prepared an estimate of the necessary costs for organizing the
male gymnasium. Soon, thanks to the efforts of the simplified city self-government body, the
educational process began in the newly opened gymnasium in Dubno, which largely depended on the
financial support of local self-government bodies until 1914. For example, in the first half of 1914, the
expenses of this educational institution amounted to 17,126 rubles 15 kopecks, while tuition fees
amounted to only 10,140 rubles. The deficit was covered by city budget funds, which was approved by
a relevant decision of the local city self-government body (DARO. F. 359. Inv. 1. Case 12. Fol. 69). In
February 1914, the trustee of the Kyiv Educational District decided to fully transfer the Dubno Classical
Male Gymnasium to state funding starting from the second half of 1914. The gymnasium director and
the city council were informed of this (DARO. F. 359. Inv. 1. Case 12. Fol. 65).

Thus, as we can see, local self-government bodies played a key role in the opening of
secondary educational institutions in Volyn Governorate. As the analysis of archival documents shows,
they were the initiators of opening new educational institutions in the region. In addition to
gymnasiums, local self-government bodies also provided financial support to primary educational
institutions, some of which were opened and functioned solely thanks to them.

It should be noted that during the period under study, the activities of all educational institutions
were under constant control of administrative authorities, as reflected in archival documents. The
upbringing and educational process in all educational institutions, without exception, were constantly
checked and controlled, and annual appraisals were given by the director of the educational institution
for all teachers, influencing their future career progression. Special attention in the appraisals of
gymnasium teachers was paid to their political reliability and behavior outside the educational
institution. For example, soon after the opening of the Rivhe Girls' Gymnasium, a full and
comprehensive inspection of its educational work was conducted. The inspection was carried out by
the assistant trustee of the Kyiv Educational District. His report on the results of the inspection of this
gymnasium not only characterized the educational institution's teachers but also thoroughly analyzed
their level of teaching and pointed out shortcomings in the teaching of individual educators after
observing their lessons (DARO. F. 568. Inv. 1. Case 3. Fol. 17-18).

During the selection of personnel for secondary educational institutions, their political reliability
was particularly carefully checked. Among those considered politically unreliable by the empire's
power structures were members of anti-government political organizations that opposed autocracy or
participated in anti-government protests. Such individuals were dismissed and prohibited from
engaging in teaching activities within the empire. Relevant information with a strict demand not to
allow them to engage in pedagogical activity was sent to all secondary educational institutions without
exception. In one such document, sent by the KED trustee to the director of the Rivne Girls'
Gymnasium, it was stated that, according to the directive of the trustee of the Odesa Educational
District, Sh. D. Brodsky was dismissed from his position as a teacher due to political unreliability and
was prohibited from engaging in pedagogical work (DARO. F. 568. Inv. 1. Case 50. Fol. 27). A
significant number of documents with similar content are stored in the fund of this educational
institution and in the funds of other secondary educational institutions. This fact testifies to the strict
control by the imperial authorities over the political reliability of secondary educational institution
teachers.

Conclusions. Thus, as the analysis of archival documents shows, the imperial authorities
constantly monitored the activities of pedagogical staff in secondary educational institutions, and all
teachers, without exception, received annual appraisals regarding their political reliability.
Simultaneously, the authorities monitored the quality of teaching, especially concerning newly opened
secondary educational institutions.

Therefore, a detailed study, analysis, and systematization of archival documents allow for an
analysis of the development of secondary education in Volyn Governorate at the beginning of the 20th
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century. Special attention is paid to the opening of new secondary educational institutions in the region
and the role of local self-government bodies in these processes. As contemporary documents indicate,
it was precisely thanks to their funding that a number of new gymnasiums were opened in the region,
which became a significant impetus for the development of education in Volyn Governorate. The
analysis of archival documents makes it possible to clarify all areas of activity of secondary
educational institutions and to characterize the interaction between secondary educational institutions
and government and local self-government bodies. At the end of the 19th and beginning of the 20th
centuries, imperial authorities paid particular attention to controlling the political reliability of teachers in
secondary educational institutions.
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Abstract.

The purpose of this research is to justify the feasibility of developing a new theoretical model of
memory studies and effective methodological tools for studying the Ukrainian mnemonic space in the
context of the russian-Ukrainian war, based on the need to correct them and practically counteract the
historical propaganda of the aggressor country, the RF. Research methodology. The proposed study
was conducted using methodological approaches from memory studies and comparative
historiography, which made it possible to identify and describe existing and promising theoretical
models for studying the mnemonic sphere. The productivity of the theoretical paradigms themselves
was determined through empirical verification of the initial scientific hypothesis about the extreme
memory regime in conditions of aggression. The scientific novelty of the study lies in the redefinition
of existing theoretical approaches and methodological tools of memory studies, which is caused by
new challenges faced by researchers in the context of Russian aggression against Ukraine. The
proposed deconstruction of the theoretical foundations of the model of “post-Soviet nationalist conflict”
and the concepts of “Western epistemological colonialism.” Conclusions. The necessity of
overcoming a systemic methodological error is ignoring the fact of russian aggression, not only military
but also memorial — is argued. It is proposed to abandon the description of memory politics as
antagonistic within the framework of the model of “post-Soviet nationalist conflict.” A more productive
and promising alternative is considered: the theoretical model of memory of “different civilizations,”
namely the conflict between the Central and Eastern European culture of memory and the Eurasian
one. It is assumed that such an approach could bring us closer to exhausting the potential of
antagonistic memory and open up opportunities for the formation of a culture of agonistic memory. It is
proposed to focus on the analysis of the transformation of different types of mnemonic actors (actors
of memory) and modes of memory. It is substantiated that the deconstruction of the repressive type of
historical memory discourse of the aggressor state, the RF, is of both theoretical scientific and
practical social interest.

Framing the problem. Russia's aggression against Ukraine, initially as a hybrid war, the
occupation of Crimea, the local war in Donbas, and, over time, a full-scale armed invasion, not only
poses a huge threat to the preservation of state sovereignty and national identity of Ukrainians, but
also creates a large number of challenges for the scientific sphere, including historical science. In
particular, there is an urgent need to rethink the approaches of Ukrainian historians to researching the
retrospective of relations with an aggressive neighbor. But no less urgent tasks arise in the field of
theoretical and methodological re-equipment of our historical workshop, including such a currently
sought-after field as memory studies.

Even so, it is worth starting with a more general issue — deciding how to describe the
contemporary russian, to be more precise, russian-centric historical narrative, especially the one used
as a significant part of the aggressor state's propaganda and, in essence, as an ideological
justification for the aggression itself. Undoubtedly, this situation requires discussion among a wider
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professional circle of Ukrainian historians, and in the future, with the involvement of foreign colleagues,
in order to reach a certain consensus. We consider this publication as a proposal for such a discussion
and offer our interpretation of contemporary russian texts produced by historians, political scientists,
sociologists, and all those representing the social sciences and humanities. We believe that the term
“russian historiography,” which implicitly contains a scientific component, cannot be used in relation to
them. This is not about denying the Russian side its scientific status altogether. Obviously, there are
still some researchers in the aggressor country and beyond its borders who are trying to preserve the
reputation of history as a science, but they are currently on the margins, almost completely
subordinate to putin's propaganda machine of the RF's historical Smithy. In a situation where russian
scholars agree that the Kremlin dictator is recognized as the leading expert in the field of historical
knowledge, it is difficult to talk about the scientific nature of such a narrative. It is also important to
mention that the vast majority of Russian historians have publicly supported the aggression against
Ukraine since 2014. And with the start of the full-scale invasion, a whole new direction has emerged in
Russian “humanities,” within which pseudoscientific arguments are being mass-produced to justify the
aggression — the expediency of the so-called ‘special military operation’(lvangorodsky, 2024).

We are currently witnessing a paradoxical situation in the field of memory studies, the situation
that requires careful analysis and an appropriate response. It is important to note that this particular
field of study is the most sensitive and, at the same time, the most vulnerable to the profanation of
historical knowledge and its transformation into a purely propagandistic construct. It is noteworthy that
this applies not only to the aggressor country, but also to Western scholars and some specialists in
this field of Ukrainian origin. It turns out that the theoretical model of “nationalist conflict” remains quite
a priority, if not dominant, through which the mnemonic space of Ukraine is viewed as incomplete,
deformed by the excessive radicalism of nationalist-minded elites, and any deviations from the
russian-centric narrative are classified as exclusive, dividing Ukrainian society and provoking a
corresponding negative reaction from the Russian side. We consider the assertion that it was precisely
this position of the Ukrainian side that provoked Russian aggression to be an extreme manifestation of
such excessive speculative constructs.

Analysis of resources and recent studies. It should be mentioned that the theoretical and
methodological foundations of memory studies in the Ukrainian social sciences and humanities were
formed under the strong influence of Western scientific tradition, with certain corrective impulses from
the Russian side (the usefulness of the latter seems rather doubtful, as will be discussed in the main
text). Similar logistics for introducing theoretical innovations into Ukrainian research practice can be
observed in other segments of contemporary historical knowledge.

It is generally recognized that the most significant influence on the formation of Ukrainian
memorial studies was exerted by the classical works of Western European and American researchers
M. Halbwachs (Halbwachs, 1968; Halbwachs, 2007), P. Nora (Nora, 2014), P. Connerton (Connerton,
1989; 2024), J. Assmann (Jan Assmann, 2004), A. Assmann (A. Assmann, 2012), J. Risen (Rusen,
2010), P. Hatton (Hatton, 2003), and others.

An important component of adjusting the theoretical foundations for our issue is research into
social memory in wartime (Suleiman, 2006; Weber, 2015; Memory and Cultural History, 2014) and the
formation of a culture of memory in the post-war situation (Lagrou, 1999; Edwards, 2015; 2018;
Demshuk, 2012, Johnson, 2018). Interesting examples of research into memory discourse can be
found in postcolonial studies. Among them, it is worth mentioning the texts by B. Stora on mnemonic
problems in France regarding the controversial colonial Algerian heritage and J. Bertrand on the
identity conflict surrounding the problems of the occupation of Northern Cyprus (Stora, 1999; 2009;
Bertrand, 2009).

Some Ukrainian historians have also used the theoretical developments of their russian
colleagues for a long time**. The conceptual texts of L. Repina (History and Memory, 2006; Dialogues
with Time, 2008; Repina, 2013), I. Savelyeva (Savelyeva, 2003), A. Poletayev (Poletayev, 2006), M.
Koposov (Koposov, 2011; 2018) and O. Miller (Methodological issues, 2018; Symbolic aspects, 2021)
were particularly popular. But the limitations of such an intellectual resource were often not taken into
account. On the one hand, the vast majority of Russian theoretical models were of a secondary,
derivative nature, since they were modifications of Western intellectual concepts. On the other hand, in
the theoretical constructions of Russian researchers there was a fairly stable tendency to strengthen
imperial great-power connotations. A striking example of the latter is the position of O. Miller, who for a
long time positioned himself as an unbiased academic historian, and in the current conditions quite

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openly demonstrates typical pro-imperial approaches (Miller, 2016; 2020; 2020a; 2022; 2023; 2024).
Hence, in our opinion, the interpretation of historical memory was artificially implanted into the
Ukrainian scientific space, primarily as a purely political instrumentalist project, with special attention to
the determining role of official historical policy in its formation, and the policy of memory itself was a
priori viewed as a conscious manipulation of historical knowledge in favor of the ruling (nationalist)
elites.

The theoretical foundations of contemporary Ukrainian memory studies are described in detail in
the works of L. Nahorna (Nahorna, 2012), A. Kyrydon (Kyrydon, 2016), G. Kasianov (Kasianov, 2018),
O. Hrytsenko (Hrytsenko, 2022), and other researchers. We consider the conceptual approaches of O.
Hrytsenko, who introduced an extremely important sociocultural aspect into the study of collective
memory and historical politics, to be particularly productive for our research. It is precisely this
paradigm that brings us closer to a civilizational distinction in the perception of mnemonic realities of
wartime. These developments undoubtedly constitute an important basis for the further theoretical and
methodological “rearmament” of our historical research.

But we consider the Achilles heel that correct theoretical constructions quite often did not work
when studying the real state of historical memory of Ukrainian society and especially the current
politics of memory. A typical example of such irrational use can be M. Minakov's conclusions that the
official policy of memory in Ukraine, based on the principles of conservative ethnocentrism,
establishes an ideological monopoly, allegedly neglecting many social, cultural, ethnic, religious and
linguistic groups and thereby splitting society (Minakov, 2020). At the same time, this author and many
other researchers did not notice that the phenomena they described occurred in the context of russian
aggression, which significantly changed the mnemonic space and required an appropriate defensive
reaction from the country that was the victim of this invasion.

The authors of the research have already offered their own vision of methodological approaches
to studying the politics of memory in the temporarily occupied territories (Masnenko, 2022; Masnenko,
Telvak, Telvak, Yanyshyn, 2021; Telvak, lIinytskyi, 2023; IlInytskyi, Telvak, 2024). The current
publication is focused on the further development of the considerations expressed. At the same time,
the authors relied on the verification of their own scientific hypothesis and the results obtained during
the implementation of several scientific research projects on the specified issues.

Objective of the article. To justify the feasibility of developing a new theoretical model for
memory studies and effective methodological tools for studying the Ukrainian mnemonic space in the
extreme conditions of the russian-Ukrainian war, based on the need for their substantial correction and
practical counteraction to the historical propaganda of the aggressor country, the RF.

The subject matter. First of all, it is necessary to determine how appropriate and unbiased from
the point of view of academic discourse can be the study of memory issues during a fierce military
confrontation, accompanied by equally antagonistic “wars of memory.” This is especially true when
representing the scientific community of a country that has been the victim of aggression. Will the
proposed methodological suggestions “fall outside” the purely academic field and enter the risky zone
of counter-propaganda? Moreover, some researchers of mnemonic issues have already expressed
similar concerns. According to G. Kasianov, in Ukraine, scholars who study Russian memory politics
may be perceived as collaborators — both legally and in public opinion — if they do not follow the official
guidelines for fighting the enemy and instead attempt to present a balanced academic analysis.
Allegedly: "The very fact of scientific interest in Russian memory politics can arouse suspicion.
Regardless of the content, a positive public assessment of the ideas and works of Russian scientists
can be seen as the spread of ‘Kremlin narratives’ (Kasianov, 2022). The authors strongly disagree with
this position. This strange statement by G. Kasianov is clearly an attempt to invent a kind of
“intellectual alibi” to justify his own bias, especially given his previous work in the field of historical
memory issues.

Instead, we believe that analyzing the aggressor's memory /historical propaganda policy,
primarily the essence of the “russian world,” putinism, russian historical myths, encroachments on
Ukrainian historical heritage, actors/disseminators of memory discourse, the aggressor state's
memorial legislation, commemorative practices (especially in temporarily occupied territories), the anti-
Ukrainian memory component in the education system, and the involvement of professional historians
in official propaganda will not only enrich the issues addressed by Ukrainian memory studies, but also
develop an effective mechanism to counter the RF's memory invasion. Such an approach not only
does not contradict academic standards, but also updates them, giving them a much-needed social
orientation.

Analyzing the optimal theoretical model of memory studies, it is worth recalling the differences in
the internal nature of historical knowledge and mnemonic knowledge. If historical knowledge is
focused on the past and is formed on the basis of historical facts and interpretations of the researcher,
then mnemonic knowledge concerns mainly the present and is a constantly reproduced construct of
social ideas about the past. Moreover, this memory construct is not necessarily based on historical
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facts, and professional historians are far from the first to influence its formation. Accordingly, the next
aspect is to determine the most productive theoretical model of memory studies from a methodological
point of view. In our opinion, it is necessary to abandon the use of the research model of the “post-
Soviet nationalist conflict”, widespread in Western expert and scientific circles (and blindly borrowed
by some Ukrainian authors (Kasianov, 2021)), which turned out to be unproductive, and to focus on
studying the topic in the coordinates of the formation of a memorial tradition, a culture of memory in
the space of “different civilizational models”. In a broader sense — European and Eurasian.

Moreover, it is easy to see that the adherents of the model of “post-Soviet nationalist conflict”
openly or covertly profess the ideas of “Western epistemological colonialism”, which are strangely
combined with Russian great power. Their use of colonial rhetoric creates an unequal division
between widely recognized “stable” centers (in their interpretation — russia), which are legitimized by
academic knowledge, politics and a monopoly on “theory”, including in the field of memory studies,
and “unstable” peripheries (in this case — Ukraine), which are supposedly characterized by localism,
lack of scientific maturity and a non-standard approach to research problems, which is often
contemptuously assessed as “emotional” and “radical”.

For instance, in a 2021 review article, P.A. Rudling “modestly” hinted that he, as a “highly
qualified expert,” could help confused /ignorant Ukrainians settle the memory wars: “If the Ukrainian
government had relied on international expertise rather than its own memory managers, some of these
memory conflicts could have been avoided or defused before they escalated into diplomatic conflicts
with very real political consequences for Ukraine”.

There are quite reasonable doubts as for the quality of such “international expertise.” As N.
Bernard-Kovalchuk rightly pointed out, even in the context of russian aggression against Ukraine,
narratives that directly echoed the pseudo-historical theses of putin’s propaganda were spread in the
Western academic environment: “A number of leading Western historians continued to contribute to
the formation of an intellectual framework within which Russian irredentist claims to Ukraine could be
perceived as acceptable or legitimate (Bernard-Kovalchuk, 2025)”. A. Zayarniuk provided a detailed
analysis of the epistemological disconnection of the Western academic community from Ukrainian
realities, showing how the refusal to recognize the Holodomor as genocide, the demonization of
Ukrainian nationalism, and the emphasis on Ukraine’s “internal problems” created the impression of
symmetry between the aggressor and the victim. At the same time, the lack of an adequate academic
response to the instrumentalization of victory in World War Il and the revival of the Stalin cult in Russia
shaped a historiographical discourse that resonated with Kremlin narratives and downplayed the threat
of aggression. The researcher sees the recovery of the Western academic environment in a significant
change in research models, a kind of decolonization of research on Central and Eastern Europe, and
advises leaving the “decolonization” of its own history and culture to Ukraine. This process, according
to A. Zayarniuk, should be accompanied by the “de-imperialization” of the imperial optics of Western
academia (Zayarniuk, 2022).

Returning to the European civilizational model of the mnemonic landscape /room, it is proposed
to apply a clearer structuring of it by identifying several separate but interrelated segments: Western
European, Central and Eastern European, Balkan, etc. The peculiarity of the historical culture of the
Central and Eastern European space, and Ukraine within it, lies in its burdened post-genocidal, post-
totalitarian Soviet legacy, which forms a more complex structure of memory. This is because the pan-
European transnational memory of the Holocaust is joined by the memory of the Holodomor and other
repressive actions of the communist era. It is positive that the European community is moving towards
a common perception of the mnemonic concerns of post-communist countries (the 2009 decision of
the European Parliament and the OSCE Parliamentary Assembly to commemorate August 23 as the
Day of Remembrance for the Victims of Totalitarian Regimes). In the context of Russian aggression
against Ukraine, these processes have noticeably intensified and are being considered at the state
level. Thus, on August 3, 2022, the leaders of Estonia, Lithuania, Latvia, Poland, and Romania signed
a joint appeal to the European Union to pay more attention to condemning the crimes of all totalitarian
regimes of the 20th century and honoring the memory of their victims (Leaders of Eastern European
countries, 2022). The place of Eastern Europe in the common European mnemonic space is also
being explored by scholars. A productive example of this approach can be found in the monograph
‘Memory and Theory in Eastern Europe’, particularly in the chapters devoted to the prehistory of post-
Soviet “wars of memory” in Ukraine (by Andriy Portnov) and russian expansionism (by llya Kalinin)
(Memory and Theory, 2013).

Although, there is another approach, demonstrated by russian researchers, in particular O.
Miller. He believes that the former post-communist countries of Central and Eastern Europe have
destroyed the balanced culture of memory formed in Western Europe, based on consensus in the
assessment of the Holocaust, and, using an aggressively instrumentalist approach to the past,
imposed their own extreme model, which emphasizes the suffering of their own peoples and identifies
russia as the main threat. Predictably, he included Ukraine among those responsible for reformatting
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European memory politics (Miller, 2016; 2020). Thus, we are witnessing an unproductive attempt not
only to distort European memory culture, but also to shift the blame for the “memory wars” from the
aggressor country, the RF, to the post-communist countries. Ultimately, a manipulative approach to
the assessment of the European model of memory has become typical of contemporary russian
discourse (Voronovich, 2018).

The next important, even decisive, component in understanding the current mnemonic situation
in Ukraine and throughout Central and Eastern Europe should be the consideration of Russian
aggression (both hybrid and open, armed) and its impact on memory politics. It is surprising that many
researchers of memory issues have long overlooked this and continued their studies of the Ukrainian
situation in isolation from the tragic realities (M. Minakov (Minakov, 2020), A. Plekhanov (Plekhanov,
2018), Y. Yurchenko (Yurchenko, 2017)).

Gradually, theses about Russian aggression against Ukraine are nevertheless appearing in
studies of historical memory (this is especially evident after the full-scale invasion of 2022, which was
extremely difficult to ignore), but some researchers still continue to focus on criticizing the policies of
the Ukrainian government and right-wing memory actors, which, in their opinion, provoke not only
internal but also external conflicts. In our opinion, this approach consciously or unconsciously distorts
reality, turning it into a “crooked mirror” in which causes and effects are reversed.

Thus, in his 2018 monograph, G. Kasianov examines Ukraine's confrontation with russia in
terms of so-called “brotherly rivalry” and characterizes historical politics in the international dimension
as “competition between national projects and national identities.” He describes the russian-Ukrainian
conflict as “a conflict between Soviet-nostalgic (with elements of imperial-nostalgic) and national
/nationalist narratives of memory promoted at the level of state ideology” (Kasianov, 2018, s. 389-390).
Moreover, the russian model of memory is a priori defined as inclusive (unifying, in particular through
the formula of the “russian world”), while the Ukrainian model is, on the contrary, defined as exclusive
and divisive. As we can see, this intellectual construct lacks a definition of the aggressor and,
accordingly, the victim of aggression.

In another text, G. Kasianov considers “the annexation of Crimea, the war in the east of the
country, and the absence of a structured and politically mobilized opposition” to be only the main
circumstances that “contribute to the spread of the nationalist narrative of memory (its definition of
Ukraine's official memory policy) (Kasianov, 2018a, s. 277)". Thus, Russia's aggressive actions are
interpreted only as accompanying circumstances in which the so-called apologization of radical
nationalism in the Ukrainian public space takes place.

Ultimately, Kasianov and Osadchuk acknowledged the fact of aggression and its impact on the
mnemonic space: “‘Memory wars between the two countries have become an integral part of the
armed conflict, in which Russia plays the role of the aggressor, and Ukraine is forced to seek a
symmetrical response (Kasianov & Osipchuk, 2017, s. 92)”. At the same time, criticizing the process of
decommunization in Ukraine, they emphasize its artificial “linking” to the needs of countering
aggression: “From the very beginning of "decommunization," the Soviet legacy was presented in
official representations as the ideological basis for the actions of the aggressor country and the
occupiers. “Decommunization” became part of the war against the aggressor (Kasianov, 2021a, s.
185)".

A rather peculiar approach is observed in the latest texts of P.A. Rudling. On the one hand, he
condemns the full-scale russian invasion and gives a proper assessment of the aggressor’s historical
propaganda: “The piercing distortions of the RF go beyond the simple falsification of history. Its
systematic distortion forms the ideological basis for the policy of revenge and neo-imperial expansion.”
At the same time, he believes that this was caused by the Ukrainian authorities themselves: “The ill-
considered policy of memory during the time of Volodymyr Zelensky’s predecessors ... is used as the
basis for a relentless barrage of disinformation in an attempt to discredit the Ukrainian state project as
“Nazi”, “genocidal” and “satanic” (Rudling, 2024; 2024a).

So, in order to avoid such “intellectual wanderings” and comprehensively explore the memory
issue, we must admit that the main reason for the global confrontation, including the “memory wars”, in
the space of Central and Eastern Europe is the aggressive policy of the RF, which embodies the
Eurasian /Asian mnemonic model. A description of this model requires a separate publication. Here
we will only note that in the form of a hybrid war, the russian memory aggression /invasion to Ukraine
began immediately with the declaration of independence in 1991. Initially, it was local in nature and
was limited to pseudo-historical and pseudo-legal attempts to undermine the Ukrainian belonging of
Crimea, etc. But gradually, a solid anti-Ukrainian component was formed and strengthened in the
official historical policy of the Russian Federation, which covered the entire temporal dimension of the
past. Such a policy should be classified as historical propaganda. This concept is proposed to define a
manipulative type of historical policy, which consciously imposes a completely distorted view of the
past in order to achieve political goals, in our case — the mental and physical enslavement of
Ukrainians.
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Thus, the historical policy /propaganda of the aggressor state of the RF could be defined as an
extreme surrogate model of distortion of the past and undisguised instrumentalization of history for the
manipulation of public consciousness in favor of a clearly articulated political goal — not only to violate
the state sovereignty of Ukraine and its territorial integrity, but also to destroy Ukraine as a socio-
political reality and the national identity of Ukrainians. The memorial invasion of the Russian
Federation began much earlier than the military aggression, and performed several interrelated
functions: preparing favorable ground for the invasion by erasing the historical consciousness of
Ukrainian citizens, provoking conflicts in Ukrainian society around historical heritage; substantiation of
territorial claims and, ultimately, as information support for the full-scale invasion itself.

The nature and content of russian historical propaganda does not depend on the memory policy
pursued by the Ukrainian authorities or various domestic political actors. It was not a reaction to the
Ukrainian national or nationalist narrative, as claimed by the above-mentioned researchers. On the
contrary, the Ukrainian side tried from time to time, and rather ineffectively, only to counter Russian
historical encroachment. Moreover, in Ukraine itself, at least until recently, there were still many
agents/representatives of memory who spread, and in some cases continue to spread, russian
historical narratives. These include politicians, academics, journalists, bloggers, clergy of the Ukrainian
Orthodox Church of the Moscow Patriarchate, and others.

It is important to emphasize that the historical propaganda of the Russian Federation is of a total
nature, since it is directed not only against Ukraine, but also against many states and peoples. First of
all, these are countries that the Russian leadership considers to be the area of its own influence, its
own dominance: the Baltic states — Estonia, Latvia, Lithuania, Belarus, the countries of the South
Caucasus, the countries of the former "socialist camp" — Poland, Slovakia, Hungary, etc. There are
many organizations (under the guise of non-state agents of historical policy) and various projects
through which Russian imperial narratives are spread. In conditions of full-scale aggression, the so-
called "collective West" and even the mythical "Anglo-Saxons" have also become the target of
Russian historical propaganda. The aggressor state is constantly trying to manipulate foreign players
to increase mnemonic pressure on Ukraine. The most recent example is the appeals of the Minister of
Foreign Affairs of the RF S. Lavrov to the historians of Poland, Slovakia and Hungary to put forward
joint claims to Ukraine.

In addition, official Russian historical propaganda is also directed against its own citizens,
primarily against non-Russian ethnic communities, in order to prevent the spread of any alternative
historical narratives that would undermine the imperial great-power myth. At the same time, it is quite
clear that Ukraine is and will remain the main target of the russian historical invasion for a long time,
since the aggressor absolutely needs the appropriation of the Ukrainian heritage to legitimize its own
historicity.

In terms of updating the methodological tools, it is worth paying attention to the application to
our problems of the theory of memory politics of J. Kubik and M. Bernhard, which allows us to identify
different types of mnemonic figures and memory regimes. Four ideal types of mnemonic figures are
proposed: mnemonic warriors, who consider themselves carriers of the only correct historical
memorial discourse; mnemonic pluralists, who recognize the plurality of visions of the past and the
right to a different interpretation of it; mnemonically indifferent, who are not interested in the politics of
memory or those who prefer to stay away from cultural confrontations and “wars of memory”;
mnemonically future, who oppose any appeal to the past and ignore its effects on the present and the
future (Kubik & Bernhard, 2014).

In the case of the Russian Federation’s hybrid aggression against Ukraine since 1991, a
situation of asymmetrical opposition was observed. Until 2014, quite aggressive mnemonic warriors
operated on the Russian side, while, as it does not seem strange now, mnemonic pluralists prevailed
on the Ukrainian side. This situation was largely detrimental to Ukraine, as it allowed Russian memory
actors to quite successfully promote their content into the Ukrainian mnemonic space. In 2014, the
situation underwent noticeable changes. Since then, we have been talking about the dominance of
mnemonic warriors, both on the part of the occupiers and those who oppose their aggressive policy. At
the same time, the vast majority of Ukrainian citizens who found themselves in temporary occupation
remain passive, falling under the definition of mnemonically indifferent. Therefore, one of the promising
options for exiting the occupation regime was the search for optimal ways to return mnemonic
pluralists. Although even then it was clear that until the cessation of Russian aggression and the
completion of the process of actual de-occupation, this task would have a kind of “deferred” status.
From February 24, 2022, this option was finally lost. From now on, we are talking about the long-term
prospect of encapsulating the status of mnemonic warriors in a rather rigid interpretation.

It is clear that different groups of mnemonic figures produce different memory regimes, that is,
they form an orderly way of remembering individual phenomena, events or processes of the past,
which is constantly fueled by current socio-political realities. Therefore, the memory regime in
conditions of aggression and occupation is proposed to be defined as totalitarian and extreme, which,
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in addition to the dominant memory model imposed through coercion, including by force of arms,
contains several repressed models of currently victimized population groups. In the Autonomous
Republic of Crimea, the city of Sevastopil, and the occupied parts of the Luhansk, Donetsk,
Zaporizhia, and Kherson regions, citizens with a distinct (and even hidden) Ukrainian identity, Crimean
Tatars, other ethnic groups, believers of certain Protestant denominations, and communities of the
OCU became carriers of repressed memory.

At the same time, there is every reason to argue that the commemorative coercion by the
occupiers generates the foreseeable instability and temporary nature of such a memory regime. This
situation allows us to propose several possible scenarios for exiting it and moving to a more favorable
and productive memory regime. So, not every day “memorial wars”, but a radical change in the
general option — the regime of functioning of historical memory — will allow stopping Russian
aggression in this area. The response of the Ukrainian side must also be adequate, diversified and
take into account the peculiarities of the historical consciousness of different groups of citizens in
these regions.

Conclusions. In summary, we emphasize the innovative aspects of transforming the theoretical
model and methodological tools of memory studies in the context of russian aggression against
Ukraine. The tragic reality prompts researchers to search for valid theoretical foundations for its
understanding. First, it is necessary to overcome a systemic methodological error - ignoring the fact of
Russian aggression, not only military but also memorial (historical invasion). This will allow for an
adequate analysis of all the contradictory phenomena of the mnemonic sphere in Central and Eastern
Europe. Second, we must abandon the description of memory politics as antagonistic within the
framework of the “post-Soviet nationalist conflict” model. The theoretical model of “different
civilizations,” namely the conflict between Central and Eastern European memory culture and
Eurasian one, seems more productive and promising. Ideally, such an approach could bring us closer
to exhausting the potential of antagonistic memory and open up opportunities for the formation of a
culture of agonistic memory. Third, focus on analyzing the transformation of different types of
mnemonic actors (actors of memory) and memaory regimes.

So the deconstruction of the repressive type of historical memory discourse of the aggressor
state, the RF, is of both theoretical scientific and practical social interest.
